After a high tariff
was planed on this article American manu-
facturers were protected while they Invented
and brought to perfection the best machine^
torfta manufacture of silk, This enabled
them to produoe cbenper and as a tesnlt a
much better handkerchief is sold in America
to-day nndoi Ita policy of high tariff for
forly-two cents than was sold here under a
low tariff for one dollar. What is better
still, the making of the handkerchief now
gives employment to American Inbor,where-
as and.tr the old dispensation nearly the
whole of tbe cost went for the support of
labor in a foreign land. The Democracy
should study up on the subject of proteC'
tion. It would save them from making
many silly blunders.
