When THE IHOR Em. Extra, giving tha de-

tails of the captare of Treglown, appeared
on the Blreebi on Saturday e-veoias they were
bouitht up eagerly hy hundreds, and the
matter was the subject of disonsaion on the
streets. The fiflDeral impression prevailed
that the prisoner would be takes to Morris-
town on the train vhtoh arrives here at half •
past eight o'clock, ond at that hour a large
crowd was gathered around Urn depot, and
when the train arrived M many as aould do
so boarded it and ran through the oars, only
to be disappointed for the trouble they had
taken.

When the train arrived in Uorristown
quite anumberof people were also assembled
then with (ha same ttpeclition, Aa
omnibne passed up through the town from
the depot a rumor was started that it oor>
talned the murderer, aud quite a crowd
rushed after itUllttreached the OonrtHouse,
when Coroner Drake quietly emerged there
from and the disappointed followers honied
away to oonoctl their chagrin.
