Only a HLUe more than a century has
passed sfnoe Lois giaod diaeoverj, and tbe
results are more than wonderful. TtMlay
man by electricity transfers and muIHpllei
eDgravijjgs—ftDotber Amario&n dUoovery;
by It he mlnlstera to those dUaased, to the
nervous ftod the ponlytio j by it bo resolve*
the uott dlfflnult Bubetauoes, making ito
searching powei dtHeover the iniisihU poia
and platee ul union in what were esteemed
the simple forma of matter; by i t ho aands
taoeagos crer s Gaatiasat with a speed that
outruns tbe ran, and transmits newB be-
neath the oeeans to distant shores—opera-

America is connected. It was in England
and by Watla tbat the nature and property
of that wonderful agent Steam were disoor-
ered. But it waa lit America that the
nrst Huooesafnl navigation by fiteam was ef-
fected. ,

tn 1808, Fulton having returned from
England, where project* were already on
foot fcr steam navigation, began to build a
tiloamuoat far UM on the Hudson river, Tb«
vessel was built at New York and was
launched in the aping of 1807. Tha enflinea
were mounted and already for trial by

olivl relations. They reflect credit on 0

oatjon, mi enionofl its influence among
other peoples, giving emphub to what
words i t ma; officially speak, f&ieoai.
fylng the force ot the deeds it aeeke to per.
form.

Ever; graat nun lifts bis countrymen
aod the Inhabitant} of .other oanutriee, as
far as his fame reaobei, to bighei alms and
grander pnraaits, Thaa tha great mea at s
nation are Its gift to the world's mootal and
moml forces, and ere to be aoconntedi of ia
any record of tbe benefits it has conlerred
and the debt it baa created.

Oar country has bad many men whom tha
world hw plMed in ita gallery of leaden and
heroes, and who have been recognized as
lnflaential factors tn the world's progwre.

I have already mentioned some of the
names of these zueaas prominent In the line
of Invention and discovery—snah as Frank-
lin and Howe and Horse and Whitney and
Edison and Draper,

We have had meu, too, of Letters, whose
influence has been conspicuous, and to whom
the world owes a Utge debt.. Being a new
country of course the development of liter-
ature was alow in ths beginning.

aa a nation we c«o point to tbe genial Irving,
born 1783, who wat the first American to
obtain a Eoropsnn reputation as a man of
letters, and who, with hU matchless, pellu-
cid style, vas G10 n»t sample of tbe grapes
that were to firoff from tha American vine.
Then there was Hawthorne, born 1804, "to
whom his countrymen point moot conndantly
when tbey wish to make a claim to have
enriched tbe mother-tongue," and whose
work, so sweet, BO subtle, BO simple, emlta
the rarest fragrance of all the floware In the
bouquet of American literature. '

Since theaa we have had Bryant, and
Whittle* and Lowell ana Holmea and Long-
fellow among the poeta -whose voices have
caused (be world to stop and listen while
they song of the hopes and loves an£ sor-
rows of humanity; and, among the D079I-
hte, Mrs. Btowe and Cooper and James and
Uavne Held and U K .

Nor nave we been tacking in great men
in. the sphere of statesmanship. Indeed, it

great. We should bam to go Imok to (bo
memorable struggle of tbo beginning of our
nationality, and lead you on through tbe
years, ae though galleries, bidding you look
ipon pictures frntned la tha red of war and

the wbiia of peace. First, tmd highest obove
all, arises tha noble form of Washington,
rhom "Gad left childless tbatlie mfgbtbe-

oonio the father Of a wholo pooplc," loving
him and honoring him only tbe more aa
they increase in tfce itreagth and prosperity
rhose foundations wero laid by him. Then

we see Hamilton, the extraordinary finan-
cier, who though dying so young, lived
long enough to impress the financial policy
of the country for all its existence with hia
geaios 1 and ths astute Jefteraon and diplo-
matfo Adams, and fiery Caihoaa, aad
Henry Olay, "whose perauarfve, llmptd
speech, was like his of old, on whose lips
tbe bffis of Hymettua were said to settle ;"

