A farmer living in Maino makes a

statement of vliat he had iaieeJ last
year on aa acre of laud—almost enough,
we should think, to Bupport a family.
He planted one-third of hia acre in corn,
and be usually produoed thirty bushels
of good com. This qunntity woa suffi-
cient for hia family use and for fnttes-
iag two or three large hogs. From the
&ame ground on which the corn Blood ho
raised two or three hundred pumpkins
and an ample supply of beans. From

bed of six yards aquaro be usually ob-
tained sixty bushela of onions; these he
sold for Si a buehelu, which amount pur-
abased hia flour /wr ouo year. Thus
from one-third of aa acie and nn onion
bed ho obtained his breads tuffs and two
or three hundred pound of pork, Tbo
remainder of the ground was appro-
priated to all binds of vegetables for
both summer and winter uae, He also

d a flower garden, raspberries, cur-
rants, gooseberries in great abundance,
and also a few choice apple, plum, pear,
peach and quince trees.—.New England
homestead.
