Then follow the number of
men employed, tbe amount of wngea
paid daring the census year, the value
of materials nsed in mioiog and prepar-
ing tbe ores for market. The
column gives the total expenditures, or
cost of tbe ore. Tbe product in tons is
in tbe eight eohmn, while the cost per
ton la ia tne ninth. TIIB last column of
tba table shows Uie ratio between tlie
real OBt&te value and tbe product,

Tbe first observation to be made on
tbis table ia tbe apparent discrepancies
wiien capital and product ore compared,

is done ID tbe lust column. The dif-
ference in ratios of product to capital
ate greatest among tbo groups of mag-
netic iron ore mines of New York, and
between the hematites of Connecticut
nn.l Kaasactinsette, Ia [he latter $8,17
of real eatote prodneod a tou of ore,
whereas, in Connecticut, it required an
inrestmaflfc valaed afc $12.28, or nearly
four times as much. Although much of
tbis difference Ig ioherent in tbe mines,
and dne to great disparity in actual value
somewhat of It ntuat be credited to inj-
perfect valuation, and a more accurate

ietbod of Yulnation would tend to the
equalization of tbeee ratios. Another
observation to bs made ia the variation
in tbe cost of the ore per ton, ranging
from 83.86 to 61,57. Tbe greater aost
is foand to be in the gronps of deeper
mines, TJie larger proportion of open
workings or pit work reduces tbe aver-
age cost. Tho larger size of the ore-hod-

i also affects favorably the cost; and
the more expensive tbo plant, when com-
pared with the total .expenditures, tbe
lens IB tbo cost of the ore. And, in gen-
eral , tbe labor expenditure seams to en-
ter more into tbe cost tlian tbe value of
materials uaed, although the separation
of these classes of expenses ia nearly ol-
WQVS iBcomolete. Other points for con-
aideratiou and comparison will suggest
themselves to the reader wlio mny eiam-
;-3 tbe table.

These elements are sufficient to gi<
the basU for valtutions, so far as tb
several districts are concerned. Tbe
problem is ia the nature of an annuity
and, knowing the term and amount re-
ceived manually, tbe question is. What
is it worth ? In the cose of the N
Jersey mines, the-vaioe of tbe real estate
was was placed at seven tiaaoj tho annual
dividend or amount of profits. Tlins,
for example, taking the Si mines iu New
Jersey, according to tlie fable above,
their product WHB 600,810 tons, which,
at 78oeat* per ton, would yield a divi-
dend of $437,0%, and that multiplied by
seven gives $8,059,456 as their rala&tion,
It remains to Hx the rate of fntete&t and
to allow for a return of tbe investment,
or what IB known BM a redemption fond.
Authorities differ so widely that it is al-
most an arbitrary matter to assign any
figure. The mean range is from 8 to 20
per cent. Tbe rate allowable for redeem-
ing the principal should not exceed i
per cent—that of our most reliable trnst-
Duel 'mvedmmie. Owing to the great
fltiaciieooy wbiob characterizes many

ot oar iron mine properties, 10 per cent
has baen thought to be a reasonable
proSt upon tbe capital, and 4 per cent,

ntfor Its rsdaaption. Turning to
Eoekbold's tables, we find that the pres-
ent viilae of 81 per annum ia fifteen
years, allowing interest at 10 per cent,
upon the purchase money, oud redeem-
ing the capital at i per coat, fa 96,669,
or nearly tbe arbitrary multiplier which
was used ia the OUBB of the New Jersey
mines. Tflith a higher rate of interest,
for example, SO per cent, the multiplier
would bt)0.OOl. These are the general
principles which have been employed In
the valuation of nearly all of the mines
of New Jersey and in many of New
York. As already stated, they are Bub*
ject to tthncBt endless modification, ow-
ing to tbe ever-varying combinations of
the other essential elements, which need
to be taken into account, and which, vary
almost with every mine.
