The soil should be rich and
well pulverized, A good seed led is

half the battle."

It is of prime importance to select
plump, sound seed for any crop, aud es-
pecially for rye and wheat seeding, which
is near at band. Get good seed if yoa
have to ran 100 buahola through the fan-
ning mill. It will pay.

Tree peddlers will soon be oa their
rounds to sail trees for Fall planting.
Unless they are well and favorably
known, give them a wide berth. It is
much better to buy direct from a good
nursery. Yoa are more apt, then, to
get what you bay.

In gathering cucumbers for pickles,
they should be out from the vines or
very earef ally broken off. Their chances
for keeping are much bettor than when
torn from the vines. Oare in gathering
-egetablea and fruit is an essential to
good keeping.

Those who have conducted careful ex-
perience in wheat seeding say that a
bushel and a half to n bushel and ihree-
quortera per acre gives (be best reunlts.
We have no doubt but that much graia
is woreo than wasted In too thick seed*
ing.

Seep & sharp lookout for tree-borers
Buoh as injure the apple and peach trees,
f they are at work a sawdust like aoh-

stunce will be Found at the base of the
tree-trunk. Thrust a wire into the boles
to kill tho insect. Place wood ashes
around the stems of young trees.

Millet when growing resembles some-

'hat a field of thick sowed cam. It is a
good fodder for etock in Winter, aud its
feeding qualities are enhanced by run-
ing it through a cutter: moistening,

salting and sprinkling with meal. Two
to five tons ciin bo raised on ao acre of
ground.

Down in Virginia they use pine shat-
ters—(alien leaves of the pins tree—M a
fertilizer for soil where Bweet potatoes
are raised. The shatters are gathered in
the fall and earned to the barnyard to
be trampled upon by the cattle. In the
Spring they ore spread on the land and,
plowed under.
