Oar national debt proves this. • We have
always increased our national debt under
free trade, and reduced it under a tariff;
Tho tniiff of 1843, for example, was off-
set for a tima by the Florida war. Yet
the debt of $27,208,451 iu 1618 was re-
duced to 810,760,92c fo IU6, wltea tbe
Mexican war began. In July. 1857, tbe
debt stood at $29,000,387. Iu 18(10 it
bad risen to $64,709,703; and iu 1861,
when Lincoln became President, it was
$B8,9&5,810. Even free traders will ad-
mit thnt national finances refieot the av-
erage condition of the country. Aad as
under twenty years • ot protective tariff
we baye paid o thousand three hundred
millions of tlie debt left by tbe rebellion
this point is conclusive. When a nalion
oan pay its debts, and its people live
prosperona and contented, it ia in good
condition. And as labor is the basis ot
that prosperity it is ptosperous. Hence
m hold that a tariff is the best arrange*
lent yet devised to protect tbe interests

ol labor. And we do tbis toadvanopthe
condition of labor and to develop the
wealth of the ooutitrv.
