lBry, and prohibition of the im-
port of foreign manufactures, l be stat*
utea bristled with peualtiea of floes, im-
prisonment, maiming, and dsatli, whiali
were enforced against offenders with
relentless severity. England never
relaxed a protDOlire law until it was no
loDger needed, aud her present fiscal
ystem is framed without regard to any

principle!, and solely with a view to
t i n tlid supremacy which centuries

of protective legislation hare given to
her industries.

In one field of warfare with England
our defeat Is absolute. We have been
completely driven ont of the oci'in car-
ryiug trade, while England's steamship
lines form a net work covering' the globe.
Built up and sustained by Government
inbsiclies, their monopoly is so well es-

tablished and powerful that iudividnsi
enterprise in this country is hopelessly
urusbed. aud nothing but the power of
tbe Government can enter into compe-
tition with any hope of success. '£lut
power haB been invoked without avail,
or tlie ogeuls of the foreign ship-owners

are alwayB sustained in their efforts to
defeat Oovernment aid to American
Htentrmliip lines by hired bigb-toned pa<
triots who are shocked at the idea of sab-
sidiet?, Tlie Government wbicti has paid
81,000 apiece for the carriage of letters
through Western- wildernesses obliges
the master of an-American vessel to
carry the ocean mails for the amount of
postage. It is an additional aggravation
of our national disgrace in the matter ol

in navigation, that tile destruction of
our carrying trade is impudently atrib-
nted to par protective tariff, and we ate
told by the Oobdeu Olnb aDd tba baok-
woods member of Congress that the rem-
edy i% to repeal burnavigntlon lawe, and
allow the purobsBS and Bailing under tbe
American flag 0/ English vessels of the
haracter which Mr. Flympsol hns ex-

posed iu Parliament vessels parposoly
built so badly that they never complete

voyage, and are profitably wrecked:, to
get tbe insurance money, . .

Mr, T. B. FotUir, M. P., the gentle-
man vho visited this benighted country

a miFBtonary, had the inaoleuce to say
