SILK MANUFACTURES IN NEW
JERSEY.

Caring; the yew ending July 1st, 1888,
silt goods vera manufactured by ninety-
four firau in oar State, nineteen
additional firms being employed in
throwing, dyeing, and finishing,
three flrniB ia making apun silk. Tlie
total number of flrme engaged in tbis
industry waa one hundred add sixteen
giving efflployment to sir thousand eigh
hundred and twelve men, six tboasond
six hundred and Beyenty-foor wotcen
md three thoaaand three hundred and
forty-eight boys and girls, or to a tola!
number, regularly employed, of sixteen
thousand eight hundred and thirty-four,
Tlitg «hows an increase ot two thousand
seven hundred and fourteen over the
number employed in 1681, The greatest
number employed at any one time ie
estimated at eighteen thousand one
hundred and flfty-sii an inorease of
two thousand four hundred and sixteen.

Tbirleea arms operate two mills such,
and four operate three mill. Tbo total
if establishments engaged in tbe manu-
facture of silk goodslu in onr State is,
therefore, one hundred and thirty seven.

Ninety-three firms wero in operation
all the year, sixteen over nix months,
ani eight new firms were established
during the year.

The capital invested in tbe business ie
88,968,000, and tbe valae of product ie
822,188,840. Tlie relative value of pro*
duet was tlie same as tbat shown by oar
BtatiaticB of 1891, viz., tbat 81 of invest-

ipital repi'oduoes 82.60 in value of
silk goods.

918,979,455, making a total of 886,761,
