Baltn one hour; when done beat the
whites of the eggs with a Httl« eugar,
spread over tbo podding and set baok in
the oven, & few minutea to brown.

bis roripe tor White Mountain cake
has been commended, Tlie whites of
nine eggs, two cupfnls of palvcrised
sugar, one of butter, three of floor, half
a capful of milk, half a teaspoonful ot
soda iu the milk, one and a half tea-
ipoonfala of cream tartar In tho flour.

Cream tbe butter aod sugar, add tb#
other ingredients, stirring in the well-
beaten whites of eggfl last; flavor with
almond and bake in deep jelly-cake pans.
For the icing, beat the wbites of three
eggs and one pound of pulverized sugar
light. Stir iii one grated cocoannt.
Spread cuch layer ot tbo cake thick with
the icing; ihen ice tbe whole cake and,
set in a cool oven to dry.

Tbe earthenware vessels ate placed in,
Ibe fluid (milk or other/, &wl the fluid
becomes antiseptic iu a few hours."
" Milk has been kept sweet far three
weeks by this process iu the middle of
Slimmer," p. 221. ff tbin procesf bo
efficacious, dnirymen need bave tio fear
as to tbo condition io which milk will
reach its point of destinatiotj, and house-
keepers may enjoy sweet milk in tbe
heat of summer. I t is surely worthy of
trial.
