After Richurd II was compelled to
abdicale the throne of Eoglund in fover
of bis oousin Henry on the BUth of
September, 1399, there arose petty dif

forences of opinion ws to who was tho
rightfal beir. Richard declared that
Edmuund, the youthful Earl of Murch,

was the lawful beir, and Anoe, Edmund’s
sister, who murried Riobard Earl of
Cumbridge, seconl son of Eilmuad,
Duke of York, revived the qaestion and
was the innocent cause of the Wars of
the Roses. Thesce were so called from
the badges worn by the soidiers of the
two fuctions—that of York being a white
rose and that of Lincaster a red ove.
Juet at this time Owon Glondower raiscd
tho standard of rebellion in Walcs, after
being nckuowledged by bis fellow coun

trymen as their legitimate sovervigy and
defeated King Heory's foreo in two bat-
tles. Meauwlnle the Percys of North-
uwmberlind were conspiring to detbrone
the very man whom they Lad belped to
raise to hia preseat dienity, und accord-
ingly esponsed the cavse of the House of
York.
