The eastern span of the bridge re-
mained intact, the breaking beiog as
precise as if the bridge had been sawed
off at the first picr, Over this abrupt
termination the cars weut down at the
greatest Lieight of the bridge. Al the
couplings bold and the weight of the
fulling cars inerensel the velocily of
those following until it is estimated that
the last cars went into 1ho gap ab the
speed of a mile a minute, Eogineer
Bryuut, after Lis leap, saw gbout ten of
the rear cars go in, and it is believed
that the timo from the beginnivg of the
break until tha last eor fell was not more
than one minute, When it wnsall over
a worse scene of weeck could burdly be
imagined. ‘The whole spuce between
the two picrs was filled with the debris,
which formed iu the center a pyramld
of lopelessly broken cars, splintered
bridge timbars, tangled oxles and wheels
and bars of pig jron bristling out iu
every direelion, the whole made a nzarly
compect moss by the Ailiog in of iron
ore.

A TRAIN FALLS ;IX‘I‘Y FEET T0 THE
BED OF A ROCKY STREAN.

A FEANFULLY DESTRUCTIVE AND FATAL AC-
CIDENT ON THE HIGH BRIDGE BREANCH.

Considerable excitement was caused
lust Saturday along the live of the High
Bridgo Brauchof the Central Railroad
of New Jersey by the report that the
worning ore train, which makes up its
froight from the Mibernin, Mt. Hope,
Hopatcong apd Chester roads, had
erasbed through the high bridge which
spobs the Bouth Braoch of the Raritap
River, between Califon and High Bridge.
The wus that the aft
train going South carried many sight
seers wlio were ourious to view

THE LOCAWITY OF THE WRECK.

A wilder or moro picturcsque locality
eould not be found along the Jine of any
railrond in Nortlern New Jersey. Nearly
the entire distence from High Bridge to
Califon, about five miles, the rond winds
throngh o deep and irrcgular gorge.
The road bed for muchof the way is
construcied portly wp the side of the
gorge, nod in places is hewn fora con-
siderable distance out of the solid tock.
The irregular formation wakes many
sharp enrves nezessury and the pussenger
ean always obtuin from the rear end of
the train a view of unsurpassed beouty,
Just before reaching the location of (be
tecont disaster the road curves around a
jutting polut on the East wide of the
gorge, nnd then nbruptly erasses {he
slream on u long woaden bridge, of the
pattern known as the Howo trass, Irom
which one looks duwn o sheer dechvity
of sixty fect to the stream which goes
Lling ond brawling iz a tarbyl
manner over {ho rocks below. The
bridge is, or was, nbout 260 feet long,
and composed of threo spaus restiog
upon two picrs and two abutments, The
castern span—iho first reached by the
train—was about 75 feet long, the cen.
tral spuu nbout 125 fect, and tho western
apan about 59 feet, The woodwork of
the bridgo was of trusses about twenty
eat Ligly, resting wpon piers forly feot
biglh, the truszes being Lolted with jron
tods, Above he rails there wus mo
struclure whatever.
