Althougl: France is full of advocates fos
the sholition of capital punishmeut, they
will not derive much support for their argu.
ments from the history of public executions
during the present century in Paria. The
uumber of criminals brought to the seaffold
has never been anything like large, says the
London Globe, uud it bes manifested in late
yeuns, ith di the dinary
prevalence of atrocious murders, a tendoucy
to deerease till further.

tions huve oconerad, in fact, at Paria only
abott four thnes within tho contury. The
first occasion wis in 1804, wheu the fanious
Choun conspirator, Georges Cadoudsl, who
was shwurdly supposed {o havo been bribed
by Williun Pitt, was guillotined with eloven
conpouions in the Dluee do Grove, A year
Iuter three coluers of false money were cxe-
cuted together, and then there was po dou-
blo exeeution witil the yoar 1822, whon four
wen gonorully known in the annals of eriwe
ax the *ergents de In Rochello” sscended
tho seaffold together. ‘Tho Inst spectacio of
tho kind was nfforded in 1836, when Fieschi,
tho inventor of the ** fufornnl machine,” at-
tempted fhe wsassination of Louis PLillippe,
and having Lilled soven perwons in his abore
tivo ondenvor, was put to death by decapls
tation with his two uccomplices, Popin sud
Morey. Tho exceutions of women Lave des
cremsed alko ina notable mauner. Bix fe.
mulo murderesses were guillotined under the
Firat Empire, threo during the Restorntion,
sud ouly one in the period of forty-five
yoans that bave just elapsed,
