Most persons are
aware that common unit, or chloride ol
sodium, is ouo of tho iniiuy luinoral
salts that form n ooustant part of tho
human body and therefore ia necessary
in liumnn food- Tlio otliors nro all
found combined in ordinury articles of
diet. Wanting liuio for tho childron,
we Imvo recourse to milk, to wholemeal

to oatmeal. We do uot eat phosphate
oi lime, nor oven benefit greatly by
taking to limo wator as a buvorago.
When sailors, nnd even lnndsnion, nro
siuTeriug from a uhort supply of potash
salts it IB not found nt all usof nl to bay dry
potash at tlio chomiat's, bnt thoir health
Bieuds wboti tbey got freali frmts and
greens, potatoes or limo juioo. Comnioa
nit is Uie only mineral that we habitual-
ly consume as food, and it plays a Tory
important part in digestion and absorp-
tion of all other foodB.

It is strange that this, as well as many
peculiarities in tho behavior of salt thai
the housewife will he inclined to re-
gret, ore duo to its power of taking np
water wherever tho two ineot. There
are incurably damp walla because the
mortar contains salt. Boot and cloth-
ing can never be properly dried after
they IIOTO been soaked with aca water,
aud the talilo salt is never iu good
order during damp weather unless it Is
Mdricd every day iu tho ovou. More*
orer, tlio salt used ns antiseptic acts
partly by abstracting moisture from tbe
incnt, and as tho moisture is not pure
water, but a solution of various salts
aud food material it follows that Ball

leat is nevor HO nourishing as fresh.
In n diet of salt meat it fa generally

allowed that it is not tho exaes3 of com-
mon salt thnt is oalloil chiefly injurious,
nit the deprivation of other matters

that aro taken from tho meal and that
are supplied again in kmou or reget-

i. An excess of suit is no doubt
bad, becatuo of another effect produoed
by tlio lovo of salt for water; it is provo-
cativo of thirst, and nn excowiva amonnt
of oren tha tno&t harmless liquids t}oo3
make up for it, while many popular
liquids are not perfectly harmjocs.
Quadrupeds are found to thrive hotter
on moist food than on dry food nnd
