THE MORRIN CANAL.

DECADENCE OF THF OLD ROUTE—THE GLURY
OF FORMER DAYS—WOLK OF THE
PAST SEARON,

A quarter of o century ago, says the
Newark Saaday Call, 4 large amount of
freighting was done oy the Morriseanal,
und the eaptaing of bosts Inid by u sang
sums of woney every yoar, Not nfew of
these purehased small farms or houscs.
Bome of the boatmen had so wuch saved
when the ruiivoad begsn to do most of
the carrying trade that they went to
cansly in other Btales and built or pur-
clused boats of theirown. They could
aufy leage o bont for  seasan, or ruM it
ou percentage, v the Morris canal, for
the Morris Caual Company own nnd
control ulmost all the boats, On the
Erie conal in Now York State, and on
cipals in other Btates, tho boats are
owned by the mplumq or by rieh men
or firms.  Thai is one resson why the
buatson those canals are kept in better
condition than she 8inmese-twin mon-
strosilics soen on the Morris canal, But
the principal reason i that ov the Erie
and other canals » nuwber of the boats
ate built to carry grain, fruit, lour and
ober clean goods, including Jonds of
furniture aud riel earpets. 'Lhe eabins
and kitebens on thess honts are ns neat
and a8 cowfortable, oithongh not as
lurge, as yooms in wauy sull cottnges,
Aud the wife of the captain nnd hex
clildren were olean and wore men,
elothee,

Thirty years ago the hoatmen on the
Morris conal managed (o live in a com-
tortable way on their boats, They not
anly cartied full cargoes of eonl down
{rom Poxrt Delaware o Jersey City, bt
also enrried eavgoes of brick, lime, lum-
ber, blneksmiths’ coal, grocories and
other clean goods up on nearly every
trip. Therefore they Lad freight profits
on ike round trip apd made money.
Duting the winter months the men did
0o work, except they owned saloons or
stores in tlown, for the profits of the sea-
son were ample for the maintenance of
their families until tho canul opened.
Even upto ten years ngo, whon five
times 08 mach freight was carried as
there is now, the eanalers who were in-
dustrious and economical did not have
muoh to complain sbout,

At preseut the boatmen Luve protty
hard lines, for the railroads are now
doiug ubout ali the camying outside of
coal, A few years henes oven the eonl
trafllo will be absorbed by tho railroad

and fall of feet from Jersey City to Dela-
ware niveris 1,674 feet. The Lehigh
Villey Kaitroad Company are the les
sees of the eanal.

On April 13 Jast the firat boat passed
up the inelined plave in this city to get
coal at Port Delaware after the canal
was open, It was bout No, 638, Captain
Bteele, who brought the lnst load of the
scasou down on December 16 When
the caunl war closed for the present sea-
son all tho boats wero ab their desting:
tion, and some captains laid up st vil-
lages so that they wny live unmolested
in thoboats until pext Hprivg. Thero
are only about 400 bonle on the canal
now, ail but five of which are owned by
the Caunl Company, Each bout earties
on an aserage seveuly-five gross tons of
conl, and nenrly oue-third of all the coal
iy unfonded in or near Newark. It is
estimated {hat this season about 5,000
tons were freighled np from this city,
Ten years ago five unes that amount of
freight was sent up (lio canal frows bere,
About 800 mules and horses are cm-
‘plmcd on the cans), and the boats are
Neased 10 the boutmen by the canal com-
pany, who keep back 10 per cent, of the
freight money osn gusrantee that the
hoatmey will rua to the close of the sea-
sou, If they fail to do it they forfeit tho
10 percent.  Each lesseo hes to furnish
the mules, driver and food forcabin and
mules, the canal company piving only
the boats and tolls, The cottpauy runs
five line boate only. The coplain gets
so mueh a month, ont of whichhe pays
his belper and all other expenses. It is
a remarkable season when nivetcen trips
are made, and a good one whenfourteen
are mnde, eacli ronnd trip tokivg up
{welve duys, The boats, whick are built
ul Port Delaware, on the Deluware river,
cost from 8800 to 81,000 each, At the

ighing scale at Washington each
empty boat is weighed on the trip up,
and also on the trip down with coal.
Then the captain gets a certificate, which
the consiguee at Newnrk, Jersey City or
New York wust sign before the captain
cnn get bis freight money at the com-
pany's office. The eanal is 103 wiles in
length from JFersey city to Port Dela-
wate, and there isa section tevder aud
u foremon with ¢ men and @ scow on
eneh seetion (o repair the banks, The
company employs abont 200 men on the
canal at wages.

