: Government has always
offered » premium upoo farming. Our
pnblic UtuU were sold at high figures
tilt tho public debt Wfta paid. After tbat
means were continually used to extend
tbe public domniu until a protest came
out eluiminf! tbut a premium w i being
pot upoo farming to the injury of other
interests, Tbo Government to tbia d»j

for a payment of from
$40 to WO. Is not this a premium upon
fanning ? upon immigration ? We of-
fered free land grants to our soldiers of
tbe Mexican and Indian ware. We gave
them nothing bnt Und; the land that
oott the Nation $88,000,000. So the
Nation took tbe direction of agriculture
into its own hands. It did not leave it
to cbitucti free-trade ideas. The drift-
ing policy has resulted in the ikmuling
o! tbe forests, tbo disappearance of val-
uable woods, and tue caiK&qaeat desola-
tion of various district*. Protection has
fostered and is building the National
Agricultural Bureau, wbieb will event-
ually become a very important factor in
this eoantry'B history with its schooia,
laboratories, and its studies, of ncvlitna-
tiEation. There is no snob aid for tbe
manufacturer. Tbe idea is to make
agricultural education attractive ; to in-
fuse wientific principles into it and
check tbe flew from tbo country to the
towns,

aomn parts of it are. Sugar raising, for
instance, without tlm turitT would bo a
losing busiuess. From tho climate of
Louisiana, wuicb is colder tlmn tbut of
tbc West Indies, it is in need of protcc
ticn. and, yet this matter of tbc tatift on
sugar has provoked tbo hottest of tight P.
Its repeal, however, bos boon success-
fully resisted and yet to-day we import
eleven times an much sugar as we raiie.
Bice promises never to come np to tbe
demand aft it did before tbc war. Grow
ing it ia it, difficult and costly businesi
and can be maintained ouly by protec-
tion. Protection mukesour cotton trade

jtbo important fncior in our wealth,
Before tbo Involution but little was done
in tbis business. Indigo was the South'!
product, but after indigo wns crashed
out of the Houtli by Britain's introduc-
tion of tbe culture into India, attention
