0 enlighten mankind, and though Eug>
ishtntn know tho adoption of this priu-

ciple will leave England a commercial
ruin, they advocate it all tbe same. Con-
fldiDgly beautiful as all tLis is. I am
jbligcd to dispel it. Tlie fl»t report of
;he Boyal Commissioa appointed to in-

lire into the depression of trado and
industry has just reached me. It is a
volume of about 250 pages, and contaioa
tbe answers to a circular nddrea<rcd to
obnmberi of commerce in tbe United
Kingdom. The replies of those com-
mercial and industrial associations indi-
cate a unanimity of opinina that tbe
terrible condition of affairs in tbe United
Kingdom have been brought about by
Foreign tariffs, on the one hand; and free
imports on the other.
