Oa cross-cxamination thu docter said &
chil? might be born without bresthicg for &
fitllo time.

Dr. A. A Lewis, of Morristown, sworn :
The hydrostatic test determines only the
fact of n child having breathed, int doess
not determine lifo. No physician can pre-
tend to say from this test when resplmtion
took place. He ulso showed how stran-
gulation might occur by sccident. The re-
muit of even a few garpa for breath would
oanse the Tungs to float,
