ELECTRO-PLATED FLOWERS.

A Now Process fur tho Frop
Organic Matter for Metsll

Aniong the most recent offorts in this
diveclion, say tho Scleatifie American, may
o mientioned the hnprovements in the
preparation of arganie matter for metalli
zution by galva eposit recently intro-
duced by La Noc wanyme de Metallination
artistipue des Aninuiuz, Vegeanz, o% aufer
corps, of' Paris, whose process consists in
the cmptoyment of an albuminous tiquid,
with wiilch the different substances fu
question nre treated to prepare them for
metullizatlon, This liguid mny be thus ob-
tained: A quantity of suails or slugs are
ﬂr% washed i ol Wy water, to freo
y or cplearesis muttor;

then placed in o vessel contuining
d\nmlul water, and ave loft here suficiont
timo to give off slowly theis albuminous
mattor,

Tho albumen thus oltained is now fil-
tered snd hoiled for about an hour,  After
the boiling is wided w quuntity of distilled
water sufiicient tn repliee that lost by the
boiling, #nd about thres per oent. of
nitrate of silver. This liquid is then placed
i bottles, hermotically cloned, aud kapt
it the dark; it will thus keep without any
alteratlon. To usc this liquid for the props »
aration  of o objocts, ubout thirty
of wtin dissolycd in aboutone
