Convention met in Butlington, on June
224, 1776, and the chairman of that com.

paper, was Ruv, Jucob Greea, a Pres
byterinn ministor from Morrie. He had
able associntes in Dr, Witherspoon, Jon-
athan Dickinson Sergeant, and Jobn
Cloves Symmes, known s the discoverer
of 8ymmes’ Hole, who went from Bussex
to Ohio, and became the father-in-law
of Gen. Harrison. The committee re-
ported on the 26th, and on the 2d day
of July it was adopted, Willlam Liv-
ingston was chosen the firat Governor on
the 31at doy of Augnst.
