NEW JERSEY FISH AND GARELAWS

The Passaic Connty (N. J.) Fish and
Game Protective Association have re
cently issued the following abatract af
the Fish and Gumo laws of this State:

Be it enncted by the Benate and Gen-
eral Aszembly of the Btato of New Jersey,
That any member of any eociety for the
protection of game and Hsd, organixed
usder the Isws of this State, shsll be
empowered to mako arrosta of any per-
son or persons who may be found vio-
lating any of the provisions of this act,
or infringing any of the laws of this
State made for the protection of game
and fleh, and bring them before the
magistrate for examination.—Pamphlet
