Wi, Pierson, sob of the above, testified to
taking the ballot box te the polls.

Richard T Bowman tostified thet he was
eallnd to biolp organize the Bosed. Ho woted
saamoderator sud those preseat voled simost
unsoimoutly to hold mu election, suil elected
cers, Iie repeuted what he could remer-
her of the oath to Urr, who repeated it to Mr.
Tatten. He couldn't rememler whether Orr
receatad all of it afler him.

Thia completed the evidencs for the plalu-
tifi' on the Walout Grove election, aud conu-
sel asked to bave thusboxopened.
