In ono phu» a big hickory, the'
tougbost of trees, would be twisted square off
at the bottom. I s an open plow ol eround
tbeitumpofablgapple ti«e—which would1

not have offered much resistance to an ordin-
ary wind, for it w u not more thw two feet
hlga—wu torn out by the roots. Xtwsjatt t
tbe wind had gone down Into the vary ground
ami bored It out. In other, places dusters of
large trees, from one to two test hi diameter,
would be either tarn up or broken short off,
and whirled around till no tiro of them would
(all la the tamo direction, In one spot a dus-
ter of flvii great chestnut trees, euJb about a
foot and a half In dlAmoter.had fallen toward
tbs south, from which direction the storm
come, bat this was the only lnatenw of any
regularity in tbe pmtedlngs. At another
point seven big chestsub trees in •'circular
group were twirled off at a height of from
Bfteon to twenty l » t from the ground, as it1
