Them la no subject of more
vital Importance to any community UJan tbe
question of sewerage, and in tufa town it*
Importance is etill further increased by the
fact that the porous uatnro of our soil Iu the
hminesB portion of tbe town permits all kli
of Impurities, even the cootunU of vaults, to

lt«r Into our water sources aud poison them,
r for lack of dminage exbata ipuos data:!-
lental to tbe public health. A system

towcrage la vitally essential, and with oui
elegant water supply could be nude vi
effective for the promotion of public con-
venience aad health. To begin such a system
a better opportunity bas never been afforded,
and onoo begun it would wteud to all the
populous part* of the towu,

ia bin own behalf BLruud admitted that he

bad drank some before going to Uie festival,
but waa not Intoxicated or disorderly. He
said be did not remember ever having used an
oath In life, but admitted tbat he was angry
and offered to, sweep tbe road up with Mr.
