Haxlag been made for some mtrothi an ob-
ject of tiublio dlMsuealonand sucpicion because
of my connection with the office of Collector
of Boudolph township, and having made a
full and complete statement of all my 0nan-

Tbe first Intimation I had of charges against
my official conduct woa about tbe time of tbe
township election, when I board that It
rumored about tbat I had marked as paid tlie
taxea of men, in order to obtain tbefa- vote*.

at once offered to l»y a reward of $50 ft
evidence of such a case, and the rumors toon
died out.

After I bad a c c e p t tlia nomination of the
Republicans for Mayor of the town of Dover,
much against ray personal Inclination*, tbe
air became thick with rumors to the effect
that my ncoouoU were not utralgbt, followed
with published statement* of flguros, so placed
as to create the impression that there
discrepancies that needed accounting for.
Some of these were apparent discrepancies
between the amount of taxes returned aa tin-
collected, and thB tobaU of tbe taxes ot delin-
quents as publlBhod,due to the fact that otter
settlement wltli tbe Township Committee,
taxes would be paid to t ie last moment before
the publication of tbe delinquent list, and
such being removed from the llit, would re-
duce the amount sUted as delinquent to tbe
committee at the time ot MUtetnent. la the
but number of the Index published before the
charter election Mr. Cb&s. E. Clark published
a communication asking what bad become of
certain sum*, aggregating t3,34^68, to which
I replied In an extra showing that I had then
a balance In hand ot (0,013.80, or more than
the amount bo bad inquired for.

A. statement ot on examination of my ac
aunts, made before my nomination for Uayoi
• before I was thought of for that oflloe, was

mailed by Mr. John Downing, Chairman of
the Township Committee, in time to be pub-
lished In the Index of tho week before elec-
tion, but did not appear, although Mr. Clark's
letter and articles attacking me were freely
publlaued.

In tbe Interest* of UIB Hepublican perty,
whose candidate I was, Mr. Clark was asked
to desist In but attacks till after the election,
being assured tbat if I was wrong in my ac-
counts my disgrace M Mayor would be worse
than that of a private ciUeen. Butherefused
to do BO and hli attacks were contained in a
circular Issued even on thB morning of tba
election, which were peddled around tbe
streets by those who wished to compass tbe
defeat *of tbo Republican .party through at-
tacks au. me, lu which,-they made «. most
lamentable failure, thanks to tbe people who

tot believe me guilty of wrong until
convicted.

Following the charter election appeared
other articles, charging me with discrepancies
In accounts, without giving me credit tor tbe
delinquent taxes released, and In some" cases
not even for the road moneys paid to the cor-
poration, every advantage being taken '
make it appear that I was short in my ao-
counts. FronTUiew •tatementa rumors grew
and floated about the ocmimiuilty ta my dis-
credit, and In varloui quarter* I was variously
rated as being a defaulter In sums ranging ai

And •Vthlngi went on until there came a
meeting of & committee ot dtiMM to audit
my accounts, and for the fairness ftbown by
inoat cf the matntan of this committee I wish
to render my aoknawledguieaii. But the per-
secution did not cease, and of tbli wry
Ing WflB published » yJwHotlT* statement
which, In order to m a n tilings oa dark a*
possible against me, gave tbe untruUifal Im-
plication that rajoelf and a frlsnd wen at ons
point in the imneedlnga engogsd In tf*rohing
through an old box tor mladiw oath I "At this
meatfag the question of employing expert* to
examine awl audit my acooanta came up, and
as none present showed adltpodUon to detny
any part of the expenses, I toll them to em-
ploy experts and that I would pay all expanses
above the snm of (3 per day—the amount al-
lowed Uie townaulp oommltteemen for ttalr
work. No one has since oome to,my old
aaanclaliy, but I have paid tbe entire expense
ot experts myself rather than rest under any'
Imputations placed upon my character.

As a result at the deliberations ot tin com-
mittee two experts were appointed—Messn.
Hinohman and Scarlng-aud I placed In their
hands without reserve all my books of account
M collector.

Much of the - work I was
called upon to prove, was not my own, a&d I
wna In no way responsible for It. - After the
work hod proceeded for a time under tbe
perte appointed by tbe Cltlrau1 Committee,
It was found that one of them oould not longer
lie spared from his other duties, and it wai
recommended by the dUcens' committee that
tbe matter be taken up and concluded by tbe
township committee and collector." Deter-
mined that tbo examination should be com-
plete and thorough, I then employed Mr. F.
O. WIIBOD, an expert accountant, who h*»
been working in caunectiou wttb. tha commit-
tee, and together they bave made a complete
showing of my every financial oet aa township
collector, from tbe time I took tbe office in
March, 1887, to Oct. Qth, 1801, which showing
Is now published for every dtliea to read and
consider. The township committee and ex-
perts, when tbe work was completed, ex-
pressed their willingness to testify tbat they
bad not found In my books a KbigleintlmaUbn
ot unfair or crooked work.

The report, aa published, shows that
every year I have collected and accounted not
only for the full amounts of oil tbe levin, but
for a consIderablB proportion ot the per cent-
age assessed for the covering of .losses,
that, Instead of being dishonest, I believe the

Af tor baring tarrendered my accounts, as I
offered from the flnt, and without
tlon, for tbe inspection of experts, I have been
Eurpriwd at tho perslitance and suspicion ol
few wbo bave pursued me.

Even now, after I have' exhibited mj every
account, from the Terjr ' beginning, my
enemies o n emdeavorlDg to show the appar-
ent dlscrepacdea between the Hit ot delin-
quents claimed when settlement was made
with t ie township committee, and the Hit as
published, ignoring thesums collected between
the time of settlement and time of publii
tlon, all ot which have been fully accounted
for. .

I am also charged with some sort ot wrong
doing becauseof the fact that I have not rooted
up Uie list ot delinquent taxes published. Col-
lectors McCncken, Allan and other prede-
cceaors never looted up the lists of such
delinquents, and by referring to tbe published
statements I find Oat It bat not been the
custom ot tha Collectors of Rockaway, Itax-
bury and other townships of the county to da
so. I have but followed the custom In my
own and other townships of the county, and
yet I find myself branded with wrong doing
for not Inaugurating some new methods of
transacting business tbat bare not suggested
Uiemselvea to any oneebe engaged In tbe same
work. BaRted la tbelf attempt, to prove
something wrong In what I hare done, they
turn In their disappointment to consider If
there h u not been something wrong In what I
bare not dona. I submit to tbe honest, candid
people of Rudolph township if this b either
courteous or fair.

_I desire at this time to place on record my
sincere tbanki to those who proved my friends
during this ordeal .through which I have
tossed—to my bend-men, who gave no sign

that thoy had lost any oaufLdeocti la me, and
io the many who refused to believe me guilty
until an Inspection of my account* lhaired
dearly that I had wronged the people who bad

reposed trust la me. . '
In conclusion I desire to submit the follow-

ing : From UIB outset I have Indulged In ao
recriminations against even those whom I
believed wore pursuing me raercilesar/ aad
needlessly, but bave maintained Btloaoe ta th*
knowledge that Uis outcome would assert my
bonestyofpurpoeeandact.

The aroount so pub-
lished bean the endorsement of the township
committee.who^UiougUttemftiorityaxenot
of my political belief, have from Ibo outset
given a great deal or attention to tbe work,
and 1 believe bars been jovaroad only by a
deairo to do exact justloa as between me and
tbo people they represent, without regard to
political or personal coudderationa.
