Or. Brintoo contributes an explanation
which makes Pompton to mean " crooked
mouthed," but he concedes It to ba unsatis-
factory. Barber, of. the Historical Collec-
tions, gives the name tbe same meaning and
explains that It « probably refer* to tfce man-
ner in which the BJagwood and Eamapo
rivers pass down to discharge themselves In
tbe Pompton river near this place." This
meaning evidently ta reached by ooaitraoUaf
ths name from FLU (or rum), crooked, and
TO.*, mouth-the prefix being derived from
PmocBRUKfl, which means twbtod or turned.
Tola explanation is tbe one which will prota-
bly receive most credence, but still another is
suggested for consideration with the rest The
name Fompton or Pomptoog- was borne by a
community of Indiana who dwelt In tho vicin-
age, Theybelonged to a clan of tbe Mlnd-
Lenapes called tbe WAPINO or OFONo and the
nameFomptaaoc Fomptong may b« a cor*
uptlon of tbe Utter word. The prefix WAP

(f W O ) s east, andp
or OP (from WAPAN or OPAK) ,
the term OPONG would mean at, la, on, out of
or pertaining to the east. Applied to a local-
ity It would signify too "eastern country or
region"; applied to Its population It would
mean "tbe dwellers ID the east or tha eastern
people," and OPONQ would be used by tbe
NAUATACOMB of our highland region In speak-
ing of tho clan who Inhabited tba region be-
tween them and t ie ocean and of thli dan tiie
occupants of the Pompton plain were a part.
It is Interesting to note that some ot then
Indians of Pompton or Pomptoag were among
tbe S51 Leunl-Lenapei who wen baptised at
iherwiultof the Drat twenty years of rellg-
tOAis teaching amongst feats, As I bar* said,
I urn by no meanB assured that any one of tba
above Is the trot explanation of tbe name
Fompton, Their publloaUon here it allowad
only in the hope that It may stimulate Inves-

DEATH OF JOHN LAWLESS.
About three o'clock but Sunday afternoon

tbe people of Stanhope wen surprised to hear
of t ie death of Mr. John UwleH. an old and
respected resident of thatplace, Fortbapast
dx years Mr, lawless had bean suffering
from Bright'! disease, and at rarious times
has been compelled fat take to bis bed. Mr.
Lawless wu a CatfaoUo and on the 15th of
August last after oomtnz from church he
complained of feeling uc well aod went to lied, .
U» did not sot foot on ground again from
that time until be died. Death was a relief '
to him for In tbe past few weeks he has suf-
fered untold agonies. His death has been
expected for some time, but at the tame time,
It was BUddotL On Sunday morning be seemed" ~*
as well as be bad been for some time and some
of the members of tha family attended early
maw. About nine o'clock he grew suddenly
worse and Father Bndy and tba family were
ftimmoned. Father Brady administered tiie
hurt sacraments of tbe Cbathollo churcft, Im-
mediately after which Mr. Lawless lapsed Into
tmoonsdoumess. He died at three o'clock
without regaining consciousness.

Vr. Lawless was born in tbe city of Ell-
keaoy, Ireland, on tbe fourth of June, 1818. *'
He emigrated to thU country at the age of
thirty-two, landing In New York ou tha 4tV
of Jforember, 1850. He worked at hts trade,
as cooper, in Hew York, for three years.
From thara he went to Chwter, where he
opened a cooper shop of bti own. He stayed
In Chester two yean and then reraovMHo
Marrbtown where he became extensively en-'
gaged Io the lumber and wood business. He
bought up larga tract* of wood land and' '
employed about 7) or SO men to cut the tlm-'
bur and haul ft to tbs railroad*. In 1800 he
owned numerous tlmbor tracts In Morris,
flusaex, Warren and Bomerset counties and
bis business compelled him to more from
Morrtstown to Btanhopa where ha ran a large '
hoop pole yard In connection with his other
business. In 1670 hs moved to Andover,
Susses: county, where be was Interested In
getting out ties for different railroads. Blnca *
