TUe f armwrs raised
souls corn, butdopended entirely upon rye aa
their chief staple, and If thin crap failed to
any «xteut there woa great distress in the
community. On each form i t was necessary
to have a piece of low meadow for fodder, as
upland grasses were theu unknown. Shoe-
makers would then travel about tbe country,

isJdng on annual vls't at each house, and
tould make one pair of shoes for each family.

A single pair of shoes was calculated to laat
the wearer one year and It lie or she were so
Imprudent as to wear them out before that
time, no alternative was left but to go tiare-
footed until ths shoemaker came round again.
Apprentice boys wore leather breeches, and
when the stipulated time of apprenticeship of
one would expire his matter would supply
him with what was called a " freedom suit,'
made of hoiueajiun. Carriages werethequn
known here, and the people, ladies and all,
would go to church on hofteback, or else walk.
