City Baturday, and multed In the dMth of
Edward Oolcman, of that city Jfondsr.- The
boy, a bright lad olfl yearn was bitten by •
wrTIHl*:*j«lun#;ing to a t)ei{ul>ur"iiu- -
SSdUat. Tbs dog bit Edward about (he bead
and ftce In the most horrible tn&nnsr. The
boy was rescued and carried to a physician.
Ten sLItcbea were required for tbe wound Ia
tbe face, As it was not believed tbe doo; wag
mad, tbe wounds were not cauterised. The
reason for tbls was tbat a day before tha
terrier hid »uttered amputation of his tail,
and it was thought tbe pain from tbe opera-
tion bad! mad? him vicious, to that **ih«a the
boy called to him the animal was excited.
Tbe dog It was afterward found, bad bitten a
cat and two cblckenB, all of them dying since
from tho affects. Tbt dog wti at once killed
to prevent auy further possible trouble.

The case wa* watched wltb close Interest.
Whon tbe boy a few days ago began to show
jrniof nsrvous affection, bis parent* «t once
included to take him to tbe Fasteur Iastl-
ite In New York city. Whin Kdwsrd was

jresented to Dr. Gitiier, in charge, of the
Institute, an experiment wai made by offer-
ing tbt boy some water to drink. A slight
spasm of the throat wu apparent, and on
repeating tbe experiment tbe patleat showed
pitlnly tne signs of hydrophobia. Or.Qibier
at once decided that then was no doubt of
tbe oase, and also that the virus bad becune

firmly sealed In tbe system that Inocula-
tion would be of no avail, He advised, It Is
said, only a simple treatment to quiet the
patient aad fortify him as much aa nocslble
against the poison. The dlagnoeii troved cor-
rect, and tbe boy died at bli home Monday
with ill ths symptoms, ot hydrophobia.

One of the Interesting points of tbe case Is
tbat Edward had never heard of hydropho-
bia, and could not faavs apprehended the
dreadful results. His imagination was not
therefore affected and tbe case Is purely an
Instance of the aotlvetoreeof the rabies virus.
