Few public men hare evor occupied the
place that' James 0 . Blilne hai for many
years filled In the' hearU of the American
people. Henry Clay Is moat often oompared
to him and there are many strong points of
raembhuico. GtartndBlBiinbatbpoBtuaed
la a marked degree those-qualities of Attmo-j
Uon, of sympathetic Intuition which are now
fittingly described as personal iniRnetlsiu.
I t Is said that Ur . Blatnsrarely forgot a face,
or tbe nama that Iieloiiged to It. He had the
faculty ot making those with whom he came
In contact believe that be took the strongest
ind most direct personal Interest In them. I t

was Mid of him that lie could decline, a
request for a favor In. such a way as ta make
a friend by an act wblcb would h&ye made

tny for most men, Hta conversational
i were necessarily, from what has been

sold, of a high order. Sis fund of Informa-
trhile not as thorough or as accurate as
doubt would have litied, owing to his

lack ot early advantages, was most extensive
and there were few subject* on which ho
could not converse entertainingly, As ft man
ot buslrjeti, he was remarkably sucoetsfnl
and his judgment respecting Investment" wan
almost Infallible.. This capacity in tbla direc-
tion gars great nclglit to many of his ideas
and suggestions respecting tbo com
policy of the country. .

Mr. Blalne-s portion was uulque. By'blsj
1 rlandi and admirers he was esteemed a man
ot stern Integrity, a statesman ot rsr-soelng,
irophettd vision, an orator of matohleai elo-

quence, a leader without fear and without
reproach. His enemies, and he htd many,
both political and personal, called him crafty,
unscrupulous and corrupt In money matters,
a schemlog politician with no element* of
greatness, an orator who dealt in words and
phrases only, a leader wbo waa for himself
flrat and always. I t la probable tbat be was
by no means without faults and certain that
ho bad many qualities ot greatness; la other]
words that the truth lies (omswhere between
the lavish enoonluras of bin friend* and thi
bitter characterlntian of his enemies. On
-ho knew blm well said in 1531:
"Mr . Blaine With those who kaow him it

tlie most popular of men. The, charm of his
manner Is beyond expression, and nobody
cornea wltbln tha circle of his presence who Is
not overcome with ble fascinations. With
his great brilliancy ba has that exquisite ehovr
