Tho Dew Tariff will cause ft readjustment

ofprloM InmanydBpartmeQta of trade, and
usually aa it tends to lower them It will tend
alto to lower wage, with tbe result that
laborers will be dissatisfied and rebellious.
Even if they can buy tba same amount of
goodai with the leas, money, they will be no
better content. They are afraid of the pre-
cedent ̂ flowering the scale of wages ; but
Ii Amerloaa manufacturers find that they
cannot compete with their foreign competi-
tors without such a reduction, of course It
will have to come, and the, operatives will
bave to aocepfc It. Tba laborers themselves
will rccognlee Its necpsaity, though only after
stroDg resistance to I t Obviously, If goods
hitherto produced ID tbu> country can be Im-
ported at less cost, the cost or their bomo
producUon muat be decreased, and generally
by the reduction of the price of labor.

Moreover, the "disturbance in.the labor
market caused by tfala Tariff will he tbe more
unfortunate because of tbe Inequality of tbe
Protection afforded by so un Democratic a
measure.
