The
bundles are.delfverod from the wagons to the
feeder's table on the machine. The stalks a n
fed to the maculae which snaps off tho ean
and then bmks them. Tha stalks nre crushed.
and then passed to the shredding head or
cutting head. The machine can be furnished
with either the shredding head or cutting
besul, though shredding seems to be preferred
by mott persons, as then there are no sharp
edges to cut the mouths of live stock, and
shreddedfoddercanbebaudled-wlth a pitch
