The Jersey Dutch Ancestry of
Qurret A. Hobart.

Under ordtnary clrcumttancoB tbo wyrdt of
tho convention to which we have referred
mean nothing more than that tlio aiau of
whom they speak Is a ruldent, or at most a
native, of the designated State. Ia the proa
ont Instance they mean a great deal more,
Mr. Hobart ia incut emphatically "of New
Jeriey," tbe product of tbe noclat and moral
and educational forcea of tbe State. A
Jerwyinan by birth, alwoyi residing In bis
native But*, tbe foundation* ot his oduca-
Uon wore laid In the public sobooli under its
funwrlnK care; He grew to inanbood envi-
roned with the BOGIBI customs aud thought of
the old Dutch hmilicH ot Monmouth County.
Ho graduated from Rutgers College, at New
Brunswick, which his forofathers founded;
tbeBtats Collpgo, of which lie Is at present
one of tbe trustees, and which has recently
conferred upon bltn tbe degree of LUD, He
learned tbe myiterlea of New Jersey law at
I'atenoa, under the guidance of the Hon.
Bocratoi Turtle, who for mxny yoiro was one
of the ton inost attorney* of tho Bar of New
Jeney. He bas been drilled in parliamentary
tactics In tbQ New Jsrtey Legislature, whare
as Hjieatior of the lower Home and as Fieul-
dent of the Senate, he dignified the position
he occupied and won tbe esteem of thmaoter
whose oYllberatloni) be presided, Democratn
and Republicans vielng to do bim honor. In
tho fullBBt, broadest ienw Osrret A. Hobart
(« of NFW Jcrxey,

Hut this lu not all. Mr. Hot im \» tho de-
fcendant of ancestors who, for gensrattous
reaching baok to the early settlement of Bast
Jersey, bato been Identified with ibedevelop-
ment and prosparity, and have contributed
largely to the growth and good name of tbe
State. Mr, Hobarl'e father, Addleon W.
Hobart, wai a New England Yankee, who,
early In life, came to Monmouth County, N.
J,, as a school teacher. He subsequently ©*•
tabtlihed a goneral mercantile LUBIUBBS at
Mart borough, a iiusll hamlet about four
mllea north of tbe village of Freehold, whera
he lived until bis ileath, esteemed ind re-
tpected by his neighbors, a man of influence
in the community, a staunch Democrat the
greater part of hlillfe, an elder In (be Re-
formed church bnuwii aB the "Old Brlch
Church," tha fourth church of ths Reformed
faith organised in the Stale; and a delegate
in 18*1 to the General Synod of tiu Rotormed
Church In America in aeislon at Brand Hap-
Ids, Michigan, Mr. HoLart'n tnuther was
Bophla Van Derveer, a woman of mmy oa-

iable qualities of deposition and character,
ruling tor household with patient tenderness
and prayerfully endeavoring to train her
family la the fear of tha Lord. For several
years provlouB to her death, which occurred
in 1681, Bhe was au active member of tho
Woman's Christian Temperance Union of
Monmouth County, and dlod lamented not
iuly In her home, but by a very largo circle
if acquaintance* and friends;.

Itia through hit mother, a Van Oorveer,
that Mr. Hobart is identified with tbe old
Dutch families of New Jersey. The Van
Derveers of Holland have beld the rank of
count* of tho Uatarian Republic for tbe l u t
four centuries, but tha Van Derveera ot
America have esteemed It tbe highest honor
ta bold tbe rank of citlsens of the United
BUtee, and have ever betn too democratic in

Ion and Mitlmant to seek to establish
ktoihlp with the titled aristocracy of. the
Fatherland. In tracing Mr. Hoborb'a Dutch
pedigree we are carried back to tbe Urat Van
Derveer that stepped upon American sol),
and find lilt ancestry almoet entirely among
the sturdy yeomanry whom labor, hu made
New Jersey tba Garden State.

CornelU Janie Von Derveer, the flrrt to
boir tbe name In America, emigrated early
I i i . lO from Alkmaar, of North Holland, ii
tbe ship "Glided Otter," and brought with
blm sufBolent money to purciuue a farm In
tbo town of Flatliush, Kings County, N. Y.
Through ths good will of bis neighbors, he
was niiglitrato of tlie town In 10TS-8O, and
his name appears in ths patent granted the
Inhabitant* of FlatbUBU by QoV. Thomu
DoDgon In 1085, He married Tryntte De-
HoodeTUle, a daughter of QllesDe Maude •
vlllo and Elsie Hendrlcks, the. onoeitore of
theMandevllle families of Pompton, H. J.

Domtnlcus Van Derveer, the third child,
but second son of Cornells Janie Van Der-
veer aod Tryntlo Defctuderlllfli wu born at
Flatbmh la 1070, wad there redded until lili
death In 1765, having Berved tho Common-
wealth M Bberllf In 1T30. He married Maria
Margaret Von Orteck, or Noortlyck, a young
woman from Holland, ot whom there Is no
fuller information than that the waa tbo
mother of six BOOS and four daughters.

Tunis Vao.Derveor, the fint-bcrn ol Do
mlntcus Van pervetr and Uarla, hla wife,
waa bom about 170*. Early linlfe holefttho
Flstbiub homestead and settled lnMoDtnoutb
County on landi still in possession of tho Van
Derveers, about midway between Marlbor-
oujth and Freehold, He wu an honest, in-
duitrioaB,'frugal farmer, moh as have ever
been the glory and the'strength of the Com-
monwealth. His wife was Alhla Bchencb, a
granddaughter of ftoolot Htrteiun Uchenck
and Neeltja Gerretae Von Couwrnhoven, and
a daughter of Garret R. Bchenok and Neellie
Voorhlee.

The Schenck family clattna a remote an-
tiquity, tracing vita descent through the
Barons ot Tautenberg to-A. D. 330, and is
said to have derived Its name from Edgar
DeBcbencken, chief butler to Cbarlea-sjnt,
Emperor of .Germany and France, who about
703 granted to Edgar a title of nobility and
assigned him a coat-of-armi. fit this as it

, Rorlel Uartenbe Bchenck, of Does-
bergb, Provlnoa of Gcllderhind. Holland,
came to America in 11)50 and purchased a
farm, on witch be rtsldod the rest of hie life,
at Flatlands, L. I. He WOB Bereml limes
Jnnticeof tl}B Fetes, also Beuepsn or
and. was appointed by Governor I<otsler Cap-
tain of .the KlnjB County cavalry; N«ltja
GorretM Van Couwenboven, his wife,
gronddanghtor of Wolfert.. Gerretae Van
Couwenhoven, the progenitor of the Couwen-
hoven' or, as It IB frequently written at the
present day, the Conovor family of America.
He emigrated tn lfHO from Amenfoort, Frov'
Inceof Utrecht, Holland, with the oolontsb
who settled at lienswlaerwyck, .near' Albany,
N. Y., and substqacutly parcbased the west-
ernmost l&ndicn LcDg Itdand and Founded
the town ol Flatlands, Garret It. Bcbenck,
father of Alhle Bchanck, wife of Tunis Van
Derreer, coma to Monmouth county In KKUt
and settled In Uie region, a little beyond the
pnnn t village of Motawan, known as Pleas-
ant Valley.
