Itia maintained
by many tbat men of genius possess these
pbyrieal teteetaiagnmUr cumber than their
normal fellow beings, and the deduction Is
drawn that genius and Insanity •nd crim-
inality are all Mike evidence of neurotlcism
and general nervous degeneration,

However, thft can be Indubitably shown
i be orer-exsggerated ; still, the study nf

the lite hlatory of many great men reveala so
many oases of mental and moral abnormal-
ly that we are forced and compelled to be-

ive tbat soute men of genius, at least, over
retojttd upon tbolr intellectual or mithetlo
le, or either undeveloped or degenerate

the moral and physical aide. The poets, Ed-
gar Allen Poo and hla French analogue,
Beandelalre, and many otter acknowledged
men of gtnloB, were typical moral and physi-
cal degenerate*.
