You eannut
run a goYernrnent witbout adequate
revenues, and if the government has
its prtmlssory notes outtitanilng, pay-
ubln in aouiethlngof value, and they
nre presented for pnyrnent fnnter than
the government can secure the money
tli rough Its revenues, the aovvrument
must borrow money to make good its
promise to tbe people. "Now, common
sense snys that when tbe revenues fall
off, and the expenses continue, so thtvt
tbe government spends more than it
receives, by the amount of forty or
flfty millions of dollars a year—that
cannot continue without the govern-
ment "uolng broke" In the course of
(true. Ttie Republican doctrine is
tliatltis bolter to run the government
by having revenues coming in daily
from tho custom houses than by the
sale of bonds; but if by any accident
or blander the revenues should be ib-
lufflceflt, then we must resort to thn
issue of bonds in order to maintain tbe
government.
