Gomez, Sohor Armas tried to learn
also what Sonor Cunovas would think
about a peaceful arrrmgomtmtr of tho Cn-
ban question in tho form of a eontniofe be-
twoen tho boUlgercuts, in which Spain
should grant Independence to Cuba and
tho Cuban republic agree to pay a war in-
demnity to Spain. In last May, nnd
through nn important Spanish official, tho
Count of Cnaii Miranda, Sonor ArmnH,
while in Paris received news tliot the
prime minister of Spain was ready to hoai
him on tho sirtijcct, provided Sonor Armas
could guarantee that In caso tho Spanish
government should muko auch a proposaT
tho Cubans In anna would accept lb.

The Vlowa of P&lmu.

Scnor Armaa had then another inter-
view with Sonor Talma, and tho latter
oiTored to transmit tho proposal to tho Cu-
buu governinent and gavo his pursonal
opinion in favor of it as well as his guar-,
antee that tho Cubans in arms would bo
willing to nmko Btwh nn agreement;, but,
knowing tho Spunish piido,,ho tohl Senor
Arums not to net as aroprcsontutlvQ of the

Uubnn rovolutinn, because thu Spanish

Returning to Paris in .August, Sonor
Arums was escorted to Madrid by an offi-
cial RpcHsUUly sout for that purpose hy
Sonor CauovUH, and undor an assumed
name with a Spanish passport. All these
precautions wore needed, JjecaUBO Senor
Arums 1H a Cuban revolutionist, expelled
from his country uy the Spanish govern-
ment, In Madrid Senor Cauovas received
Scnor Armas, and tho first proposal lio
made was to fjnmt home rule to tho '
Of Citha, As Senor Armas answered that
such a thing was out of the question tho
prlino mlniEter offered to grant lndepcnd-

"to satisfy tho national pride."
Sonor Armaa replied that In liis poeition,
noting indofwndontly for the accomplish-
ment of u practical end, he could not
transmit such a proposal, as tlio Cubans
would novor behove a promise of that kind
made by Spnln.

The Premier In a
Hero tho prime minister grow angry,

and -with insulting expressions about Cu-
ba obliged Sonor Armm to make an nn-
B\tor which put him in danger of imino-
diato arrest. Tho affair would havo ended
thoro, but next day, whon Sonor ArmiiB
was about to luavo Madrid, tho prime min-
ister called him ngnln to his ofllco nnd
tried to convince him of tho wisdom of
transmitting his plan to tlio Cubans, but
as Sonor Annas rofiined to do It without a
guarantoo from tho government of tho
United States that Spain would keep her
promise, tho prime minister then said:

"Tho United States? Never, novor! A
nation of shopkecpors to4p^uarantco tho
word of Spnln? Tho United States aro
alono responsible for wlmt liiippons in Cu-
ba. They are tlio truo authors of tho war,
and Insmro you that It Spain loses Cuba
tho United States will pay to Spain what
Cuba is worth. Tfiotr Mom claim begins
to ooHt thorn dear. Tho claims of Spain ora
now a hundred times moro. Tho United
States threatens Kurr^Mvith tho Monroo
doctrino, aud Spain, in tho name of Eu-
rope, will accept tho challenge. Don't talk
to mo about tho United -States, If they
like to Intcrforo, Spain will fight, and if
they liko to tnko down tl)o Spanish flag in
Cuba they can only obtain it aftor a glori-
ous Trafalgar in front of Havana."

Sonor Armas cuds hts pamphlet with
these words:

"The glorious Trafalgar of Sonor Cnno-
vas may not happon. But tlio Cuban flag
will iloat soon victorious la Cuba, oven
though on tho heap of rubbish into which
tho patriots may bo obliged to convert
their own land through tho ondlofls perfidy
and the historio ignorance of Spain."

war footing. Tho secretary snya tliat "by
tho end of tho lineal year 18U8 tho nation
will ho fnlrfy Bttfo from fd'roigu invasion,
while thrco years later overy important
Liort on the Atlantic Healjpard will bo in-
vulnorabla to tho most formldablo fleets."

Thu Buci'otary culls particular attention
to tlio necessity of losing no timo In con-
structing at tha smaller ports sufficient
emplaconionts for tho Installation of guna
to protect such cities from small cruisers
ivhllo heavier ships am laying elego to tho
stronger ports. Cities llko Churloston and
Savannah ho will show could now lie suo-

fully nssaUcd hy two or throo omisors,
whereas with ono or two heavy gunB in
ploco they would ho safe from nil but tho
largest battleships, His policy, therefore,
will bo to render tho principal southern
ports comparatively safo from attack with
ns littlo delay as possible, and to this end
work is now progressing at all the ports on
tho gulf and south Atlantic mentioned in
;ho fortifications report fts demanding at-
tention.

