CHIPPEWA FALLS, Wls., Dec, a.—Be- *

ports from various1 parts of Chippewa rung
indicate a deplorable condition of affairs.

At the Flambeau farm, 15 miles abort
this city, another ice gorge has formed. •

The river has overflowed Its banks and
inundated the country 20 miles on eithw'
side. Domestic animals have perished by
the score.

Farms and farmhouses are flooded, and
tho losses vIH reach into tho hundreds of
thousands.

The reports are meager, but lt is safe to
estimate that at least 8,000 horses, obwi
and hogs have met death In the flood.

At Chippowa Falls the river is folly
three-quarters of a mile wide, and Its sur-
face is covered with anchor loe to a depth
varying from 10 tn 80 feet.

The most stubborn resistance offered by
the obstruction is in that portion of the
river between the wagon bridge and the
Central Railroad bridge, about half a mile
In length.

Mayor Llndley ordered on explosion of
500 pounds of dynamito, but after 300
pounds had been explodod the experiment
was abandoned as a failure.

Tho business portion of Chippewa was
abandoned, and the flood may sweep away
many of the buildings without damaging
a dollar's "worth of merchandise and other
valuable goods that were stored there un-
til today.

Every business house on Spring etreat
and Bridge street, from tho river to Cen-
ter street, is deserted, and the contents of
buildings Imvo beon stored In unoccupied
structures in remote portions of the city
where the flo'od cannot reach unless tbs
entire city is overwhelmed and sweptaway.

Tho Chippowa river shows no signs of
abatement. I t rose four feet yesterday,
and at 9 o'clock tho waters were rising at
the rate of two inches an hour.

The postoffloe is order three feet of wa-
ter, and Postmaster McCalm has moved j
the office seven blocks from Its old loca-/
tlon. Ten stores on the south ilds of
