Mr. Cullom (Rep., llla-JwaB thon recog-

Senator Callom's^p«eob(
Senator Cullom of Illinois then ad-

dressed tho senate, nnd being tho ilrsfc ex*
tended dlBOUHsion of the question since
congrosBreeonvcned itwasHstcued to with
murked interest and attention. After a
brief reforonco to tho president's message
concerning Cuba Mr. Cullom said:

"While I nni not disposed to criticise
President Cleveland, I limy pioporly Bay
that I hud hoped ho would find occasion to
give moro positive or cmphhtlo cxprosslon

of tho truo Amorlcnn continental policy,
which ought to bo Invoked In all aiFCB
where the liberty nnd independence of any
of the peoples of the Ainorhan continent
are Involved. And, further, I think we
ought never to hesitate or delay when the
lines of thifl policy run parallel and coinci-
dent with tlioso of common humanity.

"It this position Blmll striko tho mind
as being too much in ndvnuco of tho con
servatlsm which hns heretofore obtained
In all the schools of diplomacy, X inny say
that that advanco Is what the world is
waiting for." .

Mr. Culloin referred to certain phases of
Spanish history, showing the record of
cruelty and oppression. Continuing, ho
said: .

"This agency of murder nnd adminis-
trator of torture in the nnnio of Christian-
ity continued in vigorous existence- In
Spain from the reign of Perdiuand and
Isabella, about 14K!.', until oven a.ler the
beginning of the picsent century, During
the cxlstonco of tho holy oftke, or inquisi-
tion, Ul,Dl!J persons were condemned and
perished in the unniG-i, 17,059 were burned
in effigy and nearly 300,000 wcro condemn-
ed to eovero and terrible penances. The
last victim burned allvo porlshod about
1700.

"Thunborols themlldost and simplest
statement of a history of Spanish cruelty
to Spaniards from tho day of the discovery
of America to tho independence of the
United States."

Gpaln'H Decadencr.
Aftor fnrthor hlstorlcnl reference to

Spanish cruelty In America Mr. Cullom
snld:
. "While all the provinces which have re-

belled nnd Fqiarnted fiom Spain have, as
I Imvo shown, become prosperous and
fniriy well ocudltloncd, indepondflnt coun-
trlo3, tho frcblo old mother country has
gradually fallen into a lower and lower
CBtn*o, depending and nlmoBt relying for
existence upon the stolen gold levied upon
Cuba, Puorto Klco nnd tho Philipplno IB-
lands. Fpain coutiuues to be what sho
always has been—a robber nation.' 1 speak
now of the nation ami nob of her people,

"If wo watt for precedent, wo shall wait
forever. If a precedent 1M needed, wo shall
mako one, V\'o violated every precedent
by the declaration of our own Independ-
ence on July 4, 1770. We had no prece-
dent, nor did wo oven nsk for advice us to
thuchange In 1789 from n confederation to
a union of states. When wo announced
tho Monroe doctrine in Iti2ti, it was in de-
fiance- of precedent, aud was tha determi-
nation of a rule which has bocomo a law
and will never bo gainsaid. When we an-
nounced not many months ago that we
should Intervene in tlio mutter of tho Ven-
ezuela boundary nnd sec for ourselves if
our rights wero to be contested by foreign
dictation, we followed no prccedont but
that of good American common sense.
And common seuso has won.

For Anotlior Step Forward.
"These instances only show that up to

this tlmo no assumption uf authority In
regard to American affairs which this gov-
ernment has mado has ever been success-
fully contested. "We now hnvo reached the
tiino to take another Btcp In advance. We
have nlrcjidy ].roclalincd that thu United
States will hnvo something to sny regard-
ing matters affecting tlio American con-
tinent, nnd should now announco that the
speedy termination of Spanish control of
the islands nt tho gateway of tho Mexican
:*ulf is necessary alike to the welfare of
tfiose islands and to tho pco l̂u of tho Unit-
ed Stntea.

"Tlio preeent situation cannotcontlnuo.
A population of D.'iO.OOG white Cubans nnd
500,000 colored Cubans, aggregating
1,450,000 persons, will never yield and
ought never to submit to tho bloody mlH-
tury rule of 100,OUU Spaniards. '1 ho Spnn-
isn olement which has always controlled
and dominated Cuba since Its dUcovory

numbers only about oiie-icnth it1* popula-
tion. Columbusduoltinxi,'This Is thomost
lu t l fu l lurid ever bi'ludd by human eyes'
In October, 14(J2. Now, In 181)0, It Is giv-
en over to devastation and destruction.
Within its bortluM nures a war which on
both gidus is declared to lie n wiir cither of
extermination on thu one baud or liberty
nnd Spanish exclusion on tho other. This
condition must ceaso. Tho £pnnish, after
two years' war, have fulled to establish
peace, and the insurgents have failed to
teach their hoped for independence.

