On February 28, 1688, the idea of doing'
away with the old street lamps and lighting
the town of Dover by electricity was first
agitated by White & Reisling, of Haeketts-

iit-acting as -agents .fox. theIseletnyHtem
of electric lighting. Their proposition was
to erect a plant with a capacity of 350 lights.
They interested a number of Dover people
and in April following a meeting was held
and Messrs. P. O. Heagan and P. E. Demorest
were appointed a committee to investigate
the different;system. By this time their
ideas had grown considerably. Their inves-
tigations proved that a plant with a capacity
of 350 lights would not pay expenses, tn the
tieantime enough subscribers had been se-

cured to take the 350 lamps and a company
was organized with a capital of #30,000. The
company was incorporated on April 0,18t*8,
with the following Board of Directors: P. O.
Heagan, J. H. Plerson, G. G. Htnchman, I.
W. Searing, J. H. Neighbour, George Mo-
Cracken, L. D. Schwarz, P. E, Demarest and
Alex. Kanouse. P. O. Heagan was elected
President, D • vid Young Secreta- y aud J. H.
Neighbour Treasurer,

A contract for the lighting of the town for
ten years from tin completion of the plant
w s mode with 1 he Common Council la July
of the same yea1". In August a lot on the
corner of Black well and Union streets with a
frontage of U(% feet on B'ackwell street was
purchased from M. V. B. Bearing and Joseph
Giles, and in order that they mightown back
to the Rockaway river a lot in the rear of
the first one was purchased from C. W. Car-
l»nter.

In September some vacancies occurred in
the Board of Directors and they were filled
by the elect! n of J. Hair house, D. 8. Allen
a* d Robert F. Orara. Mr. Orain was elected
President shortly afterward Mr. AJlen
acted as purchasing agent and manager until
he business of the company increased so that

it was found necessary to appoint a manager
rho could give his undivided attention to the

business.

BuPding operations were commenced in
September, 1888. The building was a frame
structure and was erected by Allen &
Palmer. The mason work was done by
Andrew Eoderer.

The contract for the electrical part of the
plant watt signed by the Edison Company in
October. On January 3, 1831), toe current
was first turned on. They Btarted with two
Edison dynamos with a capacity of 700 lights
.for UBe iti houses and stores and one street
dynamo with a, capacity of 120 lights, a
couple of boilers and two Phoenix engines of
05 horse-power each. They supposed an this
time that they had made ample preparation
for nil the business they would be called upon
to do in Dover for a number of years to
come. They flourished sogeatly, however,
that the report at tin end of the first fifteen
months' business showed a profit of nine per
cent. Right here it might be well to mention
the fact that David Young was elected man-
ager in April, 1889, and that a large portion
of the success r f the plant is due to his exer-
tions. In April, 18IK), the demand for lights
had taxed the capacity of the plant and they
decided to make an increase at once. Plans
were drawn by the New England Engineer-
ing Company for on additional 1,200 lights by
the alternating system. The extensions were
completed in December, 18IK), when another
boiler and u 100-horse-power engine were
put in.

In December* 181)0, Mr. Oram resigned the
presidency and D. 8, Alien was elected to
the position and has occupied it over aince.
The business grew so rapidly that in May of
181KI it became necessary to still further in-
crease the size of the plant and a (XKMIght
Westinghouse dynamo was put In. With that
equipment they have run until the present
time, but for the post two years they have
been just about able to meet the demand for

light, and that was alt. Business was steadily
increasing and early last spring the directors
became convinced that it was neceHsary to
again enlarge their plant, mid after some
consideration it was iteiiined.to build an en-
tirely new plant on the"old foundry property
on Essex street, pu* chased from Oram &
Neighbour, and operations werecmtnenced
011 the new building *\\ September 21 last
Tbe contract for the mason work was awarded
to Smith & F.nning and J. J. Vreelanrt got
the contract for the carpenter work. The
pl«ns were drawn by tbe New England En-
gineering Company and the work is being
done under tbe personal supervision of W.
K. Crane, their engineer. The building,
which is quite an ornament to the city, is of
brick, roofed with slate and practically fire-
proof. The power h <use has a frontage of
eighty-four feet on Essex street, and is
sixty-three feet deep. This will be the main
engine room. Adjoining the power house
and between it. a id the Central Railroad
track will be situated the office, store roam
and repair shop, having a frontage of four-
teen feet on Essex st eetand a depth of forty-
seven feet. In the rear of tbe power house
will be the b liler house, ha vin t dimensions of
forty-three feet by thirty-seven.

