Brnpmtbr in Hexleo.
AN-^IICIB POTOSU^DXICO, Dea 88,—

The feeling In favor of the Cuban insur-
gents runs BO high here that serious trou-
ble is threatened. On Wednesday night a
mob gathered in this city, inflamed by a
Blroulor said to have been written by a
Spaniard' nnd defaming Mexicans and
Mexican institutions, especially In refer-
ence to the part taken in sympathy with
tho Cuban's. Tills circular precipitated a
clot. A crowd" assembled early in the
evening, constantly growing In numbers
and excitement until at JOo'olook it had
readied the proportions of a mob. I t
gathered around tho Spanish consulate
and threatened to demolish tho structure,
but was finally controlled hy one or two
oool beads. Banners inscribed with huge
red letters wore fiauuted before tho con-
sulato, nud violent talk nnd insults
abounded. Tbe Spanish consul was In
great peril and appealed to the authorities
to protect him. The mob flunlly In ft aft-
er severe measures had neon taken by the
police. Flans wore made to disperse any
subsequent gathering.

The Alleged Assassins of Bulgaria^
Bismarck on Trial.

VICTIM KNEW OF THE PLOT,

Ella Letter Read Describing the Plan to
Fat Him Oat of the War—HU

Widow'* Pointed Suspicions and
the foundation For Them.

SOKIA, Dea 23.—The trial of tho persona
accused of the murderof ex-Premier Stam-
buloff, who w&a stubbed and otherwise
wounded in tbe streets of this city on July
15, 1895, resulting In his death on July 18,
was formally opened In the courthouse be-
fore a mixed tribunal today. The accused
are: Bone (aeargiew, ngod 34, native of the
Dobrutoha and a former eorvant of Major
Panitza; Atsoff, a Macedonian, aged SB,
the coachman who drove Stambuloff from
tbe Union club to tbo scene of tho crime,
and Naum Tufcktgchfew, an employee In
the building department of the ministry of
publlo works here and brother of Dimttri
Tnfektschlew, who died in prison, as the
enemies of Stambuloff assert, as a result
of tortures Inflicted by the direct order of
the late prime minister. Dlinitrl Tufekts-
chiew was accused of complicity in the
murder of M. Beltsohew, the minister of
finance, who was assassinated in the street
In the presence of M. Stambuloff (for
whom he waB mistaken) on March 38,
1891.

The courthouse was strongly guarded
by gendarmes, and the general publio was
excluded from iho building.

Btamunion* Predicted It.
The following letter, written by the

murdered statesman to a friend some three
months before bis death, was read by the
judge amid profound silence:

On March 15, 1805, there came to the boQBe
of M. Stawkow Cli. Zacharlaw, from Saroa-
kow, and Informed Mm that Natsohewitaoh
and Tuft-ktsohlew had formed a baud of from
10 to IS men, who would, under any circum-
stances, try to murder mo. Thnee robbers are
sheltered in the hotel of tbe brothers Iwanowl
and in the establishment of Bobtacheto, Nats'
cfcewit?ch boR proralBcd the murderers that, in
the event of their capture, they -will not be
condemned to death, and that altor they bavd
been under arreut for a year in prison he will
proonre of the prince their pardon. Nataohe-
witsoh giveB N. Tufektacbiew money for the
mnlnteuancfl of tho robbers. Nutsohewltscb
and TufektBcliiew meet almost every evening
to dlscaBS the murder.

Oh. Zaohariew declares that letters have al-
ready been sent to confidants in the province
informing them of tbe projected mnrder
of Htambuloff 'and lnstrticting them, as Boon
aa It has token place, to seod to Sofia, to tbe
prince and to the newspapers telegrams ex-
pressing their gratitude that the country has
been freed ot tbe tyrant. The object ot these
telegrams In to lessen the horror inspired by
tbe vile murder and tbe effect tt might cause.

Stambuloff, so that the latter might take care.

Naum Tufektflchlew, the murderer of Bolts-
chew and Wnlkowwitsoh, baa been specially
appointed to tbe departmental section for the
study of the Central railway, so that he may
1M in Sofia with nothing to do, and may thus
be able to oocnpyhlmselt with the direction of
tbe band. As soon as the affair 1B well ar-
ranged he will leave Sofia in order not to u>
here on the day ot the mnrder.

