El Liberal publishes an lntorviow with
3onor Sngnsta, tho Liberal loader, in
(vbioh he is quoted as saying thnt Spain
biiH the BTmpnthy of Enropo in imtlntaln-
Ing her sovereignty In Cuba, but that Eu-
rope doslrcB tho establishment of reforms
In that Island.

Senor Sugasta Is aleo quoted as Baying
that he bolievoa Sonor Cnnovfts del Castillo
ts only w nit lug for a report from Captain
Goneral Weyler to tho effect thnt lip has
jlenred the province of Flnnr del Bio of
Insurgents in order to grant roforms which
sill be followed by autonomy.

Continuing, Senor Sagastn declared, that;

" I t is known to Senor de Lomo, and
equally to Secretary Olney, that ovory rep-
resentative of a .European government now
In Washington has received instructions
that the instant the United States official-
ly espouses the cause of Cuba against tho
powor of Spain a protest will be entered at
the state department. This protest Is not
to be oonBldered as a war ahallongo to tills
govormnent. I t will be Blmply n diplo-
matic hint thufc Europe has called a halt
on our pretensions of. protector to all
American colonies. In other words, the
powers of Enropo havo reached tho agree:
mont that this government must prove its
ability to enforco tho Monroe doctrine.
France and Germany have been by far the
most prompt and aggressive In coming to
this conclusion.

Denials JDlsprore Nothing.
"The fact that their foreign offices now

deny that they nre preparing to throw
themselves into tlio broach disproves noth-
ing. Tbo governments of Enropo, In dip-
lomatlo parlance, aro absolutely,ignorant
that the relations betweon tbo United
States and Spain aro not of tho most
amicable oharaotor. Thoy have roceived
DO official notification of the existing
difficulties, Until such a communication
ts received no government is supposed to
convey to another country the least hint
of what course wilt be followed in an
emergency. Notwithstanding this usual
procedure, it is a no'tnble fact that the offi-
cial organs of the French republic and the
Russian empiropublished simultaneously,
on Nov. 6, 1800, an editorial in which
they eraphaticnlly doniod the rumor that
their respective governments would, In
case of troublo botween tbe United States
and Spain, espouEo tho cause of tho for-
mer. They assured Spain that both govern-
ments would presorvo a strict neutrality
up to a certain point. :

"'This.utterance from two of tho most
prominent powers of Europo was most
significant. It was immediately cabled to
Senor de Lomo by tho political agonts of
Spain at Paris and St. Petersburg and by
him communicated to Secretary Olney.

" Germnny has not yet publicly expressed
an opinion, nor has Great Britain. But
Germany Is not idly watching develop-
ments. Spain has received several Inti-
mations that the war lord will not allow
her to bo deprived of her richest colony by
American interference. Tho state depart-
ment Is cognizant of a Bide move on tho
part of Germany that we cannot avoid con-
ildering unfriendly. Germany is now on-
gaged In browbeating Denmark into sell-
ing her possessions in tho West Indies
Germany wants a foothold in tho nriw
world. But most of all she desires to be
in a position where she am place limita-
tions on what Europo terms our self estab-
lished dictatorship."

The DaautleM Muddle,
WASHINGTON, DOG, 80.—For the first

fclmo Blnco the present strugglo in Cuba
began this government has given permis-
sion to a customs official to cloar &r Cuba
a vessel loaded, according to her manifest,
with munitions of war and presumably
intended for tho insurgent army. Tho
vessol in this case Is tho woll lenown and

yesterday the secretary of tho treasury re-
oeived a telegram from the attorney for
tho ownors of tho Dauntless at Jackson-
ville stating that the ownors of tho Daunt-
less nnd fcer cargo would apply to tho col-
lector of customs at Jacksonville- for

clearance to a Culuin port with it cargo
of anus, etatinjr, howovur, tlmt tho oaths
ronulred by the statutes would not bo
taken. The question was asked whether
under these circumstances papers would
bo Issued. Ltitor In tbo day a telegram
wag received from tho collector at Jack-
sonville stating that application to olear
tho Dauntless for tho port of Nuevitas,
Cuba, with a cargo of arms, had been
jnado aud asking instructions Today the
eocrotary ropllcd substantially as follows:

"If tho muster of ttie vessel and the own-
ors, shippers and consignors of the cargo
comply fully with all tho laws and regula-
tions concerning tlio manifest and take tho
oaths required, you may grant a clearance
to Nuovltas, Cuba. Tho oaths must bo
taken and subscribed in writing, as re-
quired by sections 411)7, 4198 and -1200 of
tho Revised*Statutes."

