There is a strong movement throughoul

he State In favor of reducing the number of
ounty Freeholders and electing them from

holo county, instead of by wards and
It Is proposed to have boards of

ive members, adequately paid, and to re
i them to give their daily attention to tbe

work. The deficiencies of the present system
are given as the reason for tho change, and
tbe complaint in the agricultural counties
seems to be well founded. This is especially
the case iu counties where extensive publi
works have been prosecuted, such as the con-
itruction of county highways.

The principle which is generally acepptec
ay statesmen as the best for successful gov-
irnment Is a large body of representatives for
legislative work, and a smalt body of officials
[or executive buBine-s. When both the leg-
islative and the executive duties are neces-
sarily confided to oue body difficulty arises fi
tpplyiug the principle, and the decision must
lepend upon the character of the work re-
quired and the capacity of the voters to dis-
criminate in the choice of officials.

In the Board of Freeholders the legUlatlvi
duties have not been of especial importance,

ttie great majority of the counties thi
duty of the members has been chiefly tc
supervise public work and institutions, a tasl

bich could b9 more acceptably performed
by a smaller body and by engineers. The tax
levy itself consists of dividing the cost amonj
he smaller municipalities on a fixed rule, am
the appropriations are regulated by necessity
and by State legislation to an extent no
often found In other branches of government
It would appear, therefore, that a small
body, which shou'd be executive rather than
legislative In its character, would be likely tc
produce b tter results than the larger repre-
sentative bodies which now prevail. As
however, there remain legislative tasks tc
perform the county body should not consul
of fewer than five members, and should,
course, be elect ive.—Sunday Call
