Vwful Experience of the Crew of
Schooner Nahum Cbapin.

NINE PEESONS PEEISHED.

the Tenet Wai Washed by tbe Storm Up
to WltUln a Few Hundred Yardi of

the Shore—One Woman and Her
Child Amopff the Drowned*

QUOGOE, N. T,, Jan. 31.—Tho three
masted Bohooner Kuimni Ghapin, Captain
Amy, of Kocklaad, Mo., from Baltimore
for Boston, was lbst within 800 yards of
tho shore at this place early today, and her
crew of nine men perished miserably within
eight of hundreds .of mon and women, who
oould do nothing to liolp them.

The vessel for tbroo hours pounded up
higher and higher; upon the hard, sandy
boaoh. Thou with a crash she went to
pieces, and one by one tho nine sailors on
her, who could plainly be seen clinging to
her rigging, wore engulfed with the wreck-
Bge and died within hulling distance of
the life savors on shoro.

I t was raining Juml when the captain
came ashore. It was nob exactly foggy,
but the rain was ilno and thick, and a sort
of white mist enveloped the face of the
ocean and hid from vlow oven the tops of
the huge waves ns they came tumbling In.
A stiff breeze of about 80 miles an hour
was blowing from.the southeast. The surf
was unusually high, ami tho waves beat In
upon the bench with great fury.

The town of Quoguo strotchos down to
the ocean side. The sandy stretch of Fire
Island Is away some miles to tho eaBt, and
nothing interposes to save the town from
tho beat of tho ocean, Tho boaoh here Is
hard and wide. About 400 or 600 yards
out at sea Is a sandy bar whloh is not to
be seen even at very low tide The waves
rlpplo over it whon the sou is calm, but In
a gale or in a high ecu tho waves run high
above tho bar.

It was at a few pjiinutos before 4 o'clock
this morning that tho wrenk occurred.
The storm was at-its worst at tlmfc timo.
The villagers say time it was the worst
storm this port of Long Island has known
in years. c

Discovery or the Wreck.
The patrol fromjtho Ufo saving station

was on his beat. Suddenly above the roar
came a faint, shrill cry, not unmusical,
weird and full of licnuiugto tho practiced
car of the patrol, for it was the waiting of
the fog horns that sailing vessels carry.
Then through the darkncBs flashed a vivid
light, tho glare of q. rocket For an instant
the white mist disappeared as though the
cartain were thrust aside, and, coming
mndly before the j gala, the man on the
beach saw a tbrea mosteoV sohoonor, her
satis in shreda, beating in linrd upon the
beMb, nQt^^ r^Vr^ ' -, chore.

She struck the bar and then careened
over on one side. It was the work of but
a few moments for tho patrol to give the
signal to the station to whloh he belonged,
and in a few niinutos at tho most the life
saving crew was on its way.to the place,
its cannon and lifeboat hounding over the
beach, with the mon pushing and tugging
at them and donning their life preservers
and oilskins as they ran.

By the time they reached the spot near-
est the vessel tho alarm had reached the
village, and dozens of townsfolk had gath-
ered to watch tho work of the crew and to
help If possible too.

The vessel had come ashore almost in
tho very center of the village. From the
stops of the churches when daylight came
the peoplo could look down tho main street
And on tho life savers on the beach, and a
fow hundred yards farthor out tho vessel
beating in tho surf and the men clinging
to tho rigging.

At first the life savers built a fire on tho
beach, and then they placed a signal to let
those on the ship know that they were
about to send them a rope. At that time
only the dull outlines of the vessel, framed
In the angry surf, could be made out, but
soon It began to got a little brighter, and
the crew of the vessol could be made out
clinging to tho rigging.

Fntlle Effort! at Beioue.
A rope was thon fired from tho mortar.. I t

struck tho vessel, hung for a socond across
her yards and then fell into the sea.. Then
another rope was fired. This timo the rope
landed safe and secure In the rigging. The
men on the vessol managed to secure it,
but could not mako it fast to the vessel.
This rope was lost, as was a third .that
was Bent out a short time later. The men
on the vessol could catch the ropes, but
they could not secure them tothosohooner.
The storm was at its worst, and the masts
of the vessel were swinging to and fro,
striking the surf almost at evory dip.

Tho vessel in the meantime had been
madooutto.be a three masted schooner.
She was at daybreak within 850 yards of
the shore and bent Ing in farther and far-
ther overy. minuto.

