Property In Philadelphia Worth Near-

ly $3,000,000 Burned.

WHOLE BLO0K DESTROYED,

Beveral Deaths Indirectly Caused by tha
Firs—Work of the Volunteers In

Wanamakftr'i Store—Confla-
grations Elsewhere*

PHILADELPHIA, Jan. 26.—The largest
flre that has visited this olty for years
broke out early today In the block honnded
by Thirteenth and Juniper and Market
and Filbert streeta. When It was brought
under control nt 10:80 a. m., It had de-
stroyed 80 buildings nnd had caused money
losses estimated in the aggregate at be-
tween $8,500,000 and f3,000,000. The dry
poods Btoro of John Wana.naker was on
flre for a time and was saved from destruc-
tion by great exertions, •

The flre originated In tho basoraont of
Hanscom Bros.1 grocery store at 1817 Mar-
ket Btrcot. The flames jumped to Dennett's
restaurant on the cost and the umbrella
rttore of Hirsoh Bros, on tho west. Alt of
tho buildings were six stories high, and
nothing but tho wnlla wns soon loft stand-
ing. The cloak storo of Blum Bros., ad-
joining Hirsoh Bros., noxt caught, and
tho eight story building of Dunlap Brds.,
fancy printers, at 1316, 1818 and 1820 Fil-
bert street, nnd tlio flamos soon ate their
wny through tho big storo.

The roof and tower of Wnnamaker's dry
goods storo on the south side of market
street, directly opposite tho flre, wero then
seen to be ablaze, and tho firemen turiied
their attention to saving thorn. The wenthei
was bitterly cold and rendered the work
of the firemen difficult. A general alarm
was sent In, but several fires In other potts
of tho city delayed tho assembling of the
entire department. *

The flro in Wanamaker's was confined
to the Market street end. The big orna-
mental tower nt tho Thirteenth and Mar-
ket street corner- of the store was com-
pletely burned out. The towor contained
a handsome elook and chime of bel,lu.
These fell with a crush through to the
basement at 9 a. m. Tho roof of the build*
ing, which covers the large blook bounded
by Chestnut, Market, Thirteenth and Ju-
niper streets, was filled with city firemen
and members oi1 Wamimakor's flro bri-
gade. •-
: Effective Amatenr Flre Fighter*.

In the store about 4,200 persons ore em
ployed, and as many of tho inou in this
army as could bo of u BO in fighting tlio
flames wero admitted to the store. The
precautions thnt the inflammable nature
of tho contents of the structure had made
necessary made the work of tho trained
flre brigade very effective. ,

The flames ware discovered by John
Wagnor, aroaerve policeman, who was
passing tho Hanscom building -at 6150;
o'oloolc. He immod lately turned in an
alarm, but before tho engines reached the
scone tho entire rear portions of Hanscoraa'
and Dennett's restaurant were ablaze. . A
second alarm was then sent in, nnd a few
moments later n general alarm was sound*
ed. Immediately ndjoiningHnnsoom Bros.
on the west was tho five story building oc-
cupied by Blum Bros,, manufacturers ;of
women's oloaks. The flames spread Bwif tly
to this building, and Itwas soon a mass- of
flames, Tho water seemed almost to freeze
before It touched the buildings, so cold was
the weather. Tho next building on the
west to bo burned was that occupied by
George Marshall as a restaurant; then
came the hat manufactory of, George B.
Wells at 1820 Markqt street, anil the rear
of tho wholesale grocery of Showell •&
Fryer at 1825.

The umbrella manufactory of Hirsoh
Bros., one * of the largest In the world,
whloh adjolnod Dennett's restaurant, had
caught lire In tho meantime, and In half
an hour tho beautiful eight story building,
extending from 1800 to 1816 Market street,
was a mass of flamos. On the east of the
Hlrsch building, between 1800 and 1815
Market street, were the following tenants:
The Mizpah restaurant, No. 1800; Sterner
& Ball, wholesale and retail cigar dealers;
No. 1805; the wholesale and retail confeo-
tlonery of A. Nickolacky, No. 1808, and the
drug store of H. Hlllmannat No. 1801; the
upper story of which was oooupied by Pot-
ter Bros. OS a photograph gallery. i

Other Saildlniji Burned.

