NAVAL HEROJi SUICIDE
Pbilo McGiffln Takes His Life In a

New York Hospital.

OHEERFDL EVEN IN DEATH.

NEW YORK, Fob. 11,—"lam still in the
Chinese navy," said Captain Philo Norton
McUiffin, tho hero of tho battle of tho
Yolu, lying la his ootin the Postgraduate
hospital three weeks ngo, "but I am not
In good standing." He thought a little
and laughed. "You know," he said, "It
Is ouatom thore for a naval officer whon he
losoa a bafctl* to commit suicide, and they
wanted mo to follow the custom, bat I de-
clined with tlmuks."

Ho has accepted it after all. He shot and.
killed himself curly today In bin bed. Hla
nurse, who had left him asleep, as he
thought, five minutes before, returned to
find him dead. On the table, beside tho
piBtol, lay u note, hastily scribbled on tbe
pages of a leaf torn from hin notebook. I t
read;

"MEMO.
"Look altve that the bed Is nob sot afire

by my shot. ..
"My oouipllmeuLa and adieus to all, I

regret that my destination must remain to
you unknown; but you inivy guoBS. With
apologies to SIIss Phelps for the row. It is
a way that all guns have. An revolr.

"Please glvo my goodbys to Mr. Gor-
hara, my compliments to Mr. Bonnett.
Incidentally 1 mny noto that though I ef-
fect iny exit It Is not tbe hegira anticipated
by the learned staff. P. N. M."

Gorhtun and Bennett wero his nurses.
Mifla FhelpB is tho matron of the hospital

McGiffln novor rocovored from the ter-

on hla body by splintors and shot ,
but the crash of mighty guns pounding
the armor of tho ship eohood In bis eitrs
till the day he was taken to the hospital, a
maniac It was hts friend and classmate
at Annapolis, Robert M. Thompson, who
took him there. He is director in the Post-
graduate hospital and saw to it that Mo-
Giffln had tbe best of attention there. A
room was given him on the second floor,
and nurses put in ohorgeof him night and
day.

They took a revolver away from him
whon he came, thinking It was all he had.
No one dreamed that In the tin box in
whiah he kept his private papers there
were two others, a Smith & Wesson re-
volver and a monster navy Colt's, both
loaded. Tbe box was within his roach, and
he asked for it dally. The nurse let him
have i t

The Fatal Shot,
The captain was humored, as far aa pos-

sible, under orders of the doctor. He was
excitable and nervous, but gave them no
trouble from tbe first. Lately he had bean
progressing well, as they thought, and
promised ultimate recovery. Thoy con-
gratulated themselves upon this at the
hospital, where Captain McGiffln was a
favorite as well as Its most distinguished
patient

Night Nurse James "D. Bonnett was on
duty last night. All was going well. Mid-
night came and passed. MoGUfln was
wakeful. He called for his tin box, and
tho nurse gave It to him. The captain
Borted over the pnpers, with the lid half
olosed, and by degrees became drowsy, as
it seemed to the nurse. He settled baok
upon his pillow and shut his eyes. The
olook struok 9, and he seemed sound asleep.
Its hands pointed to 2:80 o 'cloak, when
the nurse, thinking to snatch a bite to eat
while his patlont slept, turned down the
light and tiptoed from tho room. He was
gone barely flvo minutos. When he camo
back, It was to find Captain McGiffln dead,
with a bullet bole In his head just over tho
right temple. Ho lay on his bed, with his
head hanging out over the sido, Tho smok-
ing pistol lay upon tho noto on the table.
Bitting up In bed and taking aim, he had
held his senses long enough to put it bao'c.
Then he had fallen over dead. Boaide his
oofc on tho floor lay tho navy pistol unused.

No one In tho hospital had heard the
shot Tho nurse's cries for holp alarmed
the watch, and the doctors camo. But thoy
could do nothing. McGiffln bad not lived
five seconds after firing tho shot. Tho
nurse told his story, and thoy concluded
that in a suddenly returning fit of jnnd-
noss the captain had feigned sloop to got
tho nurso out of the way and sat about
carrying out his scheme tha moment his
baok was turned.

