TO HOVE WATLAHD BEBINAEY.

Will B« In Klrhmou

, Feb. 18.— Wnylnnd semi-
nary, an institution for the education ot
oolored youth under the oontrol of the Bap-
tist denomination, has dooided to move to
Blohmond. This decision has been reached
after several years spent In a careful study
of the situation. It is held that the educa-
tional opportunities for tho oolored people
which Washington affords, both in pahllo
•ohools and in the Howard university, are
10 muoh snperlor to tho opportunities
farther south that this institution would
do more good In such avolty as Richmond,
and tho conclusion la further supported by
the fact that that oity.̂ svould be more oon-
venient for a majority o( the pupils as the
school is at present constituted. .*'

tion to net a bandBome endowment fund
by simply selling out its present lo-
cation and buying.elsewhere.

Wayland seminary bought a piece of land
for 910,000 ob whatlsknown BB Columbia
Heights, a high ridge about two miles
north of the White House.

ATHENS, Feb. 18.—An indication of
what may be expected in the way of as-
sistance from Macedonia In any possible
oonllict with tha Turk Is shown in the
steady accessions of Macedonians to the
Greek ranks.

A force of 1,000 Macedonian volunteers
In one body crossed thofrontler and joined
the Greek army.
