The Heart of the Business Portion of
the City Destroyed,

MANY MAY HAVE PERISHED.

ABuore of Persons Unaccounted For—The/

Were All In the Hotel Kuoz at the

Time of the Coutlagratioii—XOM

Reported to lie 03,000,000.

Knoxvllle, April 8. —The worst fire
that ever visited this city occurred
early today. Four of the biggest build-
Ing blocks, on which stood the large
wholesale houseB, were completely
wiped out, and more than 20 lives are
believed to have been lost. Ten per-
sons were badly injured.

Within two houra aid a half from the,
time the fire was first discovered the
entire west side of Gay street, from
Commerce to Union street, had been
burned and several public buildings
and office buildings, together with tha
Hotel Knox, had been completely de-
stroyed. The 20 persons believed to
have perished were guests staying at
the hotel.. There were 50 guests in all,
and thus far only SO are known to have
escaped. The damage done by the con-
flagration will amount to fully $3,000,000.

The flre broke out in the storeroom
of the McNuUy Grocery company,
whose premises, together with.the Ho-
tel Knox, occupy the entire block. It
was discovered a few minutes after 3
o'clock this morning. The llames spread
with hmrvejous rapidity.

Before the firemen could reach the
scene the entire MeNulty block was
ablaze. Seeing that it was doomed the
firemen turned their efforts to the Hotel
Knox, which adjoined it. But the flre
was too fierce for them. It had already
been licking away at the casings of, the
hotel, and In a few minutes more it was
evident that that building too wan
doomed to destruction.

Guests Barely Oot Oat.
. The flames leaped from floor to floor
unmindful of the torrents of water that
were being hurled on them, and it was
only with the greatest difficulty that
the 30 guests who are now alive were
rescued from .the hotel.

Then the flames attacked the big
Brlsco building, occupied by Briaco
Bros'., dry goods merchants.
• The immense - stock of dry goods
which they carried made the work of
destruction all the easier for the flames.
As soon as they.had got a hold Inside
the building It was lost. The flre con-
tinued oji In.its career.

It ticked up building after building as
If' they were BO many bales of cotton,
leaving nothing; but the ashes and Iron
work to mark the places where-they
had formerly stood. The'flames shot
up high Into .the-heavens, and against
the black iky made a gorgeous specta-
cle. . . . . . . -. • - . - . * •

Having rased the Brisco building
they''next seized upon the adjoining
building1 occupied by'B.' P. King, in-
surance : agent. : Like the others it of-
fered no resistance to the flre, anil in a
few minutes Was wiped out.; The build-
ing occupied by SterchiBro*., dealers
in furniture, came next and went next,
arid . then in rapid; succession the flre
devoured the buildings occupied by 8;
B.'Wimitn & Co., job printers; by1 Cul-
len & Newman,;dealers in glassware;'
by M/UiRoss & Co., wholesale grocers;
by "Woodrufl: & Co., wholesale -hard-
warej.by Burphy & Robinson, whole-
salers of hate; by Haynes & Co., whole-
sale shoes; by Wickliff Bros., dealers
in boots and shoes; by Stanten & SuU
cllffe, milliners; by A. P. Lahr, a retail
dry goods merchahti and by Henegar,
Ddyle& Arnold.

There the firemen wore at last able to
Btop the spread of flames on Gay street.
But they could not check, their course in
other directions. Indeed, they were,bad-
ly handicapped in the fight they were
making-, for In ono of the big wholesale
grocers' stores were stored more than
109 •barrels of coal oil, ;and they knew
that if the flames reached these an ex-
plosion would follow which would cer-
tainly kill whosoever was within reach
of its effects.

Many Bolldinffi Burned.
Checked on Gay, street, the flames

turned their assault to the buildings on
State street With the same rapidity
which had characterized their work oh
Gay street, building after building on
this street went down before them.

Several hours had; now elapsed'Blnce
the flre began, and, realizing: that < they
were unable to cope with it, aid from
Chattanooga was telegraphed for. The
entire Chattanooga flre department re-
sponded, arriving at 8 30 o'clock, on a
special train. The engines: were im-
mediately put at work, and by 9:30
o'uluuk, an hour later, the conflagration
was at last under control. In addition
to the buildings; already enumerated,
the wholesale dry goods bouse of Cham-
berlain & Albers was also partially, de-
stroyed, while numberless buildings in
the vicinity of the flre were damaged to
a greater or lest* extent; by the heat,
tmoke and sparks

Not more than a third, if that much,
Is covered by insurance. The. confla-
gration occurred right in the heart uf
the town in what is known as the
wholesale district, an area which con-
tains more valuable property than any
other similar area In the city.

After, the .flames were out It was al-
most Impossible for, the firemen to be-
gin any, search for the missing. ,

Clouds of smoke.rolled up-from the
scene,'and the debris was so hot that
no one dared venture In it.

The following casualties were report-
ed:1 John Bogle, badly burned; Joe Mc-
Millan, Bhoulder dislocated and ankle
broken; W. H. Keppart, injured by
Jumping:.

P. C, Dyer was overcome by excite-
ment and dropped' dead from a, para-
lytic stroke. •

, Cordage Mill Burned*
Shirley, Mase., April 8.—The Fredonla

mill, owned and occupied by the Sam-
eon Cordage company,' was burned to-
day. : The mill contained a large stock
of rope and, cordage material and ex-
pensive machinery, and; the loss .will
amount to fully $50,000, partly covered
by insurance; It is thought the flre
was started from a defective dynamo.

Peck & White today. Some carriages
were. damaged., and the bicycle depart-
ment also suffered.
