Turks Yield to tlie Advances of the
Despised "Irregulars."

SEVERAL TOWNS 0APTUEED
Keorulta to j

— Jieported l>e*ertjon of Al-
ilaus—UusBlan Btat«*iuan B©-
turua

Larlsea, April 15.—There is no truth
In tho TuiKieh reports saying that the
Greek lrregulare have been driven out
of Macedonia. It is true that a few of
the irregulars who formed part of the
expeditionary force have returned into
Greek territory, but these are men who
for some reason have bean unable to
keep up with the main body of the
Greeks, and consequently they have re-
treated across the frontier.

The main body of the irregulars U
continuing Its successful operations
against the Turks, with the view of
cutting the Turkish lines of communi-
cation, getting In the rear of the Turks
and raising the Macedons against the
rule of the sultan. The report 'of the
capture of Klpurl, north of Baltlno, by
the Greeks 1B confirmed, and in addition
the main forcea of the Irregulars of the
expetlltionary force have advanced as
far us Flgavltza, where there is an
Important bridge across a , mountain
torrent. From that point Chief Davelis,
who Is directing, the operations, has
sent a detachment consisting of the
Italians under Colonel Cipriani, the
well known socialist leader, to the left
of Plgavftza, with Instructions to at-
tack and capture Zlovof, a small town
occupying an important strategic posi-
tion. The Italians accomplished their
task in due time and with considerable
skill. They are now holding Zlovof
and placing it in a position to with"
stand an attack from the Turks.

Simultaneously with ordering the
movement against Zlovof, Chief Davelis
Bent another column of irregulars to
the right from Plgavitza under orders
to Invest and capture Sltovon, another
town occupying a strategic position of
Importance, This movement was also
successfully carried out, the' Greeks
killing seven Turks and capturing flvt*
Turkish prisoners during the assautt,
which was brilliantly conducted and
brought to an end by the blowing up
of the Turkish blockhouse with dyna-
mite. . -

Til© Approach to Orevew*
After the capture of Zlovof the Greek

irregular force operating In that direc-
tion continued its advance sa far aaKrl-
tudea, Pllsia and Kourdual. The Greeks
have been instructed to hold, the latter
place at all coati, »• it command! the
fight- nDproaoh^tb1 Grevena, which -lr
'held b'y aatrbng Turklnh force,'l,nfan-
jtry, cavalry ahdvartUleiy. and which }•
the objective point of the Greek expedi-
tion. • [

At Krltudes, PJlalm and1 KourdusJ
heavy fighting occurred1 between' the
Greeks and. Turks before the places
mentioned were captured, but the Invad-
ing Irregulars of Greece, mountain men
and born fighters, proved themselves
more than a match for.the trained Turk-
ish troops and drove the latter before
,them from place,to place. • .. •

Another column of Greek Irregulars
started for Macedonia from Zarkos, half
way between Larlssa and Trlkhala.
Shortly after crossing the frontier the
Greeks were confronted by strong forces
of Turkish regular troops, stationed in
well defended positions In the villages
of Anakouta and Kanakoutra. Sharp
fighting followed at both places, but In
spite of: the stubborn defense of the
Turks the Greeks carried both villages
by assault, driving out the Turks, who
retreated upon Clautherokarl. This
route Into Greek territorylsbelng placed
In a state of defense and la now regard-
ed as being safe, the nature of the coun-
try making It almost'impossible for a
Turkish force to advance in the face of
the opposition of the Irregulars and cut
the line of communication between the
Greek forces at Jferissa and' Trlkhala,
which is believed to have been the plan
of the Turkish commanders. The Mac-
edonian frontier, opposite Zarkos, ex-
tends U shape into Greek territory, hav-
ing the Greek positions of Tyrnave and
Larissa on Its left and Kalabaka and
Trlkhala on its right. .

Greek* Hold Strateflo FMIUOIU.
This formed a sort of entering wedge

through the middle of the Greek forces
by way ot the Macedon villages just
captured by the Greek irregular* and
Zarkos, In Theasaly, from which point
the expedition started Into Macedonia.
It will therefore be seen that the Greeks
have achieved another success in occu-
pying-strategic positions.by means of
the irregulars within Turkish territory
before war has formally been declared.

The Greek "Irregulars" now hold all
of the four roads leading1 from the
Theasallan frontier In the direction of
Grevena, which may be looked upon as
the Turkish center. Another feature
of the operations which looks favorable
to the Greeks Is the fact that, accord-
ing to reports received here from the
leaders of the Irregular forces, at least
1,000 mountaineers of__the country tra-
versed by the Greeks have Joined the
Irregular forces and, It is further stat-
ed, the Albanians are deserting from the
Turkish forces near Moilnt Olympus,
are escaping Into Thessaly and are Join-
Ing the Greek forces. The whole cam-
paign was well conceived and has been
executed with great skill;

. Power* Abet the Tnrki.
Constantinople, April IB.—For three

days past the ministerial council has
been In session at the Tildlz Kiosk.
According to one report the ministers
have failed to arrive at any decision,
but another account says the council
has agreed upon a plan of campaign In
the event of an outbreak of hostilities
between Greece and Turkey, and that
the ministers also decided that. If a
fresh frontier Incident occurs, Edhem
Pasha, the Turkish commander In
chief, la to assume the offensive,
i Advices, received here- from Salonika
say that the authorities are arming the
baBhl bazouks there arid at Janlna, In
Albania. t . .

fieveu Fires Bclievud to Have Been tUe
Work of Inceudiarius.

