A third squadron of cavalry has oc-
cupied Fort Salagova, on the gulf ot
Arta. The Turks retreated, leaving
three cannon and a quantity of dyna-
mite In the hands of the Greeks.

Htmry Fithtlng .at Miloiiim.
' Headquarter* ot tho Turkish Army,
Mltouna Pass, April 22.—Very, heavy
fighting- has been In progress since
dawn yesterday, the Greeks having en-
deavored to take by storm the Turkish
position, on the hill opposite the en-
trance of the ravine. The Greeks were
repulsed upon each occasion, with tre-
mendous losses. The engagement 1B
still proceeding. The Turks have a
strong reserve force ready to be
brought Into action if needed. During
yesterday's fighting in the same local-
ity a Turkish general of brigade wai
killed. • •

Preparing: to Jklurok on
Vienna, April 22. — The Neue Frele

Presse publishes a dispatch from Con-
stantinople saying that Edhera Pasha,
the Turkish commander in chief, has
telegraphed to the sultan announcing
that his advance guard 1B within, an
hour's mar oh of Larlssa. The Turklih
general adds that he has a force of
85,000 men wltb him; he estimates the
Qreek army opposing him to number
40,000 men and expresses the hope that
the fall of Larlssa, "with the help of
God, is Imminent."

BulrmrUn Bald Feared.
Sofia, Bulgaria, April 22.—The Turk-

ish authorities, fearing a Bulgarian raid
into Macedonia, have re-enforced the
Ottoman troops holding the passes of
the Hilo mountains.

The Macedonian junta has its head-
quarters here and has decided not to
act until the result of Emperor Francis
Joseph's coming1 visit to the czar is
known. . The junta expects important
developments from this vlalt.

The Slto.tlon >t Damn!,
Athens, April 22.—The latest advices

to the .government from LariBsa as to
the situation at Damasl Indicate that,
the earlier reports of the fighting there
were Inaccurate in Important details.
A battle has taken place on the Darnaal
plain. The Greeks approached close to
Damasl, but thus far have failed to
capture It.

On the IHtbradaohft Frontier!.
London, April 22.—A telegram from

Bucharest, Houmanla, says the Rou-
manian minister for war has ordered
the garrisons on the DobrudscUa fron-
tiers to be reinforced by two battalions
ot troops. The king of Roumanla has
postponed his foreign, trip.

Greek Poiltlom Taketh
Larissa, April 22.—The Turks have

occupied several Greek positions near
Nezeros.

Very severe lighting occurred west-
ward of this place during the morning.

BeMon For luet Bey'i Dligrace.
Constantinople, April 22.—The Turk-

ish squadron still remains in the Dar-
danelles. There is much comment
here on the disgrace of Izzet Bey, until
recently the favorite adviser of the BUI-
tan. Izzet is reported to have been ar-
rested, One cause ot his disgrace, ac-
cording to report, Is that he withheld
from the sultan two of Edhem Pasha's
dispatches Informing the sultan that
the position of- the Turkish army In
Macedonia was Intolerable, owing" to
the Incursions of the Greek Irregulars,
and asking for authority to advance.
Inzet'8 object, it appears, was to gain
time with the view of bringing about a
pacific settlement of the Cretan ques-
tion with Greece direct

Another account of the disgrace of Iz-
zet Bey has it that the Turkish minis-
ter for war, Blza Pasha, Insisted upon
Izzet Bey's discharge because the lat-
ter ordered the director of telegraphs,
AH Effendl, to deliver to him all of Ed-
hem Pasha's dispatches.

M. De NeDdolT, the Husslan embassa-
dor, has advised the Turkish govern-
ment not to «xpel the GreeUa from

Turkish territory at the expiration of
the fortnight's notice. Many Greeks,
however, are alrwiUy leaving.

