Strange Statement Tia Italy
That the War Is at an End.

ROME DOES NOT 0BEDIT IT.

News of the Struggle Between the
Cross and the Crescent.

UelyBonis, the Greek Premier, ITorcod to
Uejilgn by King George, Who l l u R«-
quustud the Opposition Leaders to Form
a Cuuluet—Demetrius Rsdll, the Popular
'Idol of Athens, Will Probably Be st the
Ileail of Aflblro Under the New Regime.
Stirring Scenes About the Parliament
House—France'! Stand Exoltes Much In-
terest—Another Contribution to the His-
tory of tbe Kout In ThesuUy.

Rome, April 29.—The Becolo ot Milan
publishes a dispatch from Athens Bay-
ing that peace between Turkey and
Greece has been concluded. Little faith,
however, is reposed In the statement.

Delyannln Resigns.
Athens, April 29.—The king summon-

ed M. DelyannlB, tbe premier, to the
palace today and called upon him to
tender tils resignation. He subsequently
Intrusted the Opposition leaders with
the. task of forming- a new cabinet.

Hallt, the Opposition chief, will prob-
ably be the new premier.

M. Delyannls, in an Interview today
preceding the summons of the king,
said the fnct that there was no quorum
in the legislative assembly yesterday
was due to the absence of the Opposi-
tion deputies and expressed the hope
that enough deputies would be present
to enable the house to proceed to busi-
ness. Continuing, he said:

"We shall then submit to the decl-
Bions of the house. We cannot leave
th<5 posts the nation has assigned to us,
I do not admit that we have failed In
our duty In any way during this mo-

mentous time through which we are
passing. We. have not resigned, and
we shall not resign unless tho chamber
declares it withdraws its confidence
from us. Nothing except a vote ot
want of confidence upon the part of the
chamber or on expression of want of
confidence upon the part of the crown
will induce UB to relinquish the gov-
ernment of the country."

The adjournment of the legislative
assembly last night owing to the lack
of a quorum, only 95 deputies being
present and 104 being the number nec-
essary to proceed with business, was
followed by much excitement and criea
of disapproval from the galleries. Aft-
er the adjournment the premier, M.
Delyannls, had a long conference with
tb<) king, and the Opposition deputies
held a prolonged meeting, but they
broke up without deciding upon a Pro-
gramme. '

Excitement Outside Parliament House*
A crowd of fully 10,000 personB sur-

rounded parliament houBe when the
deputies assembled yesterday, and
many ot the outsiders swarmed .up'the
stops and Invaded1 the vestibules. The
throngs there and other groups In the
streets eagerly discussed the situation.

M. Rail), the former minister and Op-
position leader, was among the first ot
the deputies to arrive. He was cheered
and vjas accorded various other, marks
of sympathy, but the crowd generally
maintained the sullen demeanor en-
gendered by the painful news of the
past few dayB. The ministers reached
parliament house In closed carriages,
the crowd slowly opening a.way .'to al-
low them to pass and respectfully sa-
luting the occupants of the vehicles.
The public galleries of the house wer«
thronged, among those present being
many women and members of the dip-
lomatic corps.

When the president of the assembly,
M. ZaUhis, owing to the absence of a
quorum, declared the sitting closed, th*
announcement was greeted with ex-
.damnations of impatience from the
members of the Opposition and with,
cries of disapproval from the galleries.
As the excitement Increased M. Ralll,
rising to .his feet, motioned to his sup-
porters to remain calm. • His advice
was followed, and the deputies filed out
of the house. The Opposition deputies
went to a committee room, where a
consultation upon the failure of the ses-
sion was held. The fruitless meeting
was a very great disappointment to the
crowds. outside the house, who were
waiting to hear the result of the delib-
erations of the deputies.

The ministerialists declare It lmpossi.
ble, as many of the deputies win not be
able to reach the capital in time far the
session, ana several of the military
members being at the seat of war, to
hope tor a quorum this morning. On
the other hand, the members .of the
Opposition quote the names of sup-
porters of the government who, al-
though present in Athens lost evening,
did not attend tbe assembly.

Valetta Speaks.
After the sitting the Impatient crowds

called upon the members ot the Oppo-
sition to appear and make a statement.
M. Falser, a well known member of the
Opposition In the assembly, was espe-
cially called upon tor an address. But,
although he was apparently the first
choice of the people, It was M. Valetta
who, from tbe top of tha great steps

lending Into parliament house, made
the Hjieech, In this he said:

"In view of the desertion of the gov-
ernment the chamber and the country
look to the king to do his duty and
safeguard public order. Have confi-
dence In the Opposition, which Is watch-
Ing: over the hlgheBt Interests ot the
country."

