The first fighting occurred at Aivali,

A Neat Plan—on Paper,

This would enable the Turkish com-
mander in chief to attack separately
elther of the two Gréek armies and
overwhelm them with his immensely
superior forces, as it is not belleved el-
ther of the Greek commands yvould
venture from its intrenched posjtion
into the open if the other was attacked
in force.

The Turks have cut the railrodd be-
tween Phargalos and Velestino.- The
interruption of railroad communication
between Pharsalos and Volo means a
very great deal to the Greeks, as the
road between the two places was a good
one, and a source from which the
Greeks derlved their supplies. The cut-
ting of the railroad also makes it much
more difficult to defend Velestiho, and
the-loss of that place would mean that
the Greeky would ‘have to depend on
a difficult road across o portlon of the
Orthyrys range of mountains, through
the Phurka and Maluka passes, .each
nearly 8,000 feet high, for their supplles.

It will thus be seen that the positions
ot the Greeks are already half taken,
and 1t would seem that if a masterly
retreat could be: carrled out it would
perhaps be the best way out of the dif-
ficulty, for Edhem Pasha seems to hold
the key to the situation and to be slow-
ly and cleverly, closlng around the