Bat the principal ware in which wo 1
been engaged have been righteous wars,
waged in the defense of immemorial rights
orfartbeadnnoeoftratttucl liberty. in
th« battlM whloh wa bava fought us teen,
Dot men intent only upon killing «aoh oth-
er, bat the bloody exahftngB of Ideas, tin
combat of error with, truth, tbe opposing
aplrlteof ui epooh strlvlaglor vtotory. Our
Waehingtoa and Green and Gates and Put-
nam, and Decator and Ferry and Jtokiwi
aadBoottuid Taylor and Oiint, and all
tbe noble and bnTe-heirtocI capUina, who
ittllbeirdflTCtediad foiibfal rani sad flls
In tha war ol the rebellion, were not the
ponanUof brtttafortajOrtheoBtoomeofidei*
of national imfcltion and blood-tbintynew.
They were tbe meuwngen ol the decree
of dviliaUoD u d of pragmas and of Oca
himself with regard to oanaaa and prinoi-
pioi vhioh had bwwme inElTMtive and un-
worthy in ths world.

And
out of tfcor oooflleta emerged a aatlon flU

of the world houeet noognition. Yea, oat
of their conflict* came forth truth victor'
ions over civilisation rtronger than barba-
rism, and freedom purified of every tiara.
They too may therefore be enrolled among
the list of those wham onr country has
given to the world an forces to urge on ito
destiny of final good, cf complete ameliora-
tion from all error end all wrong.

JII. I have left to the last the one pecu-
liar gift of onr oonntry to tha world, viz.,
the example of a great and lasting state
founded upon t ie principles of civil and re-
ligions frmHom.

There had been Republics before oui
fathers came fo them ahotea to M i d a new
temple to liberty. Bntthoy had been fail,
ires. Most ot them, even those calling

themselves Democracies, were practically
opprearive ariatocraoIeB, where a privileged
olasa held thefr fellows fn a state of hopeless
dependence. labor wu looked upon
disgrace, with the Bi&glo exception of that
consecrated to the One arts- Even iuUilIeo-
tual labor, BUOQ as the education of youth,
was loft to "lave*. Tbe character ot citizen,
Bald Aristotle, oulybelongs properly to those
who have not to work for their living. Bo
In the ideal republic of Plato the st
and warriors were to bo enpportod l>y tho
anrejufted toll of the agriculturists end sr-
i There was no saving remedial prla-

oiple in this condition of things. Doomed
to inferiority, oppressed and cruelly treated,
the masses of Rome and Greece in their best
days Could be kept qufst only by holidays
and eipenslve and immoral omuaementa.
" Waat a state of society was that," nays one,

whioh could tolerate orgies in whioh the
wine of the mortem, aa they reeled about
crowned with flowers, minted iUelf with
tbe blood of the skves; in which deadly
combats alternated with fmptira piujtomiinfls
and one offered one's gueata gaeceeaivcly the
grimaoea ot baffoons, tho carnage of gladia-
tors, and the kisses ol eoarteuuiti 1 a state in
which, tn sum up all in one word, the most
monstrous cruelty was joined' to the most
shameless Ubertlnafte."

Ths Franoh Republic, of modern times,
had not proved more successful. Great
abuses were reformed and demons were ex-
orcised. But toe Uaga mass of dlsooattnL
ment set ID motion uoald not be stayed, and
everything whirled to a disastrous end.

Commotion, . prescription, confiscation,
bankruptcy, eiril war, foreign war, revolu-
tionary WbiinaJB, sniHotiDBS, blood, ohaos,"
following one another in rapid suaoeasioD,
filled the world wfta tarror at the very idoa
of Bepublicaniam.