Oceasionally o enptain gets & chanco of
taking on cither lnmber, brick, Nme,
pig iron or manure to somo place aliove
Newark, and he is euvied by all the
other canalers becausc Damo Forfune
has smiled upon him. Becanse of thia
fnlling off in business some of the boat-
men snd their families live in their bosts
during the winter—not because they
liketo do €0, And nearly all of these
have to procure employment of some
kind to support their families until
igstion opens, An men
who cannot give & guarauteo flnds it
bard to get credit at grocerien whersin
old' times the boatmen were trusted untit
they made their first or second trips
down. Grocer in thoes days grew rich
and fab on the patrotisge of the bost-
men, and those bard-working men were
uob aneered at as ** canalors.” They
were men necustomed to hard knooks,
but o veteran grocer mid to a Call ve-
porter last week that they were good
wmen (o give goods to on *‘tick,” for
they generally paid up on time, Butat
presept the bard work of the boatman
pana out such a small proflt at the close
of the season that Lo and the wife ofien
seok employment until spring.

‘“Times win't what they was thirty
aw’ more year ago,” an old boatman
said, “ for the railroads are fast ruining
the canal, ILit wasn's for the company's
ool the saual would Lave beew closed
long sgo. We get from fifty to sixty
centa  tou for carrying s ecargo of cosl
from Port Delawate to Jersey City or
Now York, Atan average of sevenly-
fivo to the load the boatman would re-
ceive, if paid the highest figute for
freight, only 845, Seldom does hie carry
aload back, and the §45 is all ho gets
for the twelve days making the roond
trip. Ouot of that be paysan assistant,
feods him and also the Lorses and keeps
Lorness in ropair, Tt won't bo long be-
fore the old wewer will bo closed for
8ood, in my opition, for eoal will yot be
carricd by rafl much ebenper than by
the slow boats of o canal,

The construction of the Morris canal
wis commenced in Jaly, 1825, was con-

pleted from the Delawaro tiver to New-
ark in August, 1831, and was extended
to Jersey City in 1836, The Greenwood
Take dsm and Pompton feoder were con-
strueted in 1836, and the included plane
and the Jift-locks were enlarged in 1841
The original width of tho canal at the
bottom was 20 feet, the water line at the
top was 31 feet, and the depth of water
wis & feet. Tho firat boat carried ouly
18 gross tons of coal. In 1844 the cansl
was sold by order of the Court of Chan-
cery by virtue of the * Datch"” mori-
gege, and the new PANY was organ-

The jackets they carried were of thick
woolen gools, They were wadded, lined
with alpacs, snd bad the fnished ap-
pearance of & garment made by an adept.
The sewing machive did most of tho
siraight work, but the buttonholes,
putting in the lining, and other work
bad to be dosie by band. Ths seams
had been pressed, the threads picked off,
and the germents were meatly folded
azd all ready to be sold,  Wages for the
waking of nnderwesr, aud, indeed, for
gentlemen’s entire apparel, have dropped
considerably during the last foy Years,
The pay of the gitls who make up all
the smaller articles, ench as gloves and
neckties, does not average more than #5
a week, Many have to be contented
with less, and 80 is considered good pay
now-a-days, Most of the work is done
by piece. Men's drawers are mads com-
plete for 50 cents & dozen paim, For
the hickory shirts that laboring men
wear, made out of stout striped blue, 65
cents a dozen is paid. Ovenulls are
made complete for 50 cenls & dozen,
Striped calico and white shirts are made
for 65 cents a dozen. The forewoman
fixes the prices and sces that the wark
ig satisfaotorily done. I it is not good
it is ot puid for. Forewomen's wages
vary from 815 to $20 & week. A button
counter gela 89 o wock duriog the busy
season and 86 during slack time, When
the new shirts come from the laundey,
she counte the buttons to see that none
are missing, folds the shirts and puts
them in the boxes. There is & general
rule in factories that those who work
there are fined for Leing late, 5 cents it
they eara $5 o week snd 10 centsif they
earn 810.