The war department authorities have
been guided by a purpose to protect as
many seaport towns as possible from at-
tacks by isolated cruisers, as well as to pre-
pnro tor a moro ofllciont defense of tho
larger cities whoro coast defenses have been
n couwo of construction for tho past aix
'ears. Tho department has hnd in viow
iho possibility of a fow cruisers being sent
against ports where practically no defense
could now bo inado while largo fleets were
employed In bombarding tho groat sea-
ports, and to guard against tho former
danger It proposes placing as soon as prao-
tlcablo Buifiolont guns and mortars at suoh
ports as Charleston and Mobile to mako

o cities safe from an attack by any but
a most formidable fleet.

Economy Observed.
Economy both in time and money has

been observed in many instances in select-
ing locations for expenditures where tlie
government already contToUed tho sites or
had a working plant .Th is haa boon true
at tho ports of Boston, Now York, Fort
Monroe and Washington. Within the noxt
month fche deportment will spoud $100,000
in tho construction of thrco mining case-
mates and cable store tanks and forpodo
storehouses at ports whoro all other or part
of thn necessary mine equipment has been
provided. Negotiations are now ponding
for the. purchaso of sites for the defenses
of tho ports of Baltimore and Charles-
ton and Karragansott Bay, and omplaoo-
monts will bo in courao of construction at
all of them wifchin a few weeks.

In tho past yenr the department has
made groat progress In tho purchase of ma-
terial for tho manufacture of great guns
and othor parts of coast dofonso equipment
and will ask congress that largo additional
ippToprlations 1» made with which to con-
tinue work. Contracts havo already boon
awarded for tho purchase of 31 seta of 10
Inch and ono sot of 10 inch steol gun forg-
Ings, costing nearly $2,000,000, and a.sec-
ond contract wil* shortly be mode for as-
sembling 8, 10 and 13 inch guns, costing
nearly * 400,000, besides 00 mortars, costing
about $800,000. When tho total number of
emplacements upon whloh work is now
progressing aro completed, 128 guna of
largo caliber will to required for installa-
tion and 1GB mortars, costing the govern-
ment an evon $8,000,000. Of tho 481 guns
to be unplaced It Is now proposed to mount
but 48 on nondisappearlng carriages. The
intensity of tho flro dolivored from the
main and secondary batteries of a battle-
ship is such, tha authorities claim, ag to
mako adequate coyer for the gunners in
Bhoro batteries an absolute necessity. Tho
experiments, it will bo shown toy Socretary
ijamont In MB report, with disappearing
gun carriages, havo developed a fine typo,
ibout whoso offlcloncy there Is no longer a
question.

Tlie full scope that the coast defenses of
tho country will tako Is sot forth elaborate-
ly in tho report and embraces, Colonel La-
ment says, nhout 21 cities so far, with
chances that seven more will be added to
tho list requiring tho attention of the na-
tional government Of this number, em-
placements, will bo ordered and work pur-
sued in tlio noxt six months in tho con-
struction of emplacements at Portland,
Mo.; Portsmouth, N. H.; Boston, Narra-
gansett Bay, eastern entrance to Long Is-
land sound, eastern and western entrances,
to New York harbor, Philadelphia, Wash-
ington; Baltimore, Hampton Konds, Wil-
mington, ufcnrleston, Savannah, Koy West,
PoBsaoola, Mobilo, Now Orleans, Galves*
ton, San Diego, San Francisco, tho mouth
of the Columbia river and Pugot sound.

This enormous project will require, the
secretary's report shows, 481 high powered
guns, excluding tho groat 10 inoh gun for
which the authorities have been ondoavor-
ing for years to eeouro an appropriation,
Tho emplacements are to l>o located by tho
engineers with a view of enabling tho
guns to throw a lino of dofenso at a mini-
mum of 8 to 10 miles from the place de-
fomlod and to glvo tho guns in most in-
stances a clear sweep for at least 12 mllos.
Tho engineers will require further that the
guns shall be so placed that they can con-
centrate upon any ono portion of an ene-
my's vessel a flro equal and if possible su-
perior to tho heaviest that can bo brought
to beer from tho most powerful hostllo fleet
which could attack tho position. To hold
tho fleet under flro of the guns and prevent
thorn from running tho battorlog tho proj-
ect;, tho report says, requires a complete
syfltain of Biibmarlno mines, so plnntod as
to oloso nil navignblo rivars to an enemy,
while offering no obstructions to frlondly
commorco. Thoso batteries will form ono
of tho most formidable features of tho coast
defenses of nil cities, and upon thorn in a
'groat measure several of thu big cities will
depond for tholr safety from invasion
should the shnro guns ho unequal to hold
tho Heot outside. To protect tho principal
citlos and harbors on tho navignblo waters
of tho coast tho report siiya that over 0,000
mines and 10,000 mortars will be used to
prevent nu invading fleet from occupying

WAS IT MURDER OR SUICIDE?
UNKXOW3T MAX JO VXD DEAD AT

Hotly Dlsooviut'il Umlor a Ptl« orilmihli
-I l i i l tal irolo in thy ir«iu1 und a Ke-
volvtii* laying: Xoar-Coronor AVIlkln-
KOII IIohlH an Inquest.