"This war of extermination must stop.
hiB congress of thu United states has al-

ready recognized by solemn resolution tho
belligerent rights of Cuba, but so long as
It has not received the executive approval
It bus no force. And if it had, it is con-
ceded that some other course must be tak-
en. Tho question to bo determined is not
fully clear, except that the war' must
oeuse."

In the Rouge,
The house today resumed the considera-

tion of hills under tho call of committees.
Mr. Eofttnor (Dem., La.), from the Tilth
Louisiana district, whose Boat was declared
vacant at tho last Bcssion, and wiio was
re-elected at a epccial election, was sworn
in Immediately aftor tho rlading of tho
journal.

Mr. Scranton (Rep., Pa.), from the com-
mittee on territories, thon called up the
bill to amonri tha act forbidding alien
ownership of lands in tho territories.

The bill was defeated.

To Froteot Drmnatlo Authors*
WASHINGTON, Deo. 10.—Tho bill for the

letter protection ot dramatio authors,
which has passed tho Eenato and Is now
on the house calendar with a favorable re-
port, has two chances of receiving the
early attention of that body. Tho house
1B now proceeding upon the order of busi-
ness known as the call of the committees,
by which each commit too in its order la
assigned tho morning hour for two con-
secutive days, If it needs the time, and in
caso the committee on patents is reached
before business beonmen too brisk, tho
dramatio authors bill will be tho moasuro
called to tho attention of tho houpe, The
otbnr measures which tho committee par-
ticularly desire to gut before contrreBs muat
first be considered in committee of the
whole. In caso thu patents committee is
not reached in this order of business, Its
chairman will urge tho committee on
rules to assign It a day.

No opposition is anticipated to the
dramatic authors bill. The existing copy-
right law has boon found inadequate to
protect proporly authors and producers of
Amorlcnn plays and operas. Persons in
various parts of tho country have, without
the shadow of right or authority, pirated
works which havo boon brought out at a
very great expense to proprietors and man-
agers. The pirates usually confine their
operations to the smaller and moro romoto
towns, whore thoy reproduce the nuw
plays without the slightest compensation
to their rightful owners.

Hard to CH'CII Them.
Theso offenders nvo almost Invariably

men without attachable means, and they
defy all the ordinary processes by which
they might bo mulcted in damacos. The
representation of thu printed productions is
jrcncrnlly given for n; night or two'anly
at a given place, and the offenders, lilt
from town to town and from stnto to Btate,
and bid doflance to the processes of the
courts.Becking to restrain their unlawful
acts. Any court of competent jurisdiction
can issue an injunction, but norlous em-
barrassments have arisen in tho efforts to
enforce these judicial orders and to punish
offenders for disobedience of thorn.

An attach men t for contempt of an in-
junction must bo executed within fcho ju-
risdiction of the court which issued tho in-
junction; but, on nccountof thomlgratory
habits of the piny pirates, it is rarely pos-
sible to get hold of thorn in this way. That
fact and the customary impossibility of
satisfying a money judgment against
them leavo dramatio authors so little pro-
tected that many havo ceased altogether to
copyright their productions. Tho bill un-
der consideration proposes to mako the of-
fense of piracy a misdemeanor punishable
by imprisonment of not moro than one
year, and BO to modify tho law In regard to
attachments for contempt that the pirates
can be apprehended any whero and punish-
ed In spite of their migratory habits.

WantaNatlannl Department of Commerce
MILWAUKEE, DOC. 10.—Tho board of di-

rectors of tho chamber of commerce has
adopted a resolution petitioning: congress
to create a department of commerce, with
tho chief thereof as ft member of the cabi-
net, such department to be charged with
the duty of collecting and disseminating
information upon matters bearing upon
the commercial interests of tho country,
encouraging commercial enterprises, tho
oponlugof avenues of Intercourse with for-
eign nations with a vlow to acquiring
new markets for American manufactures
and products and tho extension of our ex-
port trndo gonerally. The secretnry WHS
instructed to send a copy of the resolution
to eaoh of the senators and representatives
from Wisconsin.̂

Blantyre, a mission town of British South
Atrica, announce the sendlns of thrco
British columns against the Angonl Zulus,
under Chief Chtkusl, who havo Invaded
southwest Kyassaland and burned a Brit-
ish mission Btation, besides mnssaorlng
tho Inhabitants uf a number of villages.