The contract for the engin < was given to
the Prick Company, of Waynesboro, Pa,
Tue engines are in place and the connections
will be completed in a few dtys. There will
be two engines, one a cross compound Corliss
cf 800-horse power and the other the high
pressure s'de of a sim lar eng ne, so arranged
that the low pressure side can be added at
some future time if more power is needed.
The fly wheels are twenty feet in diameter,
with a face of forty-three inches, and will
weigh 45,000 pounds each.

The winning bidders on the boilers and
smokestick were Keeler & Co., of Williams-
port, Pa. Tbe boiler plant consists of three
horizontal steel tubular boilers of 150-horse-
powereach. The stack is built of iron, 115
feet in height, and Is self-supporting, thus
doing away with the annoyance of ituy ropes.

The shafting was put In by 'he Falls Rivet
and Machine Company, of Cuyahoga Palls,
Ohio, and has been ia position about three
weeks.

In the new plant will be two Stanley alter-
nating dynamos of the two phase type, with
a capacity of three thousands lights each,
and a one thousand light National alternating
dynamo. The Edison system will be dropped.

They expect to have one of the finest switch-
boards in this section of the country. It will
be furnished by the Stanley Company.

The switchboards and dynamos arrived
this week and will be put in position as soon
practicable.

The belting was furnished by Charles H.
Schleren, of New York city.

The plans for the b Hers and the engines
were carefully prepared by expert engineers
with a special view to economy in the use of
steam and durability of construction, and it
Is not probable that tbey can be excelled in
these respects by any power pl*nt in the
country. It Is estimated by the company
tbat the saving on coal and insurance will
pay the entire interest on the cost of the new
plant.

The above cut shows the plant as It looked
late last week. When the plant 1B completed
it will he a credit to the city as well as a
monument to the enterprise and progressive
spirit of the Dover Electric Light Company.

The present officers are: D. S. Allen, Presi-
dent; I. W. Bearing, Secretary; L. D.

,Tbe Christmas-tide lends to the removal
fitom Brooklyn to this city of the store works
of" the Richardson & Boyiitou Company,
which began on Monday, a peculiar »ppro-
priateueps, and Dover's Christmas stocking
m.ay be (mid to be chock full. Tbe prospect-
ive benefits which Dover will derive from
thin great industry, and the prominence
which will be given to Dover from i ttt location
here, will mark an epoch in the already
phenomenal development of this Industrial
centre.

•As has been «aid, the work of removal be-
gan on Monday, and ou Tuesday tho first
consignment of ulx car loads of material
reached this city. On Wednesday seven more
car loads arrived, and on Thwvday still an-
other consignment reached Dover. It 1B es-
timated that upwards of 150 car loads of
material will be shipped to this city within
the nfiSfc thirty day*. The story of the erec-
tion of tie new plant has been told in the
ERA from week to week, as the work pro-
gressed, but this will not detract from the
interest of the following recapitulation, illus-
trated by a half tone, printed in the ERA'S
beat style:

(The new plant is one of the largest and
best equipped in this country if, indeed,
there it to be found anywhere in the world
one approaching it in completeness, fief ore
the work of construction was commenced,
Mr. F. B. Richardson, under whose super-
vision the Dover plant was erected, spent a
great deal of time traveling over tbe United
States inspecting and investigating foundries
and other manufacturing plants, and the
Dover plant Is the outcome.