This projected murder Is also known to Bats-
cbo Petrow.

These statements I have written In order
that It may be known' that the plan of the mar
derers was known to me, and that, sooner oi
later, my friends and my children may de-
mand their punishment.

A Brntal Hnrder.
The murder of M, Stambuloff was bru-

tal in tho extreme. He was stabbed, shot,
backed and beaten in a most terrible man*

by his assailants, who stopped bis car-
riage whllo be was returning home during
tbo evening of July 15 from tho Union
club, accompanied by a oollejiguo, M.
Petooff. Both of the ex-premier's hands
were obopped, one wrist was almost sev-
ered from the arm, he was repeatedly stab-
bed about th body and shot In the head.
After ho fell ho assassins continued stab-
bing and hacking htm until compelled •
runaway.

The mnrder is said to have boon com-
mitted within sight of a number of gen-
darmes, who ran away with the murderers
and modem attempt to catch them. Both
of M. Stambulofi's bands were amputated
previous to his death.

The ex-premier was known as the "Bis-
marck of Bulgaria" and had acted as re-
gent during *he absence from bis country
of Prince Ferdinand of Bulgaria, The lat-
ter, whoso name has been mentioned in
connection with the conspirators who
brought about the murder of the groat
Bulgarian statesman, was at Carlsbad
when the orime was committed, and *
Bent. the following telegram to Mmu.
Stambuloff:

Filled with indignation and sorrow
and only desirous, In tho presence of this
terrible event, of romoinboring the eminent
qualities of htm who rendered each mom-
orablo services to Bulgarlu, I once more
join uay most profound and sorrowful con-
dolence to your tears and pray God to sup-
port you In this great sorrow."

Mine. Stambalocrs Statement.
The ex-premier's widow has been untir-

ing in her efforts to bring his murdercra
to justice. In an interview somo time after
the murder sho was quoted as Baying: •

"My accusation is specially directed
against M. Natschowltsch, but I cannot ex-
oulpato M. Stollou* (tho premier), although
I cannot conceive why ho should bo pxoju-

flioed against my husbniul, ivltlj whom be
bad always been Jorm^rly on u most
friendly footing. I mn not surprised at
anything which M. Natfichewitsch does, as
his pnst speaks against him. When, four
years ago, M. Beltechuw was struck by a
bullet intended for M. .StaiubulofT, M,
Natsobewltsch caiue to me and asked for the
measurements of my husband'B shirt, as
ho wished to have a bullet proof shirt
mode for my husband in Vienna. I gave
him. the mcaetiroiuenta and a fortnight
later he brought the shirt;, which, as expe-
rlence proved, afforded jirotectlon against
revolver bullets.

My husband, however, disliked articles
of clothing whloh restricted his freedom of
movement, and he. never wore tho shirt'
Only M. Natschowitsch, my husband and I
know or the existence of this shirt, and I
alone was aware thut M. Stambuloff never
wore i t My husband hod not a Biogle
wound on his body. They were all on his
head. Judgo for yourself whether that is
not a startling fact."

The Svoboda of Sofia, on July 26, 1805,
oontained a letter written by a peasant of
tbe village of Novi SeUzi, dated July 15.
It stated that on that day, which was the
one on which duck shooting commenced,
StamlmlotE had driven out to open the sea-
son, Thero 1B a well known marsh there
called Borlevo, and since christened Rob-
ertovo. Soon after Stumbuloff had been
ihooting, a band of rough looking Individ*
aals, armed to the teeth, arrived and In-
quired of the villagers whore was the
Barlevo lagoon. Knowing tlsnt Stombuloff
was thero und not liking tho looks of the
party, the men purposely misguided them
and thus probably saved Btuinbuloff'B life
for two daya.

The writer concluded with an expres-
sion of satisfaction that tho communal
land of his village had nob witnessed the
assassination of StambulotI on tho same
•pot whuru a taw years previously he hod
been Bhootlng wltii tho Duke of Parma,
tb.e prince's father-in-law.