The portnamod in the application as tho
destination of tho cargo is on the northern
coast of Cuba and is occupied by tho Span-
ish forces, Tho treasury officials, thero-
foro, aro of tho opinion that tho oaths re-
quired by the statutes will not be taken.

Don Carlos Bubbles Again.
LONDON1, Deo. SO.—A special dispatch,

from Madrid says that Don Carlos, tho
Spanish protonder, again denies that he
will resign tho leadership of the Carllat
party In favor of his son, Don Jayrao,
who, the fatlior ndds, is In perfect accord
with him on tho question. In regard to
Cuba Don Carlos believes that Spain ought
to eoncodo Cuba administrative auton-
omy, with a vlooroy of tho royal blood. As
to the insurrection in tho Philippine is-
lands, Don Carlos gays that the recent
events there will weaken the prestige of
tho religious orders. Referring M homo
politics, Don Carlos Is quoted as paying
that the politicians of Spain aro worthless
and only unite out of deslro for olHco. Tho
Innsses, howover, ho assorts, are standing
together. In concluston Don Carlos Is said
to havo remarked that the formation of
a national government Is at present im-
possible.

Bp&In'i Philippine Bulletin.
MADRID, Deo. 80.—A special dispatch

recolved here from Manilla says that the
Spaniards under General Maceo In two eu-
ragenients have defeated the insurgents,
Killing 107 of tho lutior. The Spanish loss
was Bmall. The insurgents have captured
tho seaport of Moron, province of Bataan.
General Bios has driven the lnBurgenti
out of Balinag, killing 860 of them.

.Want the Bullion Stored.
DENVEK, Deo. 80.—Governor Molntyre

hasrecolvod a letter from State Senator O.
W. Beulo of Nebraska proposing that tho
Colorado legislature appropriate money to
construct a depository at Denver for illver
bullion. Boalo's Idea Is to have the bul-
lion deposited and certificates to be used
as money by the people. Boale says if ho
can get any encouragement from silver
producing states he will introduce a bill
to that effect In tho Nebraska senate.

THE IRISH BOG SLIDE.

A Boating Mass Sweeps Unchecked Into
the Lake of KIMarcey.

DUBLIN, DOC 29.—During last night
and today the terrible bog elide at Castle
Island, County Kerry, continued un-
checked, a copiouB rainfall helping the
movement.

The mass of bog, a mile and a half wide,
roars like the ocean, carries away bridgos
and roads, destroying houses and farms,
sweeping through the valley and emptying
peat, carcasses of cows, eh cop and donkey a

:ul dobria of houses into the hike of Klllor-
nuy.

The people living In the direction the
bog slido Is coming have fled, nnd the po-
lice aro arriving on all Bides to search for
bodies.

Lord Konmare has caused a cordon of
guards to be drawn around tho Elide In
order to provouC tho loss of life.

The greatest excitement prevails in the
vicinity, and all the houses there aro opon
to receive the hundreds of people rendered
homeless by the disaster.

The remarkable slldo of bog land in
County Kerry begun yesterday and over-
whelmed tho entire family of 16 persons of
Mr. Donnelly, steward for Lord Kenmore,
whoso residence, Killarney House, is at
Killarnoy.

Tho whole aspect of the county has.been
changed, and, while it Is known that the
Donnelly household was swept to death, it
Is not known how many others were over-
whelmed in tho first movement of bog
land.
, The heavy rains that have been falling
111 thut part of Iruluud uru tho cause of tho
fatal landslide, tbo water percolating
through the soil and loosoningtne elevated.
hill of earth, which scorns to havo slipped
into tho bog and forced a wave of mud
down to tho beautiful lake of Killarney.

The district affected is one of tho most
picturesque in Ireland, and the beauty of
the lakes Is fumous tho world over.

The movement of tho slide is to the
southwest, toward tho river Flesk, which
was practically bloaked by tho debris, and
tho electric lighting plants whoso dynamos
wore run by the river were rendered use-