The life savors and. those on tho beach
could make out nine men in the rigging.
Six of the mon wuro clinging to the fore-
mast rigging, and three men woro on the
jib boom. If thero wore others on tho vessel,
they could not bo miwlo out nnd Imd prob-
ably been lost before that time.

I t was not known whether the vessel had
lost her bearings or whother she had sprung
a leak and had been boachod by her cap-
tain in a vain hope of saving her.

Tho life savors on the beaoh and the
crowd, which by this time had grown to
great size, cried out from time to time to
those on the vessol to hold on, that help
was near, and that j\ist as soon as tho sea
went down, as it would with tho day, all
would bo well, and a faint cry come back
every now and thon from tho wreck.

Soveral attempts were made to launoh a
boat, but tho sea was so terrlflo that it was
nothing but death to duro venture out, and
tho boats could not pass tho first breaker.

"VS'hon 0 o'clock came, it was seen that
tho vossol was undoubtedly doomed and
that thore was but little hopo for the men.

Tho sea was worse than over. Tho gale
was somothihg torriQc, and to mako mat-
tors worso it could plainly bo scon that tho
vessel was rapidly breaking up. She was
then hardly more than 800 yards from the
shore, and tho whole villago had turned
out in tho * ruin to watch the struggling
vossol in her last throea

The End of the Straggle.
In another hour tho mon of tho life sav-

ing station did all in tholr power to.get
nseietanco out to tho doomed men, but it
was impossible, and finally, at a fow min-
utes Iwforo 7 o'clock, it wus ovidont to all
that tho end was near at baud.

Tho vessol had at that time beaten her
way up upon the bench to within 800
yards of the village, and every sea drove
her farther up siind.

Tho vessel Imd beon sinking. [Her decks
were all undur water. Only tho musts and
jib boom's oud, to which Once of tho uien

were clinging, could be seen, With every
wave these men on tho jib boom were bur-
ied in the sea and hidden from the sight of
those on tho beach. At last a huge wave
came along, and when it had passed over
the jib boom one man was missing.

Three men hod been on the spar before
that wave dashed ovor it. Now only two
could bo seen. One man had been washed
away. Ho was never seen again.

Other waves Bwept over tho Bhip, and
five minutes later another man waB swept
from the jib boom, and but one man could
be Been dinging to the spar. He held on
to tho last. The six men clinging to the
rigging of the foremast had been safe up
to tills time, but tho sea began to dash.
over them evory now and then.

It was 7 o'clock almost to the minuto
when the end of it all came.

The vessel begun to go to pieces rapidly.
Great plunks, loosened from tho hull, wora
Bwopt in upon tho boach on tho tops of tho
waves.

Then the masts began to whirl around,
and tho life saving crew know that they
would soon be rooted up from the hull of;
the vessel. In a fow minutes the mlzzen-
jnast came down with a crush, and at the
same moment a cry from tho six men in
the rigging of the foremast told those on
tho bank that it was all over.

The mainmast and the foromaBt fell over
after the other. Tho mainmast bent,'and
then the foremast sprang up into the air
and fell back. The nix mon went down
with it, They could bo plainly scon, and
tholr cries as their last hold disappeared
oould be heard by those on tho beach,

In a few moments great quantities of
wreckage began to ooino ashore. The name
of tho vessel was not known up to that
time, hut on a ploco of the wrcckago that
ouuio ushuro her name was to be made out.

At the last moment it was seen that two
of thogo who wero clinging to the rigging
of the foremast woro not men, as had beon
supposed, but that one was a woman and
tho other was a child.

A Melange From the Boa.
ST. AUGUSTINE, Fla., Jan. 31.—A bottle

has been picked up on South beach, seven
miles below here, which contained a mes-
sage stating that tho bark Ladras had
foundered at Ren, on Jan. 15. Tho message
was written on soveral small sheets of pa-
per and was signed by Captain Gonzales.
It was a log of tho vessel from tho time she
loft pork until sho foundered.

Ashore at Old Point.
NORFOLK, Jan. SI.—The Bteamer Char-

lotto of the Southern Hallway lino, out-
bound for Baltimore and heavily freighted,
went ashore at Old Point. Tho tug Pied-
mont went to her aid.