On the north Bldo of Hirsoh Bros, 'factory,
Immediately across Silver street, stood the
now seven story building of Dunlap Bros.,
said to be tho only printing firm in the
state with a capacity for printing tho pres-
ent blanket Australian ballots. This build-
ing extended from 1806. to 1810, Filbert
street and was 100 foot deep. The first
floors were occupied by tho Collins Cor-
rlnge company. Tho flames swept through
this big structure nnd burned i t out
completely. The small buildings on Silver
street, running west from Thirteenth • to
Juniper, were all burned out. Tho Bhop of
Lewis HavenB, a contractor, caught flre
from the rear of Blum Bros., and three
firemen were caught by a falling wall.
Frank Piper of Engine company No. 80
was the only man seriously injured. [

At 8:15 a, m. the flro was discovered
breaking out in tho tower of Wanaraaker'p.
A stream of water from ono of tho water
towers wns run up to tho structure, but
the supply of wator wns oithcr too small
or the appnratus defective, and tho stream
would not reach. Whon the .tower col-
lapsed, 45 minutes later, tho clock fell
through to the first floor. Two lines of
hoso wero then got on top of the structure,
and tho flames wero soon got under con-
trol. The fire hnd been confined en-
tirely to tho Market street front, and tho
loss sustained by Mr, Wanamakor was
principally In tho destruction, of his clock
and ohlmes and tho breaking of all the
large plate glass windows on Market
street. Thoroof of tho building was ablaze
at one tlmo, and it soonied as though tho
structure wns doomed, but the hoso oper-
ated by tho employees of thoestablishment
kept the flre within bounds.

Up to this tlmo tho flames hnd been con-
fined to the block bounded by Filbert street
on tho norlb. Thirteenth on. tho east, Mar-
ket on tho Bouth and Juniper stroot on the
west Tho wind was blowing from the
west and carried tho flaraea Into tho rear
of tho buildings on Thirteenth stroot The
first building to catch firo horo was that
of Jacob Miller, men's furnishing goods,
at No 0. Thon came tho cigar factory of
L. Tarbliss&Cd at No. 8; A. McCmin &
Co., manufacturers of picture f rnmos, N os.
10 and 12; K.Plthor, dry goads, No. 14; S.
H. Shull, drugs, No. 10; Hoine's bnkoty,
No. 18; tho Cnfo do Blamberg, No. 20;
Budd & KIto, jowclern, No. 22: tlio private
rosidenco and barber shop nt No. 34; Ha-
bor & Wubor, dry goods, No. 2Q; J. H.
Stall, jowolar; William II. StioCf, wall iia-
per manufacturer, No. SB; Foloy'a rcstuu-
ranfc, No. U0, nud Jauios Furlong's saloon

c N' a. 82 nnd 84. All of theso buildings
were burned out, nntbing being left Btond-
Ing but tho bare walls.

Dn.traotlon an Jtinfper fitr.et.
The flames ato tbetr way almost directly

northwest from the rear of Blum Bros.'
building, burning out tho rear of Showell
& Fryer's grocery. Tho rear part of 7, 9,
11, 18, IE, 17, 10, 21, S3 and 25 North
Juniper stroot, which wero used as law of-
fices and private residences, was complete-
ly burnnd out, leaving only the front walls
standing In Borne casol' Tho flames com-
municated with 1803 Filbert street from
tho rear of Furlong's saloon and quickly
burned out Nos. 1802 |nd 1804, dwellings
occupied by lawyera. ^

While tho flro was at> Its height flames
wore discovered on the windo\r sashes on
the sldaof tho cltyliall wlilch was exposed
to the heat. The city hall Hre department
ran a line of hoso to the rooi and In a few
minutes hud the structure free from dan-
ger.