The attendants said that McGiffln never
gave any Indication of . suicidal mania
while in tho hospital. His madness did
not tako tbat turn.

So died tho horo of tho biggest of mod-
ern sea ilglits.

A born lighter, ho wont abroad to have
his fill of it, and lie had it. In the mem-
orable battlo of tho Yalu ho was tho cen-
tral figure, the vory spirit of tho fight. Ho
came out mad with a price on his head In
tho enemy's land for his prowess and dis-
owned among his own, tboClilncso, whom
he led to defeat against overmastering
odds. And now ho is dead, and there Is
an ond of it. Perhaps they aro satisfied In
China at last.

JtloOimn'* HernJum.
It was just ft month ago that Captain

McGiffln was taken to tho Postgraduate
hospital, wJioro it was said lie was suffer-
ing from nurvous prostration Induced by
overwork and injuries rooolvod lu tlie war
between China and Japan, in which he
took an aotlvo part. Ho commanded too
Chon Yuen, one of tho few Chinese war
vessels that survived the buttlo of thoYnlo.
In tho coursa of this battle many were
killed on board the Chon Yuen, »nd every

one suffered Injuries. Tho vessel was bit,
it is eald, over 400 times. Captain Mo-
Gifiln himself was severely Injured. He
was wounded many times, hia most serious
Injuries being caused by the discharge of
a gun on his own vessel.

It happened that in tho oonrso of tho en-
gagement tbe ship caught flre upen the
port side, an acoidont of which tho enemy
naturally tonk overy advantage No soon-
er did they see the flsmiee than the Japanese
leveled their guns toward tho burning spot
arid continued steadily to pour in shot that
tboBo on board the Chen Yuen might be
prevented from putting out the fire.

Captain MoGlflln poraelvcd tho danger
and promptly called on his men for volun-
teers to flgJit the flro, A first detachment
went out for tho purpose, and all wero kill-
ed. Thore was some limit filon among tbe
sailors when a second call was made, for
not one of them was willing to go without
an officer, while on tho other hand tho
Chlneao officers felt no inclination to face
a shower of Japanese eholls and bullets,
even though their ultimate safety depend-
ed upon tholr doing so.

Aware that delay would bo fatal, Cap'
tain McGlffin promptly stopped into tho
breach himself, and with a body of soaraon
proceeded to battle -with tho flames. While
employed In doing this a shell from one of
tho Japanese vesgols swept across tho deck,
killing tho craw of one of the heavy guns,
but leaving the gun Itself uninjured. Tho
next man taking command of the gun was
unaware how MoGiifin und hfs men were
employed, and accordingly caused the gun
to be swung over the port with tho muzzle
almost covering1 them. Just before It was
discharged McGlffin niipponod to Bee bis
danger and sprang out: fit the vray. Most
of his men wore killed litonco, und he him-
Bolf was thrown over by tho shook. Both
of his ear drams wore ruptured, the sight
of one eyo vwa almost completely destroy-
ed, and ho was badly burned about tha
head, Nevertheless, as soon as he was able
to do so he scrambled to his feet and con-
tinued to fight.

A few minutes latnr a shnll struck a lad-
der near by, and a splinter was driven Into
MoGlffln's hip. He withdraw It, however,
in spito of tho pain he sufferod, and con-
tinued lighting until tha end, although in
addition to tho wounds he had already re-
ceived he was struck a dozen times on the
head and body.

Beginning of lotanltj.
When the war was ended, Captain Mo-

Olffin, whofio health by this time was In
an exceedingly precarious condition, re-
ceived an Indefinite leave of absence, and
paid a visit to this country, where he was
received with tireat warmth and feted as
a hero. Ho published ajnumbor of artlolefe
on the Chinese-JapanoA war.