Kansas City, April 15.—Since 8 o'clock
ltast night Kansas City seems to have
btien at the mercy of a gang of Incen-
diaries. BeLween that hour and this
afternoon seven rlres broke out In the
very busiest center of the city. At
least tour and probably all of those
fires were of Incendiary origin. While
the majority of the blaseB were extin-
guished In their Inclplency, two of
them resulted In- heavy damages. Tha
big live story Bcarritt Block in Walnut
street, near Ninth, was destroyed, en-
tailing a loss of $00,000, and from this
structure the llames spread to an ad-
joining structure In Main street, also
owned by the Bcarritt estate and occu-
pied by the Campbell & Baton Crock-
ery company. The building on Main
street was damaged to the extent of
$10,000 and the crockery stock suffered
an equal damage. Only by a very nar-
row margin were other adjoining build-
ings fiaved from destruction.

It was while this dangerous fire was
raging that the torch was applied In
various other parts of the business dis-
trict. At Twelfth and Walnut streets
(Ire was started In a pile of dry goods
boxes In an alley. At Twelfth street
and Grand avenue the torch was ap-
plied to excelalor thrust In the hallway
of a lodging house. At Fifth and Dela-
ware flre was started in the rear of
the Armour building. Another fire
was started near the Loose Bros,
cracker manufactory at Becond and
Main streets, and still another at Hill's
brewery on the east bottoms. In sev-
eral of these fires coal oil waB freely
used by the incendiaries.

At an early hour today, when the
forcea of the nre department were Bcat-
tered and posBtbly somewhat demoral-
ized,' fire was discovered In a. W. Love-
Joy's planing mill, at Fourteenth Arid'
Main streets. The flre had gained such
great headway that the building was
soon enveloped in names, and within a
short time the planing mill, with all lta
valuable machinery and a big stock of
manufactured lumber, was in ruins.
The loss is about 117,000. That this flre
and the. flre In the Carroll block were of
Incendiary origin there Is no direct
proof, but all the Indications point to it.

Nor, are these fires the first of the
kind recently. About two weeks ago
three were started lntwodaysatTwelfth
and Walnut Btreets, but all were extin-
guished without serious loss.

What could be the motive of the in-
cendiaries is purely a matter K specu-
lation, but among the excited business
men who discussed the subject about
the streets the opinion Is frenuently ex-
pressed that the gambler element, which
has so long held full sway In Kansas
City and which Is now forced to quit Us
operations, owing to a complete over-
hauling of police administration. Is at
the bottom of the Incendiaries.

Woonsocket, R. L, April 14.—A quad-
ruple murder was committed at Oak-
land, 11. I., about 10 miles from this
place, early today, at what is known as
the old Ellsha Matthewson place.

The murderer, in order to cover up
his crime, lired the house, but before
It was totally destroyed the body of
Mrs. Edward Reynolds was taken out.
Her head was smaBhed.

Later the charred body of her 16-
year-old daughter was taken out of the
ruins, and soon the body of Edward
Reynolds, the husband, was found.

Martin Mowry, a boarder, who was
at first thought to have been burned
also, waB found hiding in a barn near
Harrlsvllle and was at once placed un-
der arrest on suspicion of having been
connected In the affair.

It was several hours before those who
were at the scene could begin their
search. At daylight a body was seen
lying near the center of the ruins, and
as soon as possible this was removed.

Although It was burned so badly the
appearance indicated that It was that
of Servllla Reynolds, the 20-year-old
daughter of the family.

A short time later Reynolds' body
was also recovered, the identification
being a general one, as the body had
been frightfully burned.

The bodies were taken to a nearby
bulldlnff, where they will be left until
Medical Examiner 'Wllcox performs an
autopsy.

When the neighbors, who had been
aroused by the flre, went to the Rey-
nolds house they xbund.that the flames
were confined to one part of the house. >

Evidence! of Murder.
The house, was Becurely fastened, the

doorB being bolted and locked and every
window closed tightly, m 'hat they were
compelled to burst open the door to gain
admission.

From what, they saw, however. It l»
evident that the house had been Mtu-
rated with kerosene so thoroughly Out
the flames spread with marv«lou#i,'ra-
pidity. • I'--;

The rescuers attempted to reach that
part of the house where the Reynold*
family slept, but were driven b«clt*'«>
quickly that they had only time to take
Mrs. Reynolds' body out' of doom before
this section of the house was In a blase.