An ofJtclai notice just published or-
(1«-B all vt'Kstls MyliiK the commercial
ensign or Greece to lĉ uve Ottoman wa-
ters within a fortnight from Saturday
last, April 17, the day of the severance
of diplomatic relations between Turkey
and Greece. By the same order all
Turkish vessels In Greek waters are re-
quired to leave them within the earae
period. Finally, at the expiration of
the fortnight the eervices of the Turk-
ish HghthouseH In the gulf of Salonika
will be suspended, and the gulf itself
will be closed at night to navigation fts
long as the war lasts.

A Menace From Bulgaria.
There la much concern among the

Turkish government officials on ac-
count of Bulgaria's persistent claims
for berats, or official grants of author-
ity, fur five additional Bulgarian bish-
ops In Macedonia and for the appoint-
ment of Bulgarian rommerclal agents
at Uskub and Monastlr. The Bulga-
rian representative here, D. Markoff,
had an audience with the sultan on the
subject and informed him that unless
the herats were conceded by Friday
next Bulgaria would begin to mobilize
her army on Saturday.

The sultan promised to grant the
berats, but asked Bulgaria to be pa-
tient until the war with Greece was
over. He alao granted Bulgaria's re-
quest for permission to appoint com-
mercial agents at Uskub and Monastlr.
In spite of thin the Bulgarian represent-
ative yesterday presented an ultima-
tum at the Ylldiz Kiosk, and subse-
quently the nusslan embassy informed
the Bulgarian representative that the
m ment was Inopportune for Insisting
upon the sultan's granting the berats,
adding that Rusala would not support
the demand If the Bulgarian army was
mobilized, and that the responsibility
for the consequences would fall exclu-
sively upon Bulgaria.

Gri-elcH Hastening Home to FJjrht.
London, April 22.—A dispatch from

Marseilles says that 200 Oreek volun-
teers sailed for Athens last evening ac-
companf.ed by 60 American Greeks. The
crews of the Greek merchantmen ev-
erywhere have been ordered home to
join their respective regiments,

Chicago, April 23.—Two hundred
Greek volunteers for King- George's
army will leave Chicago for Athena thia
evening and as many more will follow
their comrades on Monday. All day
recruiting 1B going on in the Greek
church on Klnzle street. Greenbacks
and gold and sliver are piled In front
of the altar. The aggregate of the col-
lections amounts to about (6,000. Arch-
bishop Feehan gave $25., Excitement la
at fever heat in the crowded church,
with many affecting scenes and epi-
sodes.

Tho SifiiHlIon Critical.
Paris, April 23.—The situation on the

TliesBailan frontier, according to a dis-
patch received here from Athens today,
Is considered to be highly critical. I t la
feared that the Qreek troops, exhausted
by three days' hard fighting, will be
unable to reaiat much longer the furi-
ous attacks of the Turks.

Le Journal's correspondent at Odessa
telegraphs that aJI the necessary meas-
ures have been taken at Sevastopol for
the eventual intervention of Russia in
the war between Turkey and Greece.

The correspondent of Lo Journal at
Athens telegraphs that in the advance
on Damasi, announcement of whose
capture yesterday was premature, the
Greek troops suffered considerably and
the Turkish losses were enormous. At
Boughozl two entire Turkish companies
were annihilated while trying to cap-
ture the Greek batteries.

The dispatch says that the Turkish
fort at "Vlglla ia surrounded by Greeks
who are trying to silence the six Turk-
ish batteries remaining In position.
Even these are not supported by infan-
try.

According to a dispatch received here
from Constantinople Greece has In-
formed the powers that she will aban-
don her claims to the Island, of Crete If
the powers will force Turkey to cede
her Epirus and Mount Olympus, accord-
ed to her by the treaty of Berlin.

Greeks Massacred.
London, April 22.—According to a dis-

patch from Athens massacres of Greek
citizens have taken place near Prevesa,
the Turkish town at the entrance of the
gulf of Arta. The Greek troops have
stormed five villages occupied by the
Turks.