YhcBe words, uttered with great em-
phasis and significance, were greeted
with frantic applause, which waa soon
afterward renewed upon the appear-
ance of M. Kalll. The crowd gave the
popular leader a tremendous ovation.
Six thousand men escorted him to bis
house. On arriving there the crowds in-
sisted upon a speech, and. M. Ralll ap-
peared upon a balcony, from which he
made a brief address. In which he said:

"The government, by its desertion,
has committed sulciae. It 1B our duty
to maintain order and show that we are
now righting for our homes." This sen-
timent caused the crowds to burst out
Into loud cheering, after which the peo-
ple slowly dispersed to their homes.

Greeks Evaluate Volo.
Volo,. April 29.—This town Is almost

completely' evacuated' by the Greeks.
The women and children have been
taken away by sea. The foreign con-
sulates have holBted their flags. Brit-
ish and Italian ironclads are at anchor
In the harbor. : . ' .

' Tbe Fighting »t Vele«tlno.
. Athens, April 29.—The fighting be-
tween the Greeks and Turks at Veles-
tlno, at the Junction of the railroad con-
necting the port of Volo with Larlssa
and Fharsalos, was only a series of
skirmishes, but they were favorable to
the Greeks. Vilestino is about ten
miles west :if Volo.
: The telegraph operator at Pharsalos
has learned from the operator at Jjaris-
»a that order prevails there and that
the women and children are returning
to the town., • '

Zurkos Gaptnred.
Constantinople, April 29.—It Is an-

nounced that the; first division of the
Turkish army at Elassona has entered
Greek territory from the vicinity of
Damasl and captured the town of Zar-
kos, an Important Greek base ot opera-
tions about IS miles west ot Larlssa
and about half way between that place
and Trlkhala. Large quantities of am-
munition fell into the hands of the
Turks.

The victories of the Turkish troops
have enormously raised the military
spirit of the Turks, and the confidence
thus Inspired In.Turkey's vitality is re-
moving' the dissatisfaction felt with the
present regime, while at the same time
rendering the scheme of reforms of the
powers for the Ottoman Empire .hard-

of realization. The advantages
which Turkey will derive from the war
are already dlscuBsed in high quarters,
where It is declared Turkey should In
any case be released from the obliga-
tions Imposed upon her Sn regard to
Crete ana the rectification of the fron-
tier. I f 1B also suggested and urged
that Cape Punta, opppslte Freveia, at
the entrance of the gulf of Arta,'should
be restored to Turkey, and.that Greece
should be called upon to pay a big in-
demnity. . ' • . . •

In military circles It Is further urged
that a Turkish squadron should be sent
to Volo to support Edhem Pasha's oc-
cupation of that district of Greece. The
Turkish squadron, however, has not
yet left the Dardanelles, and the cap-
tain of an Austrian mall Btalp which has
Ju&t arrived reports that three .of the
Turkish warships and one of the Turk-
ish torpedo boats have run aground in
the Dardanelles. The Austrian captain
Bays that one of these warships IB In a
serious position, as the sea la breaking
over her. It is believed that the vessels
came In collision during the progress of
naval maneuvers.

Atrocities and Mutiny Denied.
The following official statement was

lBsued here today:. . . .
"The aubllme porte formally contra-

dicts the rumors of atrocities commit-
ted by the Imperial troops at FUlpplada
and also the report of the mutiny of the
Albanians. The repeated testimony of
all the correspondents ot foreign news-
papers at headquarters, and. the ad-
miration they express for the discipline,
humane feeling, bravery and modera-
tion of the Ottoman Boldlers, prove
these accusations to be totally un-
founded and only due to the Imagina-
tion of people whose malevolence equals
their mendacity. Edhem Pasha has
taken all the measures necessary to
repress every kind of abuse. The al-
leged mutiny Is absolutely contrary to
fact"

Deaths of Women srnd Children*

Athens to the Messagero says that 600
women and children died during the
tei rlble retreat from Tyrnavo to 1»-
rlBsa. •

Influences at Work For Pekoe*
Paris, April 29.—In connection with

the published accounts of the confer-
ence between M. Hanotaux, minister ot
foreign affairs, and the TurklBh em-
bassador, at which the former Is re-
ported to have urged the latter to ad-
vlso the sultan to hold out the olive
branch to Greece, adding that If the
Turkish troops went farther France
would be compelled to come forward
as the defender of civilization and
Christianity, a member of the diplo-
matic corps of high standing is quoted
as saying In an interview. .