It really seemed as if tbe people were not
1 be trusted with self-government, and aa

if the hopes of good men and friends of
liberty were doomed io eternal disappoint-
ment

And then thin new llopablfa wna founded
in the theory that government Is of tha poo-

pie and by the people and for the people.
Ths whole tendenoy of cor national Ufa
has been to foster tbe spirit of personal
liberty under n written uoustU'itiou which
provides the rules ana prinolplaa by which
tho government shall bo admlnistared by
(be people thetneelrea through the repre-
sentatives of their own choice. And, by
the blessing or God, we have been able
under thiB form of government to secure in

ppiest union the world haa ever seen thelar-
geet amount of IndepeadenBo with order and
prosperity. We have had great strains put
upon, the theory which forms our corner,
dtone, but tbe goTOinciBnt has not only beea
ible to Btand firm beneath them, but has
also Dome out from thorn stronger and
purer, and the love of country aad tbe de-
votion to democracy more Intense than ever

have welcomed all nationalities to
mitks their homo with us. Immigration,
netting in like the tides of the Baa, boa
brought millions from ofher countries to en-
joy our freedom of personal life and to wor-
ship according to the dictates of conecieoco

Wa bove received all theee nud se-
cured to thorn their personal righta, and
adopting them ax citizens OAVG made them
add to our wealth aud progress.

have bod wai In its worst form—war
bolwoen ouwelrea. Fora time i t seemed to

y as if this last and greatest effort of the
people to govern themselves waa also to fail
But the result proved different from these
fears-proved that " liberty ia not weakness
but Bliength." proved that onr nationality,
with its mots in the heart of the people, ia
capable of withstanding area the lightning
of fanaticism and the tornadoes ot eewsslon
—proved that we were uever soBtrong
when foes of par own household rose up to
strike OB. And to-day, as a re-onited North
and South we stand before the world with
the mistakes which onr fathers made cor-
tooted, with ths crime of Blavery forever ob.
Jltoratcd from oar midst, and with heartier
praises than ever going np to Almighty God
[ram all oar people within our beantifnl tem-
ple whote golden dome encloses no one op-
pressed sod resounds with no clanking
chains of bondmen.

We have known, loo, (he terrible strain cf
the ausaaainatlan of the chief magistrate.
Twice haa the head of the nation fallen thus.
Who can forget the feelings wbtcb swayed na
one year tgo when tha sews came that for a
Mscond time our oonntry bad to bear this
stain, and that Qarfteld had been shot? W!to
can forget the sadness whioh mingled with
onr rejoicing on that day, and the cry of
shame and pain wbioh mingled with the
noise of the cannons and the mroio of tha
bands? Who oat: forget the darkness with
rbloh the future seemed aarouded as we

thought what anarchy and war might bring ?
Who can forget the long waiting of those
dreary vreeks when the noble sufferer lay
dying, ths anxious prayers, tbe bnah of bus-
iness, the Bohs of a Borely-tried people 7 Who
can forget all that time of anxiety and dread
and foreboding ? And yet, though our Pres-
ident died, God BtiU taigns and onr nation
live* I To-day the world looks upon no self-
poiaed, nronperooB, triumphant over all dif-
ficulties. Abrvclloas a n the wayn of God,
who makes the wroth of nun to praise Him,
and turns crime to be the instrument of ita
own destruction.

its hlutorio deeda for oonsfdeiBtion. It must
live, If it would live as a force, in tbe pres-
ent and for the future. I t most be ever
reaching forward io * standard higher, truer
and stronger than it haa over yet attained if
it would not fade into iwbeptlity, or stffeii
Into petrifaction. Itmaet reckon upon new
struggles if it would maintain,the position
already gained or hope fog new victories.
Hence, my friend*, to be true to onr past
history we must b* true to ourselves in the
future. And tha way to be true to tranwlves
Is to be true to virtue and intelligence and
industry, to our fellow men, and above all
to G o i Since ve have no dynasty nor
liienrcby among us to miOie the will ot the
few the will or the many, ainoo we are the
greatest exponents of the grand Idea of free-
dom, it behooves us ta be all ths mow eaie-
ful to maintain individual moral restraint,

•at to disgraofl our name and injure OUT
aple by vulgarity of mob rule, or by