A party of hunters last Saturday found tho
body of aa unknown man lying under a heap
of bruBh in a patch of woods about a half-
mile the other side of the Mt. Tabor station.
The body was that of a man five foot seven
incheshigh ; lGOpounda in weight; not under
30 years, or more than 40 years of age. The
corpse was budly deeomj>osed but there were
some patches of dark brown haironthe skull.
He was dressed in black derby ha", black
riiflgoual coat and vest, Mack corded panto,
[iair congress gaiters, half-hose, light under
clothes. In a pocket was found sixteen cents
in money (a dime, a nickel and a cent), a
white silk handkerchief with deep red border,
a red bandanna and a soiled handkerchief,
"'he clothing was all of good material.

Tho man lay on hia back with legs crossed,
ila right arm and hand stretched along side

and close to his kxiy, and his left arm laid
over his breast, with tho palm of the .hand
aut. A 23 calibre young America revolver
lay alongside iita letb knee with the muzzle
rotating toward his head. It was badly
rusted, but when taken apart, at the inquest,
WOB found to contain three empty shells, one
with the hammer on it. In bis pockets were
'onnd several cartridges, also of 23 calibre.

The hotly was covered with sumach and
ivergreun brush and two small evergreens
sut at the butt wore found about twenty feet -
rom tho body. The brush was laid evenly
iver tho pody and had evidently not been
listurbod.
The body was discovered by Frederick

Baldwin, who was ono of a party of hunters,
and who Immediately went to Morristowu
ind notified Coroner Wilkinson. The latter
impanelled a jury composed of Q. B. Pier?
3on, Robert Williams, E. S. Jolley, Thomas
Craigio, E. Weschlerand F. Cihlar&nd pro-'
ceoded to the scene of the tragedy, -where
thB jury viewed the body, after which it wad
takon to Hughson'e undertaking establish-
ment on Speedwell avenue, Horrfctown,
whero an autopsy was performed by Dr. J.
E, Wright.

The inquest was held at Hughson's on •
Tuesday evening before Coroner Wilkinson
and jury. . * • •

Frederick Baldwin was the first witness
and described the hunting party and the'find-
ing of tbe body. Said he saw something
black, walked toward it andtound it WQB the
body. Ho called Alonzo and Daniel Hopkins
and Peter Jakeliech to view the remains,
then camo for the Coroner. He bunted in
the same vicinity a. week before but saw no
sfgnB.of the body. There fa much hunting
arotmd there, otherwise not many people are
In the vicinity except during camp meqting;
time. Hunting parties were, there before thf
10th of this month. On Sunday, the 8th ,ot.
November, he Ifeard a fire arm.discharged
once in that direction. He was then in hia
house, not far away, and remarked to bis
wife that somebody was shooting rabbfte.
Thought it was a pistol he heard, because the
noise was not as great as he would expect
from the discharge of a gun. He saw noth-
ing on tho body that would lead to identifica-
tion. From the appearance of the cedars he
was of the opinion that they had been cut
since the sap ran out.. Thought it was about

SO A. M., when he discovered the body.
Alonzo Foster, of Livingston, but now

joarding in filoorafield, was the next wit-
less. He came to Mount Tabor the night
jefore and was one of the hunting party, and
was called by Baldwin to vi&w the liody.. He
;onfirmed tho evidence of Baldwin and said '
tho body was; not moved before the arrival
if the Coroner and jury.
Daniel Hopkins, brother of Alonzo,' and a

resident of Livingston, confirmed the evi-
[ence of tho two previous witnesses and tes-
tified as to tlie distance from the body to the
Btnmps of the two evergreen bushes. '

Dr. Joseph E. Wright was called and gave
report of the post-mortem deecribing the

clothing of the unfortunate, the contents of
ite pockets, etc. The soft parts of the face

ire.ro all gone and the orbits were empty.
Ho had a well developed skull, in which
ibout one inch above and one-half inch in
'root of the right ear was found a round
:lean perforation about three sixteenths of an
Inch in diameter. Ho opened the Bkull »nd
sbook out a flattened lead bullet from the
remains of the brain. The brain also was
badly decomposed and had fallen to the floor
of tliQ cranium, so that it was impossible to
tell exactly the result of the entrance of the
bullet. The usual result of a bullet dis-
charged at thifc point is quick death, but it
was impossible In this instance to tell whether
death was instantaneous or not. It was im-
possible to examine the trunk or limbs ̂ be-
cause of the progress o£ putrefaction.'; The .
bullet was of twenty-two calibre. The wound
might havo been self-inflicted. ;

Upon tho conclusion of Dr. "Wright's testi~
mony the jury retired and after about ten
mtnutes returoed with a verdict to tUe effect . "
that the unknown man found in the woods
near Mt. Tabor came to his death by a per-
son or pereonB unknown to the jury.

The circumstances of the case all point to
tlie commission of a murder, since It does not
soem possible that a suicide, after inflicting a
mortal wound, could have disposed ot his ,
body and its covering of brush in tho manner
in which this body was found. Another fact
pointing to the murder theory is that no
knife or other sharp instrument with which
to cut brush was found.

The spot whore the body was found is an
exceedingly lonnly ono, the nearest house
being the ono occupied by Mr. Baldwin. The
advanced stage of decomposition makes it
evident that tho body had lain where it was
found for weeks and possibly months.