PRESIDENT'S MESSAGE.
To the Congress of tho UnlU'd States:

An representativcH uf tlu-pi-oplu in the
leginlatlve bruiuih r.f their irm-criunuut you
havu assembled at a tlinu when the strength
and excellence of our freo institutions und
the lituess of our citizens to enjoy popular
rulohuvo bccuhguinmiuU)manifest. A po-
litical contest involving momentous conse-
quences, fraught with feverish ajipruhen-
slun uud creating aggressiveness so intense-
as to approach bitterncris and passion, lias
boon waged throughout our hind nnd do-
tcrminud by tho decree of free and lndo-
pondont Biiffragu, without diHturliuuce of
our tranquillity or tho least sign of weak-
ness in our national structure.

When wo consider these incidents and
contemplate the peaceful obedience and
manly submission which havo succeeded a
heated clash of political opinions, wo dis-
cover abundant evidence of a determina-
tion on tlio part of our countrymen to nbldo
by every verdict of tho popular will and to
be controlled at all times by an ubiding
faith In tho agencicscstubllshcd for tho di-
rection of tho affairs of thuir government.

* *
At tho outset of a referonce to the more

/in port ant mutters affecting our relations
with foreign powers It would afford me
satisfaction if I could ussuro tho congress
that the disturbed condition In Asiatic
Turkey had during tho jinst year ttsmuncd
a loss hideous uud bloody aspect, and that
either as a consequence of the awakening
of tho Turkish government to tho demands
of humane civilization or us Ihe result of
decisive action on tho part of the great na-
tions having tho right by treaty to Inter-
fere for tho protection of those exposed to
the rago of mad bigotry and cruel fannti-
cism the shocking features of the situation
had beou mltiguted. Instead, however,
of welcoming a Hof toned disposition or pro-
tective intervention wo havo been afflicted
by continued and not lufroquont reports of
tho wanton destruction of homes and the
bloody butchery of men, women und chil-
dren, made martyrs to their profession of
Christian faith.

The Situation In Turkey.
Whllo none of our eltlzuns In Turkey

has thus far been killed or wounded,
though ofton in tho lulriKt of dreadful
scones of danger, their safety In the future
is by no means assured. Our government
at home and our minister at Constantino-
ple have left nothing undone to protect
our mlssionarloa in Ottoman territory,
who constitute nearly all thu individuals
residing there who have a right to claim
our protection on tho score of American
citizenship. Our efforts in this direction
will not bu relaxed, hut tho deep feeling
and sympathy that have hee-n aroused
among our poopleoiifiht not to BO far blind
their reason nnd jmliitne A US to lead them
to demund impuwii>h' tMngH. The out1
breaks (if blind fury wiiich load to murder
and pillngo in Turkey omir suddenly and
without notice, and an attempt on our
part to forco such a hostile praience there
as might bo eltectlvo for prevention or pro-
tcotlon would not only be resisted by the
Ottoman govern] mmt, but would be re-
garded as an Interruption of their plans by
tho grent-UAtltmfj w iio assort Oieir exclusive..
right to interveriu fn * tlielr tJttti time antl;
method for the security of life and property
in Turkey.

Several naval vessels are stationed in the
Mediterranean as a measure of caution und
to furnish all possible relief and refuge in
case of emergonoy.

Wo have mado claims against the Turk*
Ish government for tho pillage and dostruo-
tion of missionary property at Khnrput and
Mnrush during uprisings at those place*.
Thus far the validity of those domands has
not been admitted, though our minister,
prior to such outrages and In anticipation
of danger, demanded protection for the
persons and property of our missionary
citizens In the localities mentioned and
notwithstanding that strong evidence ex-
ists of actual complicity of Turkish sol-
diers In tho work of destruction and rob-
bery.

The facts cs they now appear do not per*
iuit us to doubt tho justice of these claims,
and nothingwlll bo omitted to bring about
thoir prompt (settlement.

A number of Armenian refugees having
arrived at our ports, an order has lately
been obtained from tho Turkish govern-
ment permitting thewlves and children of
such refugees to join them here. It is
hoped that hereafter no obstacle will be in-
terposed to prevont tho escape of all those
who seek to avoid the perils which Uneaten
thorn in Turkish dominions.