Five main buildings and a number of
smaller ones comprise the plant. Building;
No 1 is tbe foundry proper. Its dimensions
are 125x304 feet, with a height from floor to
ridge beam of 50 feet A cupola with a
capacity of 20 tons an hour occupies the cen-
tre of this building. To the west of the
cupola there are six pneumatic hoists sup-
ported on traveling cranes and operated by
compressed air. Compressed air also oper-
ates the elevator used to carry material to
the cupola. The use of traveling cranes is
an innovation made possible only by the
building of a plant new from the ground up.

The centre of building So. 3, the dimen-
sions of which are 50x400 feet, will be used
for cleaning castings by means of sand
blasts, for which compressed air will be used,
and in tumbling barrels. A ten-horse power
motor, connected with UO feet of shafting,
furnishes power for tbe hitter. The two ends
of this floor wilt be used for the storage of
iron patterns.

In this building there U a 60 horse power
. General EJoctric muter, geared to a No. 1%
Baker blower, to furnish blast for tbe cupola,
and also a S6 horse power General Electric mo-
tor connected by a belt to an IngersollSar-
gent air compressor of 80 horse power, wbich
f jirnlsbes air for the cupola elevator and pneu-
matic hoists,
\ The east end of the first floor of building

No. 3 will contain the nlckle plating and pol-
ishing shops, blacksmith shop, machine shop
and mounting department, where the Btoves
are put together. Five lO-borse-power mo-
tors, each motoiYontrolIlng from ISO to 140
feet of shafting and tho ixiachinwi they carry-
are on this floor. On tbe same floor there is
a store room for supplies and an office for the
foreman of the mounting department. This
f reman is Jamps L. Meafay, tbe company's
ojldest employe In point of service. The west
end of the first floor will bo used for the stor-
age of fire brick.
' Tbe second floor of this building will be
given over to tin and sheet iron work, at
which about 60 men will be employed. Man-
ufactured sheet iron will also be stored on
thisfloor.

At the extreme north end of thisfloor are
the main foundry office and Mr. Richard*
8O'i*s private office. That the appointments
of both are up to date goes without saying.
In the main office there is a switchboard by
means of -which telephonic communication
may be hod with all parts of tho works,

Company. Their aggregate horse power Is
285. They are equipped with a Korting in-
jector as an accessory to the pump.

But it is in the engine room that the latest
Improvements are to be seen. This room
contains • ne 150 horse power Armington &
Sims engine, direct connected to one 100
kilo-watt Blemens-Halske dynamo, which
furn<Bh°8 power to the entire plant. The-e Is
besides a 35 horse power Armington & Hims
engine with a 25 kilo-watt Sleniem-Halske
dynamo, direct connected, for light. This
dynamo will furnish current sufficient, for
upwards of 500 lights. Both engines are high
speed engines and of the most approved type,
as are the dynamos also. The engine room is
besides »quipped with a WbrtMngton steam
pump and a Berrjman water heater.

Building No. 6 will be used for the storage
of wood patterns.

Building No. 7, whose dimens'ons are 541x500
feet, will contain the wood pattern shop, car'
penter shop and crating Bhop.

Building No. 8 is the core room. Its
dimensions are 80x65. In it there is a bat-
tery of two core ovens, each 8x17 feet. In
one, cores for making cored castings will be
baked, the other being used for baklrg
ladles.

No. 3 bu'lding and a portion of No. 2
building-will be heated with exhaust steam.
No. 1 building will be heated temporarily
(this winter) with six hot sir furnaces. No.
7 building with a boiler of ihe company's
own make.

No. 3 and No, 4 buildings are connected
with a bridge 110 feet lnng and 12 feet wide.
No. 4 and No. 7 buildings are connected also
with a bridge 75 feet long and 13 f-et wide.

For the prevention and extinguishment of
fires the plant has six hose cart bouses, loca-
ted la different parts of the premises, each
with two hose carriages carrying 250 ftet of
two-inch rubber-lined cotton hose. Each
cart has a play pipe and two wrenches, and
one wrench Is bung over each hydrant.

While there is a fine spring on the prem-
ises from which there flows a constant and
copious stream of water for drinking pur-
poses, the water for general use will be fur-
nished by the Dover Water Comimny.
Superintendent.Bossett, of the Dover Water
Company, has given his personal
tention to this part of the equipment and it
leaves nothing to be desired. There are two
2-inch and seven 1-in- h metore at different
parts of the premises.