Shipments of Poor Wool From Baiala.
WASHINGTON, Jan, 91.—Much of the

wool which is exported in largo quantities
from Russia to the United States, entering
principally at Now York and Philadelphia,
is being adulterated with "sour wool,"
gathered from tho clippings of sheepskins
made into clothing. "This "sour wool,"
according to United States Consul Hoenan
at Odessa, is nearly worthleBa to our-'man-
ofaoturors, In anticipation of tbe taking
of wool from tho freo list, large quantities
are being hurried to the United States.

Fatal Quarrel About m Girl.
CYNTBIANA, Ky., Jan. 21.— JohnDaoey

and Benjamin S. Dryman had been pay-
ing attention to Jennie Hillery and on sov-
eral occasions quarreled. While Dacey was
driving with Miss Hillory Dryman met
them. Both men drew their pistols. Dacoy
fired two shots, both taking effect in Diy-
lnan'sbody. He died in a few minutes.
One shot from Dryman'B pistol pierced
Daoey's brain, and ho lived but a few
hours. The girl may lose her mind.

Taro Flour From Hawaii.
SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 31.—An interest-

ing item on tho manifest of tho Btoamship
Australia. jUBt arrived from Honolulu, is
804 bags of taro flour, the principal in-
gredient in the famous Hawaiian dish
known as pol. So far as known, this is the
first shipment of flour ever received here.
It is consigned to Chicago. The flour is
made from tho taro root.

THEEE MEN LYNCHED.
One of the Cotton Family Murderers Ban*

ed Bt tlie Stake by a Irfiulslana Hob.
NEW OHLEAKS, Jan. 20.—John John-

son, murderer of tho Cotton family, was
burned at tho stake by a mob In front of
the Cotton residence, near Ajnito City,
early today. Archibald Joiner, a confed-
erate, and another negro murderer were
hanged by the mob.

Gus Williams, the third man lynched,
ffas accused of murdering his wife. All
throo of the men killed were negroes.
Johnson and Joinor, according to tbe con-
fession of tho former, were guilty of th»
murder of five members of the Cotton
family near hero some time ago.

Johnson and Joiner were brought to
Amtto City from New Orleans yesterday
to plead to tho indictments against them,
and after the bearing were remanded with-
Dutbail. During th» day a party of men
lulled at tho jail ana Johnson made his
confession. According to his story, the
murder of the family was peculiarly
brutal. He said that he had always liked
tho Cotton family, and would not haye
harmed them had it not been for the foot
that he was bullied Into what ho hod done.
He wont to the house armed with an ax,
jot to hurt any of the members of the
household, but to prevent their escaping,
as ho had boon told to watoh a door. Th»
murdor, Johnson said, was planned by
Bud MoEnlght, a white man who was a
Bultor of tho girl, Maude Miller, whose
mother, Mrs. Cotton, whipped her for al-
lowing MoKulght'B attentions. This Is
the only motive ho knew for the crimes.
Ho said Aroh Joiner shot Cotton, the bead
of the household, with a gun, then struck
Merven StevenB, the son of Mrs. Agnes
Stevens, with on ox, on the forehead,
knocking him bock on the bed and killing
him. Joiner finished the men and then
went Into tho room whioh was occupied
by Mrs. Stevens, Mrs. Cotton and Lizzie
Miller, with Maude and soveral children,
and killed the threo womon.

HOOH EXECUTED.

Tli« Murderer of Minnie In(>nall P i t
to Death In the Chair.

AUBUltN, Jan. 20.—John Hooh went to
his death in the electrical choir at a fow
minutes before 1 o'clock this afternoon.
The exooution was entirely successful.

The crime for whioh John Hoob paid
the death penalty was the murder on July
10, 1805, of an lnnooont le-yoor-old. girl,
Minnies Ingorsoll, who lived with her
brother Engono and an old man named
Nicholas Strife at Chapel Hill, a short dis-
tance from Lowvlllo. Hooh was In lovt
with tho girl, but she hod repulsed htm,
and for this ho determined to kill her. Ha
went to her homo on the evening of July
10, secreted himself near tho barn, and
whon tho girl and Strife appeared he fired.
She was instantly killed and Strife was
badly wounded, but roooycred. Hooh fled,
but WOB captured the next morning about
8 o'clock by a posso. He was tried a t Iiow-
vlllo and convicted. He was sentenced to
die in the prison here Jan. 98,1896, Trat
an appeal was taken and a new trial
granted. Tho verdict In the second tril l
was murder In tho first degree, and tat
week beginning Jan. 17 was the time flxtd
•for Ms electrocution.