Previous to the breaking out of the big
flre there were two - other flros within a
half mile of Wanamaker's, nnd just about
the time tho flreraon hod gained control of
the great conflagration an alarm coming
from a point within four blocks caused a
part of tho flro lighters to hurry away with
their engines. Between 8 and 4 a. m. an
alarm had brought, the firemen to B38
Chestnut street, where ;,Hanics had broken
out in the fifth story of tho building occu-
pied by O. S. Bunnell, a wholesale station-
er. Tho flro caused a loss of about (10,000.

JuBt beforo 6 o'clock, another nro BUirkkl
on the sixth floor of the carpet store, of
John & James Dabsonj 808, 810 and 813
Chestnut streot. By hard work tho flames
wero confined to tho sixth story, but the
water soaked through^every floor to tho
basement Tho stare was filled with ex-
pensive carpets, rugs {$)d upholstery, and
tho loss caused 7-y water and smoke exceed-
ed $100,000. T r :

At 10:80 a. m. a defootlvo flue started a
flre in Cochron's1 oyster house, 005 Filbert
street, four blocks .from whero the big flre
was raging on the same stroot. The flames
horo wore confined to' the third story and
tho losa to 13,000. ' '..;

Thrilling incidents were not wanting.
While tho flro was at Its height an em-
ployee of tho carpet flrnvof Ivlns, Dletz &
Magoe, whoso building is in tho block be-
low that devastated by;tho flames on Mar-
ket street, was overcome by tho excitement
and suddenly dropped dead.

Jnmos Furlong, proprietor of tho saloon
at the corner of .Juniper^ and Filbort streets,
is critically 111 'of pneumonia. Whon tho
flumes began to eat their way to his place,
a squad of firemen carrlod him from his
sickbed into the bleak-:Strcots, and he was
hurriedly taken to a nearby hotel. Tho
excitement and Bhook jbnny cost him his
Wo. '• I

Shortly before noonja second flroinnn
wns Injured—William!Qcrmon, aged 83
years, asslBtant foreman of Company No.

Had tho fire occurred nn hour or two

later the results cW.puld 'have been appall-
ing. Tho burned 'district is in the very
hoavtpf tho businosrogjter of. the oltjr,
aorbss the way from'1"tho 'nuimmbui olty
hall and around the corner from the Penn-
sylvania railroad'station. The blazo had
not been under way a half hour.before the
thousands of employees of tho destroyed
buslnoas bouses bogan nooking uo the scene
to begin their dally work. Many of the
larger establishments, Including Wana-
makor's, employed a largo majority :ot
women and girls, and had the disaster come
during business hours a panlo with its
consequent loss of life would have been in-
evitable.

SYRACUSE, Jan. 26.—A flrewhloh at one

tlmo threatened to destroy the business
portion of the city broko out in the oloak
establishment of the New York Cloak
company. A ealo was blowing, and' the
thermometer was down about the zero
point, making the successful fighting,ol
the fire a work of difficulty. The flumes
spread rapidly, and within a short time the
two adjoining buildings to tho north wen
a mass of flames. Tho water froze almori
as Boon as it was thrown on the buildings,
and the firemon wero masses of' ice.

A Measure Whicli Is Expected to

Speedily Restore Peace.

IT IS AUT0N0MY-ALM0ST.

Tlin Parliament to lie Electud-"Cncle
Ram" to Be the Ouurnntor—Mnrtlnni

Cnuipon Will Kuexceed Weylor
and Carry Out ilie Reform*.

NEW YORK, Jan. £8.—The Havana cor-
respondent o£ tho New York Evening Tele-
gram 1IHB Bcut via Koy West tho following
disputuh to his pnper: 1 havu GOOD tin abso-
lutely authentic druft of the home rule
measure which Spain is about to concede
to Cuba.