LGSB than half a year ago Captain Mo-
Glftlu took lodgings in West Twenty-third
street. I t wnS about two months since
that his landlndy said Bhe began to notice
that occasionally ho Boomed to show BlgnB
of a disturbod mind. These porlods gener-
ally laBted about boh* an hour, during
which be appeared to have a great droad
of physlolans, declaring," that the doctors
were after him, bu£,tW - oe was- .his own
doctor," According to his landlady, he
had six revolvers of various sizes. The
fltraogoat fancies would take possession oi
his mind. At ono moment ho believed
thdt persons wore watching him from the
street; at another that rats infested hie
apartments; again he believed that he was
full of microbes, aud would out pieces ot
flesh from his hands or thrust a knife into
the -wound in . his hip. L Sometimes he
would recover, his senses suddenly. On one
occasion wlioii hlsrbrqther visited him Mo-
Glflln drove him from the room. Noeoonei
had be reached tho door than McGiffln
cried out: "What havoldone? What have
I done? I guess my head isn't fight."

He suffered fllflo from insomnia, seldom
sleeping for more than two hours in the
morning. AH night long ho would stride
up and down his room, and if any ono up-
proached his door ho would often seize a
pistol. "Wlmn his landlady entered hit.
room, he generally laid the pistol aside,
but would declare at tha same time that it
any dootor dared to visit him he would
kill him.

Bent to the BotplUU
At last he was prevailed with to see a

physician, who gave him a narcotic He
slept well that night, and the following
day his dootor recommended that he go to
a hospital that hlB wounds might be prop-
erly attended to. Although he had hitherto
dreaded having anything to do with doo
tors, he offered no opposition.

It was generally Bupposed that his lllnesb
was directly due to tho wounds he had re-
ceived in battlo, of which the most soriom
was that one caused by tho splinter In hie
hip. He had also several bullets in hie
head and hpdy.

Captain alcGlfiln was a native of "Wash-
ington, Pa., whoro ho was born 84 yeart
ago. He graduated at the Annapolis acad-
emy in 1882.

Whon the war broke out between China
and Japan, he was In the Chinese navy,
and all through the war ho distinguished
himself as well by his skill in battle as b}
his bravery.

Greece Seems to Be Determined to
Seize tbe Little Island,

THE PRINOE'S DEPAETURE.

Enthailaara at Athens When tb« Heir to
tbe Throne Set Oat With Bit JTlo-

tula—Turkey Best Powers to
Prevent Interference.

ATHENS, Feb. 11.—Tho Bonding of the
torpedo flotilla, commandod by Prince
Goorge of Greece to tho island of Crete
has caused the greatest enthusiasm among
tho populnae. It was tbe king who urged
thQ government to sand the flotilla, and as
soon as he bad obtained the consent of
Promlor Delyannls be personally Issued the
orders In order to give the matter addition-
al effect.

Whoa Prince Goorge embarked, a salute
of 800 shots wus fired by the crowds ashore
as a parting salutation, and tho pooplo as-
sembled at midnight at the palaco and
gave their king an ovation. Tho students
at the same time paraded tho streets, sing-
ing patriotic songs und cheering for the
king and for tha union of Croto with
Grecoo.

Tho fighting at Klaaamo, whore the Mo-
hammedan Inhabitants wero besieged In
tholr houses for fievoral days, was dospor-
ato. Thirty Christians and 100 Moliain-
roodans were klllud, and fighting, It is re-
ported, is Bttll proceeding about the Con-
vont of ChrlBopygbi, near Khania.

Tho Insurgent lenders bavo assembled
/or a conference, and it Is understood fchut
a constitution and a provisory government
will soon be promulgated.

It Is asserted that M. Dlmltroff, the Bul-
garian diplomatic agent, has boon Intrust-
ed with a specific mission to noffotiato an
agreement between Bulgaria and Greece
for com Dined action in Macedonia.