The Greek legation here has received
a dispatch from M. Skouzes, the minis-
ter for foreign affairs of Greece, in
which, referring to the order for the
expulsion of all Greeks from Turkey at
the expiration of a fortnight from Sat-
urday last, the date of the rupture of
diplomatic relations between Greece and
Turkey, he saya their expulsion is' con-
trary to the principles of modern civil-
ization. He adds that Greece desires
all Turkish subjects residing within
Greek territory to remain as long as
their conduct does not afford ground
for complaint.

Blajor Anzollnos, who gave the order
for the abandonment or Gritzovall by
the Greek troops and who was replaced
by Colonel Papastavro for so doing, be-
ing held responsible for the loss of that
place, according" to a dfspatch from
Athena, has committed suicide at Tyr-
navo.

A special dispatch from Athens says
that offers of help are reaching the
Greek government from all quarters
and the military authorities expect to
have 40,000 volunteers enrolled before
the beginning oC next week.

The Bplrotes at Athens are preparing
to leave that city in order to assist the
Greeks In capturing Eplrus.

Exciting Daylight Episode Witli Bnr-
glars In Brooklyn.

ONE OF THEM WAS OAPTUEED

Two UimuccttiiHful Attempt* to Blow Cp
huft-M Had Uucii Made, and the Fel-

low Only ^Surrendered at the
I*olut ufa Loaded Revolver*

Brooklyn, April 21.—An exciting chase
covering five blocks in the business
center of tbis city and a fusillade of
half a dozen pistol shotB were the fea-
tures today In the arrest of a man the
police believed to be a professional
burglar. The prisoner says be is James
Lynch, 27 years old, and lives at New
Haven, He lu a dapper little fellow,
stylishly dressed and looks more like a
bank clerk* than a burglar. A full set
of burglar's tools were found In the
prisoner's possession. Lynch had .a
partner who escaped, and the Brook-
lyn police were engaged today In mak-
ing strenuous efforts to capture him.
The burglars forced an entrance to
Edwin Burt's shoe store at the corner
of VUUOJI and JJoyt streets last night
and sjient a large portion of the night
in trying to blow open the big safe that
stands in one corner of the store. They
drilled two holes alongside of the com-
bination and,Inserted a terrific charge,
but instead of blowing the door out
they blew It In and were thus foiled in
their efforts to get at the contents. Not
satisfied with their night's work they
forced the padlock to the stair door
leading to S. S. Whites dental supply
olllce on the floor above Burt's shoe
store and tackled another big safe.
They drilled a large hole about an Inch
deep near the combination, but for
some reason it was not satisfactory.
Then they started to drill holes In five
other places In the safe door. No at-
tempt was made to blow open the safe.
It is thought that they gave up the Job
in disgust, for the safe was left Intact
with the front door only disfigured.
Before starting in to work they cui^aH
the wires In the building, Including, the
electric light wires. The shades were
carefully drawn In all the windows and
there are evidences that the burglars
went at their work dellberatelw^and
leisurely. * ^

Tito Chaw Beglniiyp
Day was just beginning^ to dawn

when the two men, angrjpahd diBgusted.
at the unsuccessful jil^gijt's work, quit
the place, slamming the door behind
them, and went,tfji$%i Hoyt street from
the side doQr.of the shoe store. Police-
man CarrollYwas standing on the corner
at the time:' His attention was attract-
ed tp the men by hearing the door slam.
Turning around, he saw the men hasten*
ing up Hoyt street toward Livingston. T

"One minute, please," he shouted. "I
would like to speak to you."

The men paid no attention to his re-
quest but quickened their steps, and
Carroll hurried after them. The men
turned into Livingston street and when
around the corner Btopped and waited
for the bhmroat. When Carroll ap-
peared around the corner the taller ot
the two men, the one who escaped,
shouted with an oath:

"Stay where you are!"
Thereupon the fellow whipped out hts

revolver and fired a shot at Carroll. The
policeman then pulled his revolver and.
fired at the two men' who, thereupon,
turned and ran down Livingston street.