'White. Greece will not ask for Inter-
vention, It Is Impossible for her to pro-
long resistance owing to the state of
her finances. Therefore it is probable
the Greek government will now obey
the summons of Europe, and that the
Turkish evacuation of Thessaly and the
Greek evacuation of the island of Crete
will be carried out simultaneously. The
financial question will then be consid-
ered. . Greece will possibly be given a
Judicial council, enabling the giving of
guarantees to the Qcruian bondlioidutll
and providing Turkey with an indem-
nity for the expenses of mobilizing her
troops."

From other quarters It is. reported
that the Turkish government Is ready
to negotiate for a cessation of the war,
agreeing to the re-establishment of the
status quo ante bellum, with the proc-
lamation of autonomy for Crete.

At a cabinet meeting today M. Hano-
taux explained the course of events In
the east and the progress o£ the nego-
tiations of the powers to bring about a
settlement of the disputes between
Greece and Turkey.

Greeks Make ft 8tan.d.
London, April 29.—A dispatch from

Athens sayB that the Greeks have occu-
pied the heights of Fenteplgadla, north
of Arta ana about half way between

that place and Janlna, In Eplrus, and
have iiiLrtmuhfcd themselves there.

12xequ»tur» Withdrawn.
Berlin, April 29.—A dispatch to ths

Ncrddeutsche Zeltung from Athena
says that King George has signed a
decree withdrawing the exequaturs of
all the Turkish consuls In Greece.

Thut Awful Boot.
T-ondon, April 29.—The Times today

publishes au Interview with an S}nt£-
lish vulunleer who was a witness of
the terrible stampede of the Greeks
from Tyrnavo to Larlssa and Fharsa-
los and Volo. After describing the
terrors of thla retr&at, the volunteer
continues:

"Within a mile or two of Larlssa my
horse was knocked over an embank-
ment Into a dry river bed. I knew I
war) Injured, but to stay there meant
death, and I managed to drag myself
to Larlssa. There all was confusion. X
was swept Into a wine shop with a mob
of soldiers and obtained some Reslnato
wine. On leaving the shop I went Into
the street, saw an open door and lay
down In the passage, completely ex-
hausted. When I awoke I could not
move my injured leg. Fortunately I
saw an English correspondent, who
went to fetch a surgeon. Soon he
dashed up on horseback and exclaimed,
'The Turks are coming!'

"I could not stay there, so I hung to
the neck of his horse and thus made
my way through the streets until I met
another English correspondent with a
bicycle. He placed me on his machine,
and I was able to work one pedal and
leached the railroad depot. There the
Hngltshman left me, wishing me good
luck. Under the circumstances I had
good luck Indeed. Disabled as I m i , I
succeeded In entering a train.

"At the station the scene was one of
the wildest confusion. Soldiers and cl-
vlllansi women anu children, ' were
struggling and clamoring madly in
their efforts to get Into the train. The
men behaved In a cowardly manner. I
saw women and children dragged from
carriages to make room for officers, and
the soldiers who had. been detailed, to
guard the station, Instead of. remaining
on duty, leaded upon the roofs of car-
riages. Their companions who failed
to get places fired at them, and the nre
was returned, and the train started la
the midst of a hot fusillade. It waa a
terrible scene. The agony of those left
behind was heartrending, their terror
Increasing as firing was heard on:the'
outskirts of the town, and it was. be-
lieved that the Turks .were approach-
ing. . . • • .... ...; ...

"Most ot the military men left tie
train at Velestino, being bound for
Pharsalos.

On arriving at Volo I found 1,000'
people at the railroad station all anx-
ious to learn whether their friends had
been wounded or killed. '

"I was taken to the Red Cross hos-
pital, and words cannot express Uw
kindness which I received there.'* - ..

the Cottonwood valley found dozens of
people still clinging to trees, overturned
houses or timbers. In positions whloh .
they had been obliged to sustain all
night. It Is believed that many per-
sonH dropped Into the river during- the
night, their bodies being swept down
stream. ,

The 2,000 homeless persons, 111 from
exposure and hungry, passed a mtier-
able night, and morning found most of
them too weak to give much assistance
either to themselves or others, although
during the night the water had receded
rapidly, and the work of rescue was
more easy this morning.

When darkness stopped further res-
cue last evening, every man available
went busily to work to construct rafts
for use today, and when the first light
of day broke small parties started put
from different points and began trans-
porting the people from their perilous
positions to land. With the recession of
the waters, the reacuers made rapid
progress.

Mo more reliable estimate of tbe
dead or of the property damage than .
was given last night could be compiled.
Bodies left on land by the receding wa-
ters or found pocketed in houses or piles
of debris are being discovered hourly
in the vicinity of Guthrle. What the
damage to life and property farther
out in the country will be cannot be
known until wire and railway train
communication, now at a standstill. Is
resumed.