Our rccontly appointed consul to Erze-
rum is at his post and discharging tho
duties of his oil] co, though for some unao-
countablo reason his formal exequatur
from the sultan has nob boon issued.

I do not believe that the present Bomber
prospect in Turkey will be long pormittod
to offend tho sight of Christendom. I t so
mare the humane and enlightened civiliza-
tion that belongs to the closo of tho nine-
teenth century that it secniB hnrdly possi-
ble that tho earnest demand of good people
throughout tho Christian world for its cor-
rective treatment will remain unanswered.

Tbe Cuban Rebellion.

The insurrection in Cuba still continues
with all Its perplexities. It is difficult to
porceivo that any progress has thus far
boon made toward the pacification of the
Island or that tho situation of affairs as
depicted In my last annual message has in
the least improved. If Spain still holds
Havana and tho seaports and all tho con-
siderable towns, tho insurgents still roam
at will over at least two-thirds of the in-
land country. If the determination of
Spain to put down tho Insurrection seems
but to strengthen with tbe lapso of time
nnd is evinced by her unhesitating devo-
tion of largely increased military and naval
forces to the task, thero is much reason to
believe that the insurgents haw gained in
point of numbers and character and re-
sources and are none the less Inflexible In
their resolve not to Kueaumb without prac-
tically securing the groat objects for which
they took up arms. If Spain lias not yet
re-Dstabllshed her authority, neither have
tho Insurgents yet made good their title to
bo regarded as an independent state.

Indeed, as tho contest has gone on, the
pretense that civil government exists on
tho Island, oxc*t BO far as Spain is ablo to
maintain It, han been practically aban-
doned, Spain docs keep on foot such a
government, more or less Imperfectly, In
tho liirgo towns and their immcdlato sub
urbs. But, that oxcoptlon being made,
tho entire couutry IB either given over to
anarohy or is subject to tho military occu-
pation of one or tho other party. It Is re-
ported, Indeed, on rolluble authority that,
at the domand of tho commander in chief
of tho Insurgent army, the putative Cnban
government hns now given up all attempt
to oxorclso its functions, leaving that gov-
ern me ut confessedly (what there la tho
best reason for supposing italwayB to have
bcon, In fact) a govornmont merely on pa-
per.

Were tho Spanish armies able to meet
tholr antagonists In the open or In pitched
buttle, nrojujit and decisive results might

lie looked for, and tho immense superiority
of the Span inn forces in numbers, disci-
pline and equipment could hardly fall to
tell greatly to thoir advantage. But they
ore called upon to fuce u foe that shuns
general engagements; that can chooso and
does choose its own ground; that, from the
nature of tbe country, is visible or invisi-
ble- at pi COB u re, und that fights only from
ambuscade and when ull the advantages of
position and numbers are on its side. In
a country where all that is indispensable
to life in the way of food, clothing and
eholtor IB GO easily obtainable, especially
by those born and bred on the soil, It ts
obvious that there is hurdly a limit to the
time during which hostilities of this sort
may be prolonged. Meanwhile, as in all
cages of protracted civil etrlfe, the passions
of tho combatants grow more and more in-
flamed, and excesses on both eldes becomt
more froquent and more deplorable.

Marauding Bands.

They ore also participated in by bands
of marauders, who, now in the name of
one party und now In the name of the
other, us may best suit the occasion, harry
tho country at will and plunder Its wretch-
ed inhabitants for their own advantage.
Such a condition of things would inevi-
tably entail immense destruction of proper-
ty even if It were tho policy of both parties
to prevent it as far as practicable. Bnt,
while euch neemed to bo the original policy
of the Spanish government, it has now ap-
parently abandoned It and Is acting upon
tho s&mo theory as tho insurgents—name-
ly, that tho exigencies of thu contest re-
quire tho wholesale annihilation of proper-
ty that It may not prove of use and ad-
vantage to the enemy.

It is to tho Bame end that In pursuance
of general orders Spanish garrisons are
now being withdrawn from plantations
and the rural population required to con-
centrate Itself In ttie towns. The BUTQ re*
suit would seom to bo that the Industrial
value of the Inland IB fast diminishing, and
that unless there Is a speedy and radical
change in existing conditions it will soon
disappear altogether. That value consists
very largely, of course, in its capacity to
produce Bugur—a capacity already much
reduced by tbo Interruptions to tillage
which have taken place during the last
two years. It Is reliably assorted that,
should these Interruptions continue during
tho current year and practically extend, as
1B now threatened, to the entire sugar pro-
ducing territory of the island, BO much
tlmo and so much money will be required
to restore tho land to its normal produc-
tiveness that it is extremely doubtful if
cupltal can bo induced to even make tho
attempt.