In order, however, that (ho works may not
be dependent solely on the public water sup-
ply, for street mains have been known to
freeze at times, a well was dug, at the sug-
geetlon of R. W. Kirton, engineer of the
"Works, and this seems to yield an almost in-
exhaustible supply.

Three quarters of a mile of 21> îneh guage
Industrial railway, with turn-tables and
switches at various points, connect the var-
ious buildings. There is besides a belt line
around the property built by the D.,L &W,
and Central railroads. On the D , L. & W,
side, directly in front of the foundry ofTlco,
then Is a 60-ton scale for weighing raw ma-
terial. On the New Jersey Central tide
another 00-ton scale is beiug constructed for
weighing goods out of the works.

Alnng tho south side of the promises tbere
Is a long shed for sand storage, with an office
room in the contra for the use of the two
foundry foremen.

The following are the foremen of the var-
ious departments: Moulding deportment,
C. H. Benedict and C. Kussell Lynd; sheet
Iron department, John H. Hickok; mount-
ing department, James ii. Meafoy; pattern
shop, Charles M. Many.. W. R L. Lynd Is
superintendent of tho works,

Tbe business of the Richardson & Boynton
Company waa established in 1833 by Henry

terests made Mr. Richards the most prom-
inent man identified with iron interests In

GEORGE RICHARDS.

George Richards, banker, railroad presi-
dent, mine operator manufacturer and mer-
chant, was born In Pottsvtlte, Pa., in 1833, and
la the son of Henry Richards, a minooperator
of that place. He received a common school
education and, being early thrown on his own
resources, hit eighteenth year found him em-
ployed at an iron mine at Hurdtown, N. J.,
operated by the Glendon Iron Company,
which company had extensive mining inter-
ests throughout Northern New Je sey, BS well
as In Northern Pennsylvania. It was at the
Hurdtown mine that he laid the foundation
for that practical knowledge which character-
ized his subsequent endeavors. It was not
long before Mr. Rtchardn's close attention to
bla duties received recognition at tho hands
of his employers, and his promotion from
wclghinaster to shift boss wastheresult. This
was, at that time, co sidered a position of
much Importance, yet far short of the meas-
ure of hi* capacity, and his promotion to the
office of superintendent, in 1853, before he bad
reached his majority, was a fitting recognition
of the remarkable industry, energy and
knowledge displayed bv him in the brief time
he bad boon in the company's employ. Not
long after becoming superintendent, Mr.
Richards was made manager of all the Glen-
don Iron Company's mining interests In New
Jersey, which po itlon ho (Ills I for upwards
of forty years But even tho duties nf this
latter post, important as that post was, wer*

Northern Xow Jersey, und.recognition of
another kind followed, as a matter of course.

In 1871 he was appointed Ptate Director of
the United Railroads of New Jersey, his
office being to supervise the vast trust funds
of the State invested in those security.
During his term of ofTlco the great question
of tee lease of those roads to the Pennsyl-
vania Railroad arose. His position in thn
controversy, as State Director, though »t
first decided adve sely by Chancellor Zabrls-
kie, was subsequently approved by the Court
of AppealB. The point taken by him was
that under a somewhat blind act of the leg-
islature, passed, however, for the purpose, it
waa not lawful for tbe old companies to make
tbe lease. The final decision rendered fur-
ther legislation necessary. Mr. Richards
lab red earnestly against tbe efforts of tbe
monopoly and ltn/adherents, and not ouly
compassed their defeat, but wont much fur-
ther, and the general rai road law now on the
statu'e books, one of the moab benoflo-nt
laws ever enacted by a New Jersey legisla-
ture, stands as B monument to tho unremit-
ting aggressiveness and goo I generalship ilia-
played by Mr. Richards in the great fight of
the people against that erstwhile dominant
monopoly, the Pennsylvania Railroad Com-
pany.

Mr. nicbards was olected Mayor of Dover
upon the incorporation of Dover as a town
and filled that position during 1(1 consecutive