The act providos for a legislative assem-
bly wholly elective by an enlarged suffrage
and composed of a senate and lower house.
Besides having tho Bole power to vote an

ipocial budget of tlio island, this chamber
has full power to draw up and control the
budget of what may be termed the Imperi-
al expenses, or the expenses of the army
and navy of Spain, In BO fur as they ore
legitimately to be shared by Cuba.

This budget of muterlnl expenses will
bo eont to Madrid for the approval of the
cortes.

With the governor goneral is vested tho
powor to appoint all oflloiuls to the Cuban
government, with the exception of the di-
rectors general or collectors of the ports
and secretaries general of tho governor and
oivil governors of tho provinces, who are
to be selected by popular vote.

All officials who shall be appointed by
the govornor goneral must be confirmed by
the assembly created by the reform meas-
ure In the same way that federal appoint-
monts require confirmation by tho senate
in tho Unite 1 States.

This "deiutnciou unloa," or "consejo
dt admlnistrjiclon,1' as the Cuban assem-
bly will be called, will have full and ex-
clusive power to Initiate all money and
tariff bills, and no bill of this nature can
bo presented or considered by the Madrid
government until it has been approved by
the Cuban assembly.

Tho reform measure was read to Mr. Ol-
noy, in Washington, last December by
Minister de Lomo and met his unqualified
approval. Some slight changes have been
mode by tlio colonial minister and counoll
of state at Madrid slnco Secretary Olney
gave his approval. I t is stated, however,
that they are unimportant, mora of lan-
guage than of provision.

(Taela Sam mi Guarantor,
Liberal as these concessions seem, I do

not bellove the Cubans will accept any
agreement to whloh the United States is
not. directly or indireotly a party. This
guarantee of arrangoment is now being
sought in the oommorolal agreement being
negotiated at Washington. In this agree-
ment Spain clearly recognizes the new
autonomous system in Cuba, und any fail-
ure* to carry out the agreement now or to
abrogate it In future would be a breaoh of
good faith with tho United States suffi-
cient to justify serious remonstrance and
eventually, if necessary, actual interfer-
ence.

If the terms of this pledge given by
Spain to the United States nro sufficiently
explicit nnd unmistakable under this In-
direct guarantee, the Cubans will accept
the reform bill.

I can say that I have tho authority to
give this assurance. Otherwise neither
this nor any other agreement, however
made, will be accepted. This has been
said to mo many times during the last few
days by the most authoritative leaders in
tho civil councils of tho insurgents and
may be regarded as final.

I The reform bill is doubtless in the mail
duo horo on Fob. 8; also the intimation to
General Weyler that his services are no
longer required.

Tho announcement that the queon regent
sent for Martinez Campos and had an au-
dlenco with him which lasted two hours
was greeted here by both parties with en-
thusiasm.

With Marti noz Campos, a liberal auton-
omist, and ith the permanence of these
liberal reforms recognized by the exchange
of notes between Mudrld and "Washington,
the island can be completely pacified in a
month. ;

A Cuban who arrived on the steamship

Olivette soys, that the Spanish guerrilla
leader Colonel Bbtger was terribly beaten
on Friday near Bosarios, In the southern
part of Havana province.

False Information that 60 Insurgents
were near there, wounded nnd ill, induced
him to march thoro at ance with 200 men,
Francisco Base, one of Maceo's men, plan*
ned the ruse, and he loy in wait with 250
mien ono mile from Melona. Here tho road
was under a high, rooky hill. Base hid his
men at tlio top. As Botger's men marohed
into this deathtrap they were saluted with
a deadly fire of musketry. As tho panic
stricken Spaniards attempted to escape
bowlders rolled down among them, pre-
vontlng any regular order of battle. Colo-
nel Botger was wounded. The Cuban says
that ovor 130 dead bodies wore counted,
iuoluding the wounded guerrillas who
w-re killed. Only 10 Cubans wero killed.