Greece Advlied to Go Slow*
LONDON, Fob. 11.—A dispatch to Tbe

Chronicle from Vienna Bays that all tho
powers have advised Grooco not to precipi-
tate mutters in Croto and to avoid any tiling
likely to lend to a rupture with Turkey.
They have also Intimated unoflJolnily that
the time will inovltubly oorao when Qroeoe
will get possession of tlio islnnd.

A diflpateh to Tho Times from Athens
says that tlio central Crotan, committee Is
preparing to support tbo Cretans with
armp, ammunition and supplies on a great
scale, Tho first installment sailed on
Wednesday with 600 armed Cretans, The
same dispatch states that the doparture of
the Greek torpedo flotilla for tho Island of
Crete was duo to the announcement that
Turkish torpedo boats had left tho Dar-
danelles, and that Turkish troops hod em-
barked at Salonika for Crete. Tbe dtspntou

that a direct collision will ocour between
the Greek and Turkish forces."

A dispatch to The Times from Constan-
tinople says tbat tlie porte baa telegraphed
to the Turkish ambassadors in the different
countries to protest strongly to the powers
in the matter of the result of their Inter-
vention In Cretan affairs, and especially to
call attention to the present attitude of
Greece.

A dispatch to Tbe Standard from Con-
stantinople says that tho. sultan has ad-
dressed a noto to tho powers protesting
against their Intervention in Cretan affairs
and tho prosont attitude of Greece. He
calls upon tbe powers to Btop tho Greek en-
couragement of Cretan revolutionists and
announces that unless this Is done the
Turk-tan government will bo compelled to
send troops to restore order.

Jqgtiaei Her Action.
The Athonscorrospondent of The Stand-

ard announces that Groeco has addressed a
note to tho powers justifying her notion on
the ground that it Is a duty toward believ-
ers in the samo faith and toward fellow
Greeks. As showing the religious charac-
ter of tho muvoment for the union of
Greece and Crete It la announced that the
departure of Prince Georgo was preceded
by a solemn "TeDoum" In the palace. Ac-
cording to this correspondent', the embas-
Badors of the powers are doing their ut-
most to prevent the porte from sending
troops to Croto, but It Is doubtful whether
they will succeed In their efforts.

A dlspatob to The Chronicle from Athens
says that In the olmmber of deputies last
night Prime Minister Delyannis, being in-
terpellated rogardlngtbomission of Prinoe
Goorge to tbe island of Crete and tho re-
port that tbo powers had determined to
prevent Turkey from landing any troops
at Khanlo, declined to make any statement
or reveal any of tho ordors given to Prince
George or thecaptalns of his torpedo boats.
He declared, howover, that no matter what
happened tho government bad fully decided
as to the measures to be taken. The gov-
ernment, ho said, would act with prudence
and firmness, Greece and Crete, he urged,
were bound to each other by in separable
ties of blood and tradition as well as by
long centuries of common suffering and
struggles. Thero was no Greek heart that
would not respond to Crete's appeal for
union with Greece. This statement pro-
duced a groat sonsation among the leaders
of tho opposition, WJJO announced that fur-
ther dlsousslon would be superfluous.

MohnminetUnt Attacked.
KHANIA, Feb. 11,—A number of Mo-

hamme&im families which had been per-
mitted to leaveTiore under agreement with
the Christians whllo going to Herakllon,
escorted by troops, were attacked by Chris-
tians and suffered considerable loss.

May discovered him. Tho water was too
low to permit her to catch her brother,
and she cried to her mother. Her mother's
screams attracted tho attention of Finiolo
and tho policeman. Tlio policeman caught
Flnielo by tho feet and lowered him Into
the cistern. Whon ho caught hold of the
little boy, tho policeman and several other
men pulled him and tha boy out of the
water. Young Smith was unconECious,
and for a time It wus thought that he
would not live.

WASHINGTON, Fob. 10 The postofflce

appropriation bill for tho fiscal year, be-
ginning1 July 1, 3807, was completed to-
day by tho house committee on postoffices
and post roads. It carries a total amount
of £05,011,711, which la {8,040,150 greater
than tho allowaneo for the current year
and (1,903,607 loss than tbo estimate of
the postmaster general. I t will be report
ed to tho house by Chairman Loud this
week. There Is an Increase In tbe allow-
ance for tho free delivery scrvlco, which Is
IIS, 595,000.