Tho spectacle of the utter ruin of an ad-
joining country, by nature one of the most
forttlo and charming on the globe, would
engngo tho serious attention of tho govern-
ment and people of the United States In
any circumstances. In point offset, they
have a concern with it which Is by no
means of a wholly sentimental or philan-
thropic character. It lies so near to us as
to be hardly separated from our territory.
Our actual pecuniary Interest in it la sec-
ond only to that of the people and govern-
ment of Spain. It is reasonably estimated
that nt least from 130,000,000 to 150,000,-
000 of American capital la Invested In
plantations and In railroad, mining and
otoar bî rlneas cnterprlies on the island.
Tbe volume of trade between theUnUsd
States and Cabaj which in 1889 unoantsd
to about 904,000,000, roue In 1898 to about
{103,000,000, and In 1804, the year befora
tho present insurrection broke out,amount-
ed to nearly •08,000,000. • Besides this
largo pecuniary stako in the fortunes of
Cuba tho United States finds Itself inex-
tricably involved In the present contest In
other ways both vexatious and costly.

A* to Ottbao Amavleuii

Many CubanB reside in this countty and
Indirectly promote the insurrection
through tho press, by public meetings, by
the purchase and shipment of arms, by thd
raising of funds and by other means which
the spirit of our institutions and the tenor
of our laws do not permit to be made the
subject of criminal prosecutions. Some of
them, though Cubans at heart and In all
their feelings and Interests, have taken out
papers us naturalized citizens of the United
State*, a proceeding resorted to with a view
to possible protection by this government
and not unnaturally regarded with much
indignation by the country of their origin.
The Insurgents are undoubtedly encour-
aged and supported by the widespread sym-
pathy the people of this country always
and Instinctively feel for every Btruggle for
better and freer government, and which,
In the case of the more adventurous and
restless elements of our population, leads
In only too many Instances to active and
personal participation in the contest Th«
result is that this government Is constant-
ly called upon to protect A merican citizens,
to claim damages for injuries to persons
and property, now estimated at many mll-
UonB of dollars, and to ask explanation!
and apologies for the acts of Spanish offi-
cials, whoso zeal for the repression of re-
bellion sometimes blinds them to the im-
munities belonging to the unoffending cit-
izens of a friendly power. I t follows from
tbe same causes that the United States U
compelled to actively police a long line ot
scacoast against unlawful expeditions, thu
escape of which the utmost vigilance will
not always suffice to prevent.

TheRa inevitable entanglements of the
United States with the rebellion in Cuba,
the largo American property interests
affected and considerations of philanthropy
and humanity in general have led to a ve-
hement demand in various quarters for
some sort of positive intervention on the
part of the United States. I t was at first
proposed that belligerent rights should be
accorded to the insurgents—a proposition
no longer urged, because untimely, and In
practical operation clearly perilous and In-
jurious to our own interests. It oas since
been and is now sometimes contended that
the independence of the Insurgents should
be recognized. But, imperfect and re-
stricted UB tho Spanish government of the
island maybe, no other exists there, unless
the will of tho military officer in temporary
command of a particular district T be
dignified nB a species of government I t It
now nlso suggested that the United States
should buy the Uland, a suggestion possi-
bly worthy of consideration if there were
any evidence of a desire or willingness on
tho port of Spain to entertain such a pro-
posal. I t Is urged finally that, all other
methods failing, tho oslstlng-Interaocino
strife in Cuba should be terminated by our
intervention, oven at tho coat of a war
between the United, States and Spain—a
war which Us advocates confidently proph-
esy could bo neither largo in Its propor-
tions nor doubtful in its issue.

"HJEht and Not Mlfibt/*
Tho correctness of this forecast need be

neither affirmed nor denied. The United
States has nevertheless a character to main-
tain as a nation, which plainly dictates
that right and not might Bhould be tho
rule of Its conduct. Further, though the
United States is not a nation to which
peace U a necessity, it is in truth tho most
jmuttlo of powers and desires nothing so
much ns to live- in amity with all the world.
Its own ample and diversified domains safe-
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