HAVANA, • Jan, SB.— Skirmishing is
again reported In the. provinces of Pinar
d«l Rio, Havana, MataBMi and Santiago

do Cuba. According to official advices re-
ceived here, the Spimish troops recently
enpturrd a number of Cuban camps and
destroyed over 200 huts belonging to the
insurgents.

I t Is claimed that the Cubans left 89
dead on tho field und that 5 of tho Cubans
were taken prisoners. Thirteen soldiers be-
longing to the Spanish forces were wound-
ed.

Captain General Weyler has loft Mangu-
ito und arrived at Caimltal, near Hana-

i, close to tlie boundury line between
the provinces of Matanzas and Santa Clara.

To JnveiUeate Flllbnatert,
BALTIMORE, Jan, 28.—-A grand jury has

been drawn in tho United States district
court for the purpose of Investigating tht
cases of General Carlos Roloff, secretary
of war of the Cuban provisional govern-
ment, and Dr. Joseph J. Luis, who are
charged with fitting out and sending from
Baltimore a filibustering expedition. The

Palmer declares that he
loft hla home in Mainaroneck the day be-
foro tho tragedy. Why he wont away oi
what took him to at, Louis he fails to ex-
plain, He was registered in the hotel as
Paul Jones, and while he was there he re-
mained in his room almost constantly,
rarely speaking to any ono in tho hotel.

The tragedy which Palmer was ac-
cused of having committed was one of tha
most sensational in tho history of West*
ohestor county. His mother just before
she died told the story.

For some timo Palmer had been acting
queer, although no one ever suspected that
he was insane. Ho worked an tho farm.
His brother was a schoolteacher in tbU
oity.

Palmer married two years ago, and soon
after tho wedding his wife left him and
went to live in Canada. Since that time.
It is thought, he has been crazy.

It was 5 o'clock In tho afternoon on the
day of tho tragedy when Arthur Palmer
appeared in tho dining room of his home.
Tho mother nnd Bister were at dinner.
Without saying a word ho drew a revolver
from his pooket and shot hlB mother and
sister as they sat at the table. Just then
his brother appeared, and Arthur shot him
dead. Then he disappeared and was traced
to this city,

From here Palmer was traced to St.
Louis, and the sheriff of Westchester county
telephoned to the police of that city to ar-
rest him.

N E W YORK, Jan. SB.—The storm la oen-
tral today over the northeast coast Snow
has fallen over all the middle Atlantic
tates, the Ohio valley and lake regions.

At 1 o'clock it was still snowing all over
the country north of Washington and west
of the lower lake regions.

I t is the heaviest snowstorm of the win-
ter, and more snow had fallen in this olty
than in any other place in the country.

The Btorm is moving northeasterly and
is steadily increasing In violence.

It is colder this morning all over the
southern states, and at Jacksonville, Flo.,
it is 10 degrees below the freezing point.

At Charleston it is IB below freezing
point, at Montgomery, Ala., 24 below
freezing and at Atlanta 6 above zero.
This means the ruin of fruit crops In
southern states.

It was only 8 above zero at Louisville,
and there Is zero weather in Kentucky.

The thermometer at 8 a. m. today In
New York city was 29.

The Incoming Chicago malls were two-
hours late this morning, and local outgo-
ing muila wort) sent cut from 16 to SO min-
utes ahead of time in order to catch train*.

There was but little wind al l through,
the night, and the flakes soomod to fall
lazily. A s a result, tho snow lay a t an
even depth all over tho olty.

The thermometer had not dropped to
such a dogre as to mako tho cold uncom-
fortable, ai.a the absence of blustering
wind and swirling waves of snow robbed
the storm of all semblance to a blizzard.

Although, .OB has. been said, the storm
was not felt so much because of the ab-
sence of high winds, i t la, according to
Local Forecaster Dunn, a record breaker
for Bomo years In depth of snowfall.

Mr. Dunn. In giving his official report
of the storm this morning, said, "The tea
Inch snow full in 13 hours is tho heaviest
we have had this year—in fact, the heav-
iest for some years." .