Pluae For General Porter.
CLEVELAND, Fob. 10.—It was reported

hero today that President Elect HcKlnley
had offered a high place to General Horace
Porter of New York, and tbat the offer
had boon accepted. General Porter was In
Canton yesterday consulting the president
tsieot In regard to tho Inauguration core'
monies.

uact, a H-yeor-old girl, whose father, Wil-
liam Strichternncfi, a tailor, residing- a t

With tears In his eyes that she had a few
days ago pu t purls green in his coffee, was
arraigned before Magistrate Dousl In tbe
Jefferson Market police court as an incor-
rigible. The girl was in tbe custody of
Agent Roberts of the Gerry soolety, who
said that in all his experience he had never
handled a child so thoroughly abandoned.

One of tlio detectives ot a department
store on Sixth avenue notified Agent Rob-
erts yesterday that for the pravlous few
days a young girl has boon wandering
through the store in suoh a way that ha
was satisfied she had r a n away from home*
Tho Gerry man visited the establishment
and soon found a litt le woebegone and
bedraggled girl, who, when accosted, told
him with tears In her eyes that Bhe had
been deserted by inhuman parents and
was homeless* The grief she manifested
fiwjinett go genufno that tha agent fcuokad
her under his coat and carried her to the
rooms of tho soolety. Thore the l i t t le tb ln
summer jacket which had protected the
child from tbe cold was removed and the
little girl was made comfortabla I n tbe
OOUTBO of the next three hoars, however,
tbe girl, who bad aroused tha sympathies
of those about tbe institution, had told
tbe matron no loss than four distinct and
separate stories about her desertion.

Thn matron was Boon satisfied that th«
girl bad lied, and so informed the superin-
tendent. Later In tbe day the child n u
taken before Magistrate Deuel In the Jsf-
ferson Market foil DO court and quietly ar-
raigned and remanded In the custody of
the soolety for 24 hours. She stuck to her
etory, however, of Inhuman treatment and
desertion unti l late In the afternoon, when
Bho finally admitted to Agent Roberta that
her mother had died five years ago, a n d .
tbat shd lived with her father, William, At
the address mentioned. She also confessed
that she bad run away from home on Wed-
nesday morning last. The agent a t ono*
communicated with the father and ro-
quested him to be in Jefferson Market po-
lice court today.

Aa Awful Story.

tion. Three months ago, the father said,
money which he had secreted in h i t
bureau drawer commenced to disappear In
sums ranging from 93 to 910 weekly, H«
accused the girl of the theft, bu t she d«-
nted It and claimed her 11-year-old brother
Emll was the onlpr l t Recently tbe father
noticed that a great many of h is int imate
friends treated him with marked coolnett,
This be could not understand unti l on*
day a close friend asked him for the return
of that $8 ho had borrowed. The father
had borrowed no money and demanded an
explanation. The friend said a rammngtr
had brought a note asking the loan of I I
and saying that he was ilL Investigation
showed tbat a number of gentleman had
given money to messengers upon rimilef
erranda

Mr. Strlchtornoot a t onoe caused » no-
tice to be published in a newspaper saying
that any person who had received notes
asking for money and purporting to be
from him hod been victimized. Then i t
was friends told h im that the daughter
bod been the messenger. He taxed her
with this, but she declared upon her oath
she knew nothing about i t and had been
at school every day and could not posalblj
have been at the places mentioned.

Potion In Hla Coffee.

Tbe girl in court denied the father's
story and said tha t Bhe had been a dutiful
daughter, but that the father wanted t o
get r id of her.

Magistrate Deuol remanded the gir l
again in the oare of the Gerry aoolety un-
t i l tomorrow, when, ha said, be would
commit her to an institution wham her
future, would be carefully watahed, The
father left the court crying.
